The inhuman sentence imposed on this man and his wife,
and indirectly cn their two young children, and the narmmer
in which 1t wae 1zposed, give the whole case away as &
flagrant miscarraige of Justice. Ewan if they &1d pass
eritical information to the Russians (of which there 1s
gerious doubt), they are not guilty of tresson under our
constitution. For we were not engaged even in a ¢old war
with Ruesia at the tiume,

There are imperative historiezcl reesons why treason ..
1s very stricetly defined in our constitution. In the old
days in England treason was not narrowly defined but the
punishment for it was exceedingly eruel. The politiciens,.
representative of the King or Parliament, {n the days of
Janeg ‘I, Charles I, Oliver Crormwell, Chsrles II, and Janee
11, cbn&emned and punished so many persons for treason
merely beczuse of political beliefs thai the English lew
wes amended to define treason narrovly and to fix the pune
ishment for 1it. ’

e Americans, regarding ourselves as "free-born Eng-
1ishmen" during our quarrel with Zngland, nabutally incor-
porated this article of the English lsw into our own Con-
stitution. For meny Americans had fled from the politieal
persecutions in Englend. Undoubtedly our founding fathers
amecnt just what the clause says.

The execution of the kosenbergs would be a ecruel pun-
ishment for their ghildren,; end, in effept, would “work
corruption of blodd,’ and ®o constitute another violetion
of our constitutional provision on the subject of treceon.
