During my period of service at Alcatraz, 1 came into close contact with
21l of tne prisoners. I feel satisfied that I can evaluaie humean character
cuite accurately.

Through the years of my association at Alcatraz with Morton Sobell, ] ve-
came more and more impressed with his innocence. This led me to m a2ke

a studiec investigation of his record at the prisox as well as the trial record
of the Rosenberg-Sobell case. The more I stucdied, the more convinced I
became of the man's innocence. I feel so keerly about this case, ana to
state it frankly, somewhat ashamed that the courts of our land couléd be so
influenced by public opinica fed by the hysteria of the McCarthy era, that I
have set out in an address under the title "ALCATRAZ WAS MY PARISE"
my evzluation of the man and the injustice perpetrated upon him by detain-
ing him still in Atlenta penitentiary.

He is 2 mar of iine intellect, of ncble character, heah}:y-minded, a leval
American, a devoted husband and father, 2 noble son of humble but noble
family. Yet the record still shows that here is a man, falsely accusec,
cruelly treated, sentenced on the flimsy testimony of a seli-confessed
perjurer and still suffering within prison walls.

The cry for justice has sounded many times through the centuries from the
time of Amos the Prophet down to the present. To me no cry has had such
rmerit to it as the cry for justice for Morton Sobell, I am satisfied if the
Ciergy of this land, whose missior. it is to '"seek justice and judgment, "
would acguaint themselves with this case, the relentless pressure of that
cegment of public opinion would compel our courts to re-open the case, free-~
ing it from perjury, politics and prejudice, and in the light of honor and
truth restore Morton Sobell to his rightful place as an American citizen, a
man vindicated by the weight of public opinion and the justice and honor that
we are entitled to expect to emanate from the courts of our land.

Through the years of my association at Alcatraz with Morton Sobell, ] be-
came more and more impressed with his innocence. This led me to maxe

a stucled investigation of his record at the prison as well as the trial record
of the Rosenberg-Sobell case, The more ] studied, the more convinced |
became o1 the man's innocence. I feel so keenly about this case, and 10
state it frankly, somewhat ashamed that the courts of ocur land could be so
influer.ced by pubiic opinion fed by the hysteria of the McCarthy era, tnat]
have set out in an adcéress under the title "ALCATRAZ WAS MY PARJSH"
my evaluation of the man and the injustice perpetrated upon him by detiin-
ing kimn still in Atdania penitentiary.

He is a mzan of fire intellect, of noble character, healthy-minded, a lo.al
American, a devoted husband and father, a notie scn of humble but nnlle
family. Yet the record still shows that here is a man, falsely accuscd,
cruelly treated, sentenced on the flimsy testimony of a seli-confessed
perjurer and still suffering within prison walls.

The c¢ry for justice has sounded many times througk the centuries frcom the
time of Amos the Prophet down to the present. To me no cry has had such
merit to it as the cry for justice for Morton Sobell, I am satisfied if the
Clergy of this land, whose mission it is to "seek justice and judgment, "

Morton Sobell is a little-known prisoner,
jailed more than ten years ago on a “conspite
acy lo commit. espionage” Sobell, whose
case was entangled with that of Julius and
Ethel Rusenberg, had consistently proclaim-
ed his innwcence,

The case against Sebell is so vague and
tenuous as to have caused Nobel Prize win-
ning scientist Harold Urey to comment after
reading the trial transeript: 1 do not know
what it is that Sobell is supposed to have
done.”

In fact, the charge apainst Subell was
that he had solicited information, and had
an one occasion tuken something that looked
C like a can of film to Julins Rosenberg. No

specitic item of information supposed to have

been secured by him or transmitted by him
to anyoue vise is specified in the record.

The principal trial witness was Max
Blitcher, Subell's friend, whaose reliability
Las come under question, Elitcher, Sobelt's

suppurters point out, adimitted he had per-
jured himself in other testimony and coop-
crated with the prosecution. By testifying
against Sobell, he also involved himsell as
an accomplice, but he wus never _.z.cz...c—:cn_.

Subell was sentenced by Judye Irving
Kaufman te thirty years in juil, with a
recommendation of no parole.

Sobell's conviction came in 1951, in the
midst of the Korean War and a period of
national hystevia. The cmotions aroused at
the time of conviction make us question the
reasonableness of buth the conviction and
the suntence,

In a recent clemeney appeal Reinhold
Nichuhr, Norman Thumas, Harold Urey, and
other renowned Americans, wroted

As Americans we are fully aware of
the threat of commusism lo o {recdom
and way ol tife. Any attack an that free-
dom without or within must be resisted,
Nevertlicless, one ol the factors which

makes that freedom so precious is the
capacily to practice a disciplined and hu-
mane administration of justice precisely
in those cases where emotions are arous-
ed which make it difficult to remain
objective about the merits of a specific
cuse. We believe a commutation of the
Sobell sentence would demonstrate our
national faith in that freedom.
Considering the national hysteria pre-
valent at the time of the conviction, the du-
bious evidence, the failure of the prosecution
to provide a specitic churge, and the harsh-
ness of the sentence, we believe that the
Sobell case merits an immediate review by
the Department of Justice and the courts,
Until such. a review has been completed,
and clemency considered, a case which has
been compared lo that of Sacco and Von-
zetli should remain heavy on the conscience
of the nation,
