3. Turn the power switch on- You're ready la Jam. 

When the title screen comes up, press the START BUTTON, You 

will bn presented with three choices— MLAD-IO-HEAD (player vs. 

player), a TEAM GAME |2 players v%. computer) or set OPTIONS. 

H you are using the Team Player’ Multi-Player Adaptor, you will 

he presealed with two choices—START GAME or set OPTION'S, 

Highlight your selection using the P-BUTTON tmd press the 

START BUTTON. 

OPTIONS allows you la set certain game options. Press the 

D-BUTTON up and down Ic highlight the desired option and left or 

right to change It: 

TIMER SPUD: Allows you to choose how lost 

the game dock will count down each quarter, 

from Very Slow to Very Fast. 



DA ONE DIFFICULTY: Allows you to select how smorl your com- 
puter opponents ore on a stole of ] (tow) to 5 (high). 

TAG MODE: In a one-ployer or one human per team gome, NBA* 

Jam", nJlows you to select how you wish to control y our team¬ 
mate. 

OFF is the default. Like the arcade, you control one player the 
entire game, and the computer controls your teammate (unless a 
human player should "jump in" wish his STAR! BUTTON). 

ON enables you to control both the movement and the ball han¬ 
ding of whichever player on your team has the ball. In other 
words, you pass aff control when you pass off the bail The "tag" 

occurs when your team mole gains possession, »if a pass is inter¬ 
cepted, you retain control of the player who passed. 

COMPUTER ASSISTANCE: If a team falls far behind, this feature 
increases the odds that that loom's shots will go in, ensuring a 
dose and competitive game. If this Feature is offr both players ore 
given a "fair shake," 

CONTROLLER CONFIGURATION: Allows each player to select 
which commands are associated with which buttons. Press the E>- 
BUT70N left or fight to cycle through the available combinations. 
The default configuration is as fallows:

VIEW/ DELETE RECORDS: Adhering this option will take you 

to ihe record screen. NBA Jaiti stores records and slots for up 
Ho 15 different players! Sometimes, however, you will wart to 
make room far a new one. la erase a record, u-M the DBUfTON 
to highlight the desired record and press the A BUTTON. Tcu will 
then be ashed to confirm whether you truly wish to delete this 

record. Press the A BUTION to abort your deletion or the B + C 
BUTTONS to erase the record. Press the START BUTTON to 

return to the OPTIONS screen. 

Pressing the START BUTTON will exit OPTIONS. 

To begin playing NBA Jem , select either HEAD TO HEAD 
made or TEAM GAME mode Um either controller. There ate 
4 different player positions in NBA' Tam Player numbers 1 
and 2 are teammates, and 3 and 4 oppose them on the other 
team, A TEAM GAME puts both players on Ihe some team, 
making the person with controller 1 player 1, and the person 

with controller 2 player 2. HEAD TO HEAD mode puts the two 
humon players on opposite I earns. The person with controller I 

is still player 1, but the person with controller 2 is player 3. All 
players who wish ta part id pole should then press START on 

their -controllers. 

If you are using the Team Player Multi-Ployer Adaptor, 
select START GAME. Select the controller letter corresponding 
ta the player you wish te control— controller part I is play** 
1, A is 2r B is 3 and C is 4. Eueryone who wishes to participate 

should then press STAR! on their controllers. 
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Whether you aie using the Team Player Adaptor or not, you 
will then be ashed if you wish to alter your initials for record- 
keeping. Use the D-6LITTON and the A, fl, t m START BUTTON to 

choose. This decision affects all players; no player cun enler ini¬ 
tials if "no" Is selected. If "yes" is selected, each player will then 
be asked to enter his/her initials. Use the D- BUTTON to move 
the cursor an top cl the desired letter and press the A, B ar C 
BUTTON to select, if the initials entered are one of the fifteen in

Next, players must choose their loom*. Use the O-BUTTON to 
highlight the teams. Each team is composed of two NBA team¬ 
mates, each with ratings in 4 categories: Speed, 3 Pointers, 
Dunks and Defense, A complete team-by-leam listing of these 

Stats appear an pages 18-25 of this manual. Pressing the A, I or 
C BUTTON switches which o-f the teammates your player controls. 
Press the START BUTTON when your selection is made.

JAM RULES 
& CONTROLS 

-JHT 

An NBA Jam" game is divided into 4 quarters ol three minutes 
each. A game begins with a lip-oH, its two players Leap for the 
bell in order to gain control. Possession of the boll at the begin* 

ring of the second and fourth quarters goes to the homo team 
(teem two), and to the visiting team (team one) starting the third 

regardless of who wins the initial tip or who possesses the ball 
when the previous quarter ended. 

The abject of the game is to have oulscwed your opponents 
when the final buiiei sounds. There is a 24-second shot dock in 

effect. A basket counts for two points when it is shot front inside 
the three-point tiner and three points when shot from behind it. 

A defensive player can block o shot bat only when the ball ii 
on the upward part of its ore If il is touched by a defender on its 

downward flight, a goaltending call is made, 
nod points are awarded whether or not the 
basket was going to go in. Once the ball 
touches the rim, however, it can be grabbed 



?o make identifying the ball-handier easy, whenever a player 
has possession of the ball an orange basketball midcat or will 
appear behind his name at the lop of the screen. If nobody has 
possession— the ball is ta the air or has been knocked away, 
there is no indicator. 

If o player scores three baskets in o row, he is "on fire!" 
During this time, he has unlimited turbo, and a much better chance 
of sinking shots from anywhere on the floor! Only one player can 
be "on fire" at a lime. Being "an fire" lasts until the next oppos¬ 
ing basket goes in, meaning that a teammate con score without 

disrupting the fire. Even if the apposing team cannot score, how¬ 
ever, your fire will eventually go out fay itself. The bull glows 

when the player on fire holds il and smokes when he shoots HI 

Beyond those, there are very few rules to an NBA" tarn ses¬ 
sion. There ore no fouls— no reaching in, no hacking, not even a 
pushing Foul, so ploy strung and take na prisoners! The controls 
are as follows; 

D-BDTTONr Moves your player up and dawn the court. When 
any player» off-ineen, his position is marked by on arrow with 
his player number and cuiur, the height of the arrow showing 
where he is vertically on the court, end distance from the edge 
showing how far oFf-screea he is. 



SMOOI/BLOCK: When yew team kas the bell, the SHOOT 
bettor will cause you [aitd on a one-humon loam, your computer 

teammate as well) to shoot lor the basket. Your player releases 
the Ml when you release the button. Releasing the ball at the 
apex of your leap gives your shot greater accuracy, but releasing 

It quickly or very slowly tan often prevent a leaping defender 
from blocking or stealing the ball. Topping SHOOT quickly one' 
cutes a head-fake which may dekethe defease out of its shoes, 
but it discontinues your dribble, so you must either pass or shoot 

the boll More you can move! 

When your team does not have the ball, 5HOOT/BLOCK causes 
your player to jump up for a block. Timing is crucial la denying the 

strut. Jump too early and the shooter can wait until 
m fall out of the way, jump too late and the 

shooter can shod It over you! Many times 
your defender will get a piece of the ball 

without rejecting the shot completely. Hie 
while whenever your defon- 

with it. 



PASS/STEAL: When your team has the ball, the past button 
will cause you (and on a one-human ream, your computer team¬ 

mate) to pass the ball to his teammate. But a passed ball is easi¬ 
ly intercepted by a defender, so look before you pass! 

When your team does not hove the ball tapping this button 
ecuses year player to swipe at the hall in the hopes of either 
stealing it or knocking It out of on opponent's hands. 



TURBO: TURBO touses your player la run fns-lcr then tie 
normally would {determined by hi$ ollribute?! whether on 

offense or defense, allowing you la blow by a defender, cr to 
step around a pick ond block a shot! Unfortunately, your pbyer 
hos only o limited amount of turbo power, indicated by the meter 

under ymiP plflyer's name. 

As you use it, I he meter runs down, but when you release 
TURBO, it begins la regenerate. A player using Turbo can be spat¬ 
ted fay his colored shoes! When a player is "on fire," he has 
unlimited turbo until his fire is pur out, but to use the turbo, the 

button must still be held! 

Tapping TURBO several times quickly caus¬ 
es your player lo grab the ball and throw his 

dhows, a move which cart often knock 
defenders away and give you a dean shot 

at the basket. 



TURBO + SHOOT/BLOCK: When your player has the ball near 

the basket, pressing these two buttons causes you (and on a 
one'human team, yaur computet teammate) la go lor the jam, 

slam dunking ftie ball irta the basket, There are mfliiy spectacular 
"Ultra-Jams" that can be executed, depending an a number of 
factors such as the players dunking ability and position. 
Sometimes these rim-rockers will even shatter the backboard! 
Your player will only jam H he is moving however, so be sure to 
drive towards the hale if you waul to slam! 
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When y our team doesn't have the bail, pressing these two 
bull on s makes your player go far a super black, jumping higher 
then he ordinarily would! 

TURBO + PASS/STEAL Pressing these buttons will came the 
ball-handler to execute a much faster and sefer pass then the 

PASS button by iiseH. Often these will toke the form of behind- 
thH>atk or bounce passes.
