In 1992, the IAI-TRW team
beat out McDonnell for the sup-
ply of seven UAV systems.

The Pentagon eventually
approved a $4.3 billion program

Industry sources close 1o the
program say the program was
plagued by mismanagement that
centered on Llhe relationship
between [Al and TRW. IA] was
the sole manufacturer of Hunter
and TRW had no experience io
UAVs. On the other hand, TRW,
which won numerous contracls,
believed that it didn’t need any
beip i dealing with the US mili-

tary.

“These are hard-beaded busi-
nessmen.” says Klieman, an
American” native.

By 1993, Pentagon officials
were complaining that the Hunter

program was being mismanaped.
The problems were compounded
by technical difficullies, usual in
development program but now
amplified because of the constant

carping.

Sources both at IAI and TRW
say they eventually overcame
their misunderstandings. Over the
last 18 months, they say, the pro-
gram was managed smoothly and
with an agreement on strategy. In
all, the Hunter flew 4,600 hours.

BUT BY THAT time, the
Pentagon seemed to bave lost its
patience with Humter. In March
1995, the General Accounting
Office, the investigative arm of
Congress, issued a report critical
of Hunter.
The GAQ cited a series of crash-
es and performance problems in
the program. [ts conclusion was
that Hunter was not logistically
supportable.

t October, the Pentagon

For its part, IAl is drawing
lessons from the Hunter program
in the US. Oae is the need for
excellent management and coor-
dination, particularly in dealing
with a huge bureaucracy like the
Pentagon.

Another is the need to shorten
the research and development
period. In 1989, Hunler was
alone in its field as a short-range
UAV compatible with providing

. intelligence on the corps level.

Today, there are several models,
some of them cheaper than the
$30 million price tag of the
Hunter system.

“Six vears is simply too long to
maintajn a development program
in the US given the new accent
on the fast-track approach to
production,” an LAY source says.

1Al executives, however, hold
great promise for its UAV divi-
sion. The company has devel-
oped several models. Its latest is
the Eye-View. a close-range tac-
tical UAV intended for field
troops at the froat lines.

Exccotives say Eye-View is
the result of its lessons from the
Hunter program. At 90 kilo-
grams and with a 4-meter
wingspan, Eye-View is much
smaller and Lighter than Hunter.
It is also less thap a quarter the
price.

Morcover, 1Al executives are
hoping to return to the Pentagon
with the Eye-View. Already, the
company is deveioping a larper
model that would be compatible
for both military and civiliap
use.
But the competition will be
tougher than it was in 1989.

Klieman, however, cites
Istael’s 20 years of experience in
UAVSs. IAI alone has seven mod-
els of UAVs.

*Israel has a lead in the field,”
Kiieman says. “If it could main-
tain that lead, it will continue to
have a big advantage in anything
regardiag UAVs.”
