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Those veterans who returned 
from the scorching fields of Gettys 
burg last week are best described 
as survivors. They were royally 
entertained by Pennsylvania. 
Tents were ready for the old sol- 
diers and such of the younger 
men who looked old enough to be 
soldiers and one man who was 
born after the war was in a tent 
where the Poeahontas delegation 
lay. There were nine in this tent. 
Each had an army blanket and 
some galvanized dishes. A kitch- 
en was at the end of each row of 
tents and the soldiers carried their 
plates and cupa by the cook's camp 
and had them filled with grub. 
They retired to eat and then flung 
the dishes into the official dishwa- 
ter. The veterans did not enjoy 
very sound sleep on the ground 
under the tents. Their descrip- 
tion was that they were restless 
during the night. It was a great 
sight to see sixty thousand men of 
seventy and over in one assembly. 
In that vast assembly there were 
some that had to be stayed with 
flagons. As a result the hospitals 
were full. One observer sitting 
in the shade of a tree in front of a 
saloon saw that the bar was being 
patronized pretty freely and he 
counted 217 old men who came 
out of the door in eleven minutes. 
But it is a poor heart which never 
rejoices. About one hundred and 
fifty of the Pickett survivors 
charged up the hill through the 
wheat field and were met at the 
breastworks by about two hun- 
dred survivors of the defenders. 
The meeting was peaceful. The 
moving pictures will portray it 
later as one of the inglorious arts 
of peace. The impression of the 
great reunion is that of old age in 
man. The men who met there 
had fought as boys and after they 
had grown aged in this world of 
woe. they came back to see the 
place of the great conflict in the 
days of the "canker and the 
grief." We do not begrudge 
them the occasional horn with 
which they sought relief from the 
infirmities of old age. The great 
question with those in charge was 
whether the bar-rooms should be 
closed. They were left open and for 
an inconsiderable sum afn old man 
could purchase an hour of youth- 
ful joy. 
"Weak,   withering age  no rigid

nor more than ten years.    He had 
no real defense to the charge.  He 
took the money and promised to 
vote for Edwards and did vote for 
Edwards.    He attempted to show 
that he was an Edwards  man all 
the time and that the payment of 
the money did not change his vote 
in any way,   but this is a   bit of 
sophistry  that has been  exploded 
by the courts in former trials and 
was not allowed to come  in.   He 
then said'that the money which he 
received was expense money given 
him   as an agent  of Edwards  to 
further his candidacy.   This, too, 
is a distinction that will not be ac- 
cepted as sound in law however it 
may appeal to the laymen.    As  a 
matter  of fact  it was a   trial  in 
which the defendant   and his  at- 
torneys hoped tbtAMit was a po- 
liticalWime,  tha^the jury would 
show mercy-tr/the  defendant and 
acquit him.   But the jury harden- 
ed their hearts   and brought in a 
verdict of guilty  with  the result 
that Senator Smith's futnre looks 
very black to him.   His seat in 
the Senate is vacant.   His young, 
beautiful   and    devoted   wife   is 
heart broken and his many friends 
hear the   news   with genuine re- 
gret.    We   feel   that   the   stern 
faced mountain jury did its duty. 
That it was  a just   and righteous 
verdict.   But   what  of the  man 
who tempted   him?   It appeared 
in the evidence   that  a trap had 
been laid   for him.   That he had 
been tested for honesty and found 
wanting.      We  think   that the 
tempter  will serve a longer term 
of   universal   condemnation than 
the unfortunate victim.   The exe- 
cutioner is a necessary and unpop- 
ular man.

Neither 
the President nor the Vice-Presi- 
dent was in Washington and in 
such case the Secretary of State 
has the title of Acting President.

Pennsylvania gave all the old 
veterans a ticket to the Gettysburg 
reunion over the most convenient 
railway and the sum of ten dollars 
to do what they liked with.

A few weeks ago it was custo- 
mary for statesmen in Washing- 
ton to say that they knew of no 
lobby organized there to influence 
legislation.

The common ordinary business 
man in the States and the counties 
is mainly occupied in making the 
other man pay the tax. In Wash- 
ington the endeavor is greatly en- 
larged in seeking "protection." 

This wool business is a hard 
thing to size up. About ninoty- 
nine people buy wool to every one 
that sells it, and even those that 
sell buy wool in the shape of cloth- 
ing. We do not know whether 
the country would be beuefitted by 
cheap wool or not. It looks like 
the sheep would have to be killed 
anyway to make up for the apal- 
ling shortage in cattle. Wool is 
but a by-product in the sheep 
business, and about the same 
amount of sheep would be raised 
were there no such thing as shear- 
ing sheep in the spring. But sheep 
have to be sheared for the sake of 
their health and we hope that wool 
will always command a fair price. 
Anybody who ever shaved a sheep 
knows that it is a mean job. A 
great number of persons will have 
to leave the factories and go to 
raising meat. There can be no 
question that the cities will be 
emptied of much of their popula- 
tion, by the advantages that will 
be held out to the raisers of flocks 
and herds. It was so is the days 
of the prophets and it will be true 
of these times. It is a perfectly 
natural thing for the population 
to vary back and forth between 
town and country. The city dwel- 
lers are trying to compensate for 
the scarcity of meat in a meat eat- 
ing nation by raising chickens. 
We see a lot of advertisements 
about half acre chicken farms loc- 
ated conveniently near the cities. 
Bnt at the best this is work for 
the women and children. The 
commercial fishermen are at work 
trying to make the most of the 
market in bringing in large catch- 
es of fish, but this is a precarious 
calling. The real job for men is 
raising a herd of big fat cattle, 
and that will be the order of the 
next twenty years. Then anv land 
that will grow grass will be in 
great demand. 

The conviction of Senator Smith 
last week still does not prove that 
grafting exists in the West Vir- 
ginia legislature. We know that 
it has commonly been reported 
that members of the legislature 
would accept money and other fa- 
vors for their votes, but it has 
never been satisfactorily proven. 
It takes two sides to effect a sure 
enough case of bribery. And it 
is admitted that in the present 
cases that the bribe money was 
bnt a trap to test the honesty of 
certain parsons.   We have spent
