The Great Doctrine. 

A short time since very few peo- 
ple could have told wherein the 
"Monroe Doctrine" differed from 
the doctrine of the Governor* of 
North and. South Carolina, or any 
other doctrine ever extant. The 
Venezuelan boundary question has 
caused the doctrine to be resureot- 
ed, and Mr Cleveland claims that 
it fits the case exactly.   He says: 

"Aeeuming, jherefare, that we 
may properly insist upon this doc- 
trine without regard to the state 
of things in which we live,' or any 
changed conditions here or else- 
where, it is not apparent why it's 
application may not be invoked in 
the present controversy. If a Eu- 
ropean power, by an extension of 
it's boundaries, takes possession of 
the territory of one of oar neigh- 
boring republics, against it's will 
and in derogation of it's rights, it 
is difficult to see why, to that ex- 
tent, such European power does 
not attempt to extend it's system 
of government to that portion of 
of this continent which is thus 
taken'. This is the precise action 
taken which President Monroe de- 
cjared to 1W "DangorowJ to our 
peace and safety," and fte** make 
ae difference whether the Europe- 
an system is extended by an ad- 
vance of frontier or otherwise." 

Great Britain claims that just 
because one man had advanced 
this idea of peace and safety that 
it does not necessarily make it 
any part of international law, and 
that "no statesman, however emi- 
nent, and no nation, however pow- 
erful, are competent, to insert into 
the code of international Jaw a 
novel principle which was never 
recognized before, and whieh has 
not since been accepted,by the 
government of any other oouutry."
