Very great relief was felt by ma- 
ny- in the town when they heard of 
his arrest, as he had been firing 
his pistol very recklessly and terri- 
fying several women.

He received a warm'welcome 
from the prisoners in the jail, as 
he had forced himself into the 
guard-room where he bad laughed 
and told them that he could break 
out that jail in a few minutes. 
They delighted in telling him what 
awful things were in his particular 
cell, and he got very sick of it.
