Big Town Being Built on Top of 
Cheat. 

Three miles from Caas on Cheat 
Mountain the WeBt Virgina Pulp 
and Paper Company is bnilding a 
fine town, to be known as Spruce. 
It is just east of the line between 
Pocahontas and Randolph coun- 
ty, and is in Pocahontas.  *• 

The buildings will consist of 
the bark peeling mill, store, hotel 
of forty rooms and about thirty- 
fivedwelling bouses. 

Some of the machinery is al- 
ready installed and work will be- 
gin about the middle of next 
month.   *" 

Twen^-four bark peeling ma- 
chines will be installed and em- 
ployment will be given to about 
300 men. It will take about 18 
of the machines to furnish a gup- 
ply of pulp wood to the Coviugton 
mills. Some wood will be peeled 
for the Piedmont mills. 

In a year or so, it is said, the 
pulp will be made on Cheat and 
shipped to Covington to be made 
into paper, thus increasing the 
capacity of the mills at that place. 

Passenger service is about to be 
installed on the Cheat Mountain 
Railway, and the new locomotive 
is of the passenger type. 

The bark peeling machines each 
reguire seven men, one of whom 
feeds the wood to the machine 
and the others split the wood and 
handle it. 

The wood then goes on carriers 
to various bins. Six cars can be 
loaded from the mills at once. 
It will be necessary to ship the 
wood in box cars after it is peeled 
because of cinders from the en- 
gine, which if incorporated with 
the pulp would spoil the paper. 

The company's hotel will have 
the distinction of being at', a 
greater altitude than any other 
hotel in this Btate, and will be a 
good summer resort.
