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SOME   RECOLLECTIONS OF 
THE CIVIL WAR 

BT W. H. HULL: 

Before the liattle <>f   ttttUnfttoti'i 
Hill, which was fought on the 8vh 
day of   Max,   1862    General   El- 
work      Johusou's     brigale     was 
camped  at West   Viev,   Au^ucta 
county,   Virginia.    A   short   time 
before   we   broke camp   at  West 
View, a   young   m^n,   a   refute- 
from   the   mountains,   came to us 
and volunteered as a soldier in our 
command.     He    was    a   typical 
mountaineer  of the old   time hun- 
ter type.    He brought his   moun- 
tain rifle with   iiim   with   all   the 
accouterment8   thereto lioloriuirg, 
shot pouch,   powder-horn,   bullet* 
moulds,   wipers,   etc ,   and also a 
liberal supply of   bullet -patching. 
Me was told that his mountain ii 
lid was not just the thing   for war 
purposes.    That it  took too much 
time to load his gun; that he would 
-oun   I'm.l out when   he got  into a 
battle   that there   was not   much 
time for  cutting  bullet  patching, 

' his gun would soon choke and cir- 
cumstances   would   be very unfa- 
vorable for using his wipers,    Hui 
expostulation was all   in vain and 
only had the  effect of bringing to 
surface  his deep  affection for his 
dear old companion,    He told of 
numrreus  deer he had   killt'd, re 
latiou in detail the  circumstances, 
sometimes on ceitain   rHges and 
in certain   hollow*,   sometimes at 
gulp! ur licks,   sometimes  at silt 
Inks,   and in  the chase.    He  bad 
won   quite   a  siring   of prizes at 
*hoot nj   raaicl.es   with   his "old 
forty    five  caliber"—turkevs.   to- 
bacco,   powder,   lead,   hard cider, 
and     occasionally     "licker"   had 
been induced to come   his   way as 
the  result of driving the center. 
The old smooth    bored army  gun 
no good   according   to his notion. 
When   closely pressed   he   would 
stroke the  barrel  of his rifle and 
press  the breech   to  his face  as a 
manifestation  of   his   attachment 
an! his reluctance to part  with it. 
If he   only   had   the   chance   he 
would show them   the difference 
The matter of the gun was   dually 
dropped   aud   he was   allowed to 
hold on to his old friend. 

On the 6 ■ h of May wo broke 
camp at West View and started 
westward. The first night we 
camped on North mountain. On 
the 7ih, after driving in a small 
detachment of the enemy at the 
old Rodger's stand on the east 
side of the Shenandoali mountiin. 
We crossed over and camped near 
the Marshall tollgate on Shawe 
Fork. The men of our regiment 
were in high glee on account of 
the fact that we were traveling iD 
the direction of our homes. They 
were matching at quick step 
cheering and joking in tine style 
when a little puff of smoke was 
seen on Shaws ridge and at the 
same instant a, shell went whist 
ling over our heads followed in 
quick succession by several others, 
some of which struck almost in 
our ranks on the hard road bed 
and ricocheted to the rear. We 
were not slow in surrendering our 
rights in the pub ic highway. It 
now being late in the afternoon 
our operations for the day were 
closed and we went into camp oil 
Shaws Fork. The night was cold 
and frosty, and being ordered to 
remain in line, keep quiet aud not 
to build fi es, there was a good 
deal of hivcriug and chattering 
of teeth and very little steeping. 
The next morning we learned |\>ai 
the enemy had fallen back to Mc 
Dowell. We spent the dav, well 
into the afternoon, feeliug our 
way to the top of the Butlpasiure 
mountain. Looking- hrtrm-di-ivo-J 
tion of the Shenadoah mountain 
we could discover the daik Her 
pentine lines of the S'onewal 
brigade as it descended the. west 
ern slope of the mountain u ider" 
the reflection of th • -etting sun. 
General Millroy's fir. t impulse 
was o fall back to Franklin, bat 
when he had proceeded a few 
miles up Crab ruti he met Gen- 
eral Schenk with bis forceon his 
way to j»in him. After some con- 
sultation the two "Bobs" decided 
to return and put  up a fivflit. 

In the meantime a part of Gen- 
eral Johnson's forces—four regi- 
ments—had been placed in posi- 
tion on Sitlingtons lull. The 31st 
regiment had been marched down 
the turnpike to a point rear the 
improvement and remained under 
cover of the woods for sometime 
after the battle began. Presently 
a courier came dashing up and we 
received orders toj>in the trooptfj 
on the hill. We returned to the 
"horseshoe bend" and took a 
rocky steep path leading to the 
battlefield. When we were naar 
the summit of the hill the spent 
balls began to drop around us and 
the noise of the batt e to make a 
disagreeable sound in oar-oars 
As we were struggling up the lull 
at this point we passed a portly 
Lieutenant, pale as a corpse, stand- 
ing on the safe side of a tree 
gasping for breath "Go on boys 
I will be with you as soon as I get 

nay breatl," he ex daimed '" a 

faltering VO ce. Il true to his 
promise he did not get his breath 
an'il sometime the next a'. V\ hen 
we reached the summits the bills 
WIT" living thick aud fast and the 
wounded weie coining or being 
assisted to the rear. 

Presently we passed a wifunded 
man tr.ying to make his way to 
the rear, the blood streaming from 
the sde of his head ruuning down 
over his clothes and dripping from 
his pants at his ankle. 1'. was a 
bad sight. Just at this juncture 
our hero with the mountain rifle 
was ceerfto give a spring from the 
ranks and fall in a crouched pod 
tson behind a fallen tree that lay 
at a right  angles to the  direction 
wo were going.    "G , are you 
wounded? Are you shot 12 rang 
out from the men as they passed. 
"No boy*, I m not wounded, 1 am 
notdhot,   but   my old    gun is 
choked a ready." And in a faint 
voice, "Go on boys, I will be 
with you as soon as 1 get 'er un- 
choked." It was sometime before 
our man heard the last reference 
to the choked gun, but the con- 
tention was ended as to the . ex- 
change of guns. 

v\ e had been eager all the after- 
noon to catch a glimpse of Stone- 
wall Jackson  as   he passed   to the 
front, but were   unable to  distin- 
guish him from   the other  otticeis 
vho passed us as we . were on   our 
way tii  the top  of the  mountain. 
We followed the Federals on their 
retreat  as .far as   the vicinity   ef 
Fianklin where v*e camped on the 
night ot the   9th.    Our   regimeot 
instead of being formed   in line of 
battle, was hurried into the   battle 
in   column, head   on,  into a  line 
already double,   which causei con- 
siderable  coufusion   as   the   men 
were compelled  to scatter   them- 
selves  along the line in   order to 
get into firing   position".    As  the 
.ear of our regiment came up Out. 
Gunner,   who   was   now in com 
maud,    General Johnson   having 
been   tiken   to the rear wounded, 
ordered Mujjr Chenoweih  to take 
his men aud go to the right, as the 
enemy weie flanking us from that 
direction.    The   Maj >t took a de- 
tachment from the left companies 
of our  regiment that had  not as 
yet   gotten   into  line, -and   went 
.double quick  to a  position on the 
right   on  a high   piny knob, aud 
opened tire on their II ink; we soon- 
discovered   that the Colonel was 
mistaken; after tiring a few rounds 
the enemy began falling back and 
the firing soon ceased all along the 
line.    The  writer   was  with   the 
detachment under   Major Cbeno- 
wetb.    About   nine- o'clock   that 
night   we left   battlefield   and re- 
turned to our wagon  train on the 
Oowpasture river, got our rations 
and camped for the night.

Lat Thursday on a lonely moun- 
tain path two farmers 'met and 
quarrelled and fought it out to 
the death, and one lies buried, and 
the other is in jail, the most re- 
pentant poor man Who ever suffer- 
ed remorse, whose dearest wish 
now that it had been himself who 
had been killed in the fight. 

Wilfong is a man forty-nine 
years of age who has a wife and 
ten children living on a farm 
worth about $3000 which he has 
acquired by a lifetime of bard 
work and savii g. 

Elliott was also a farmer, not 
quite so prosperous as Wilfong, 
with a wife and children, living 
some miles away. 

Both of the men stood well in 
the community in which they liv- 
ed. 

On the day of the killing, Wil- 
fong loft his house to salt his sheep 
on Buffalo Mountain, in the Green 
bank country. He took his gun 
with him. lie had not carried a 
gun for. two years, but he says 
that the last time he salted his 
flock of sheep that a fox closely 
pursued by hounds .ran in and out 
among the sheep, passing him so 
closely that he could have shot it, 
aud this put it into his head to 
take a shot gun loaded with num 
ber 4 shot with him 

As he went up the mountain by 
a litllo used path by a wire fence 
he met Kenna Elliot coming down 
the path on bis way to a sboemak 
er's for some shoes that he was 
having repaired for his children 
The men had not met for some 
time and in the meantime Wil- 
fong had placed in the hands of a 
constable a claim of $7 against El- 
liott, and Elliott stopped to talk 
about it. 

The account that is given here 
is necessarily the statement that 
the prisoner makes, but the offic- 
ers say that the marks on the 
ground bear him out in many im- 
portant details. 

Elliott said to Wilfong that he 
would pay that seven dollars when 
Wilfong paid for $27 worth of 
sheep that his dog had killed. The 
men lost their temper and Wilfong 
says that Eliott siid to him that 
he would kill him just as he had 
killed his dog, and that they clinch 
ed and fought, and worked down 
the mountain over about fifty feet 
of steep mountain side. That at 
this point Elliott had him down 
but that he got loose and ran as 
hard as he could up the mountain 
in the direction that he was going 
when he met Elliott. Elliott's hat 
was found where Wilfong said 
that they were down, and Elliott's 
glove and Wilfong's mitten were 
found l.\ ing together at the point 
where Wilfong says they first 
clinched. 

Wilfong says that as he ran up 
the hill that Elliott threw two 
sticks a", him and he, Wilfong, 
grabbed his gun and turned to see 
what Elliott was doing. That El- 
liott threw a stone which wa« 
dodged, and Elliott came on a' d 
Wilfong retreated up the moun- 
tain,  in  all   perhaps seventy five 

feet. At this point, Wilfong says 
that he had become exhausted run- 
n ng up the steep mountain and 
turned and shot just as Elliott was 
i I the act of throwing again. The 
shot took effect in Elliott's left 
shoulder and face, o.ie shot being 
directly in the fore'iead between 
the eyes, and other bhot back of 
the shoulder. The position of 
throwing is one that would admit 
of the placing of the shot. Elliott 
must have expired instantly. Wil- 
fong seems to have broken the 
weapon, a single barrelled shot- 
gun, but did not re'load it. He 
dropped the gun near the body 
and ran to the nearest house and 
told told them what be had done 
and asked that someone go to the 
body at once. He then phoned he 
was ready to surrender to the con- 
stable. 

Within a   few minutes Sheriff 
Cochran,    Prosecuting    Attorney 
Sharp, Squire- Marshall and Dr C 
M. Young were on their way from 
the county-seat tol Buffalo  Moun 
tain.    An   inque 
for and a jury co 
Sutton, Forest G 
der,   Walker    R 
Wooddell   and 
was impannelled. 

They went upon' Buffalo Moun- 
tain and found the body where it 
had lain all day and been covered 
by a light snow that had fallen in 
the meantime. 

They brought in a verdict that 
the deceased had come to his death 
by gunshot wounds inflicted by 
Norman Wilfong. 

As far as the officers could tell 
there is no public feeing for. or 
against the prisoner, and the dis- 
position is to await the develop- 
ments of a trial. The people of 
the neighborhood seemed stunned 
and shocked inu silence. Both 
men bore good reputations for 
piaceiothe community in which 
they lived. 

The trial will probably be at 
April Court. ,
