- SOME HISTORY

The following isa copy of & very
interesting memorandum ¢aken from
the records ;in the county clerk's

office at Lewlsburg, county seat of

Greenbrier County. It was written
by (Captain) John Stuarg, July 15th,
1798.

.'Independence being declared by
America the 4th day of July, 17786,
and the people assuming the reigns of
of government, a-county was granted
to the people of Greenbrier under the
(ommonwealth in May, 1778, and a
court was first held at my house on
the first Tuesday of sald month.

“Not long after we were invaded
ayain by the Indians, who had taken
part with the British and on the 28th
day of the same month Gol. Andrew
Donnally’s house was attacked about
eight miles from Lewlisburg by two
hundred Indians.. These Indians
were pursued from the mouth .of the
Kanawha by two scouts from the
garrison, to-wit: Phil Hammon and
John Prior, and passing theIndiaos
at the Meaiows, they gave the In-
telligence to Colonel Donnally of
thelr approach, who Instantly col-
lected about twenty men and -the
next morning sustained the attack of
the enemy until he was relleved
about two o'clock by sixty men from
Lewisburg. 1 was one of the num-
ber and we got into the house un-
hurt, belng favored by a fleld of rye
which grew close to the house, the
Indians being all on the opposite side
of the'house. Four men were killed
before we got in and about sixteen
Indions. Indians lay dead In the
yard before the door; some of these
were taken off in the night. but we
scalped nine the next morning. This
was the last time the Indians invaded
Greenbrier in any large party.

‘‘Peace-with the Briatish followed
in 1781 and then the people of this
county began to make some feeble
efforts to regulate their soclety, and
to open roads for wagons through the
mountain, which by many had been
thought impracticable, no wagon at
that tine having approsched nearer
than the Warmsprings. ©n_petition
the Assembly granted a law empower-
