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The past Is secure. Beverly Is
wise to make much of the great
events that have occurred there.
Events that have had much to do in
the shaping of the destinles of the
nation. Last week & monument was
ded to three things in che pres-
ence of & large and cultured audience.
To David Tygart and the Flles fam.
tly; to the coming of Wm. Westfall
and the fort named for him at Bev-
erly, snd to the battle of iich Moun
tain. Captain Cobb, president of the
Randolph County Historical Soclety

- presided; Mrs. Ben Hodver,  presi-

dent of the Daughters of the Confed-
eracy, spoke and read In rioging
tones the address prepared for the
occasion by' Historisn Thomas J.
Arnoldy Hou, Ed Baker, a descend-
ant of the ploneers who first lala the
rall made an address: Mrs. Rummell,
president of the Womans' Clubs.
made s fine oration. She glorified
the heroes of the wars and hoped/we
would never have another one. Amen.
And they did me the honor of msk-
ing me an added starter, on the
program,

Beverly 1s the old county seat at
the mouth of Files Creek, and at one
time thought 1t had suffered a disas
ter In losing the court house, but
since it hes become the fashionable
and exclusive suburban town that it
is, there -are no longer any regrets
concerning the dellcate toplc.

Mother and I arrived there about
an hour early on our long trip across
the mountain and went to see Major
Randolph Stalnaker who lives like &
king there. When he laid down the
task of directing the destinies of

west Virginia, he bought the Gofl
mansion and bullt one of these mil-
llon-dollar porches around it. He
must be getting up in years a bit for
he was secretary of state fifty years
ago, but it has always been a pro-
found mystery what hisjige may be
On his broad porch walting the hour
and the arrival of the lassies of the
state federation of womens’ clubs
then In annual session at Kixkins, was
gathered a bevy of ladles and gentle-
men, and the talk slid back and forth.

Some one asked where was the
speaking to be? And someone said
the old town darkey had named it:
"It was to be at The Rock.”” The
rock was the boulder from Rich
Mountain such as two strong oxen
might move on a stone sled 1n which
the tablet was inserted. The Rock
Is set in the plat of green sod sur-
rounded by the most gorgeous border
of brilllant flowers.

Another remembered legend of the
gonfusion that ensued in 1861 when

" Beverly changed hands over nltm
from the Confederate army to the
Union army, and & prominent citizen
was seen escaping carrying a valua-
ble but diminutive slave on his back,
and the discussion that ensued as to
whether he was saving persona-
ble property or carrying a free nigger

And the Major recalled his boy-
hood days in Lewisburg when he
went to the colored church and heard
the sermon from the text: And Solo-
mon had ggven hundred wives, prin-
cesses, an®three hundred concubinés,
and the!response from the pew by
the old colored sister: ''Dere was
men in dem days.”

There was & time In 1861, when
the names of Rich,K Mountain rang
throughout the civilized world and it
Is not too much tosay that the des-
tiny of the nation -was changed by
the success of the Union army at
Rich Mountain. In the early days
of the Civil War the North was divi-
ded on the qusstion of whether or not
the erring sisters should go in peace.
The South seceded on the theory
that they had a right to a peaceful
dissolution of the Union. There had
been no solidification of sentiment.
The battle of Bull Run in the same

" month had been lost to the Union

cause and the capital was threatened
Fort Sumpter had been surrendered.
Gen. D. H. Hill defeated Gen. Butler
at Big Bethel. Gen. Price defeated
Gen. Lyon at Wilson’s Creek. The
Union Army was repulsed at Green-
brier River. Gen. Reynolds in com-
mand of the Union army. Gen. Mi)-
roy of the Unlon Army was defeated
at.the Top of Allegheny December
13. The first year of the war closed
with but one notable success by the
Union Army and that was the victo-
ry of the battle of Rich Mountain by
which the Confederate army under
Gen. Garnett was scattered, captured
and destroyed, It made McClellan
commsnder in chief of the Northern
armies and shaped the course of the
subsequent campaigns.

The first clash of arms occurred at
Philippl, June 3rd, 1861, just before
day in & heavy reinstorm. The Con-
federates withdrew from that .town
snd within a month a very considera-
ble army had formed at Beverly un-
der Gen. Garnett. He had about ten
thousand men. McClellan with
about twenty thousand men had
headquarters at Buckhannon. Both
towns are an the Staunton & Parkers-
burg turnplke, thirty miles apart,
with Rich Mountain lying between
the two places, nearer to Beverly.
Garnett diyided his force into three
parts. He took with him 6000 sol-
dlers and bullt a fortification with
earth and timbers on Laurel/Hill on
the Philippi road. Laurel Hill cor-
responds to Rich Mountain, being di
vided from it by the breaking throug
of the Tygart Valley River. Pegran

S

Rosecrans with about two thou-
sand men led by Hart made a tire-
some march a long way round on the
south side of the plke and got to s
point that placed him 1in & position
for » rear attack and sent a dispatch
to McClellan that he was ready. The
messenger did not get through.
Pegram's men got him and Pegram
lesrniug that he was sbout tc be
surrounded, rushed 310 men back to
to the Hart farm and got there in
time to shelter (n the farm bulldings,
'behind fences, and behind some Im
mense boulders lying In the gap on
the right hand side of the road.

Rosecrans attacked coming down
through the woods and the battle
lasted about three hours lo the rain.
One plece of artillery was used. It
was & hot fight. The 310 men malin-
talned themselves In & forlorn hope
as gallantly as any ever so exposed.
| As Mrs. Hoover sald the other day it
was equal to the charge of the Light
Brigade.

They were overwhelmed and when
the firing ceased, Scott's army was
strung out between the top of the
mountain to Beverly. He retreated
to Monterey. The Federals occupled
Beverly. Pegram's men left their
dead and badly wounded and got
back to the hreastworks to the west.
He first decided to remew the battle
and marched & oumber of men back
to s point near the battle ground,
but decided not to attack, snd then
they all returned to camp which they
reached about 11 o'clock at  night
A council of war declded to go north
and join Gen. Garnett on Laurel Hill.
They abandoned the breastworks at
1 & m. They went through the
mountains in a northern direcsion
covering twelve miles to the Tygart
Valley River in elghteen hours reach-
ing that river by about € p. m.on
the 12th of July.

Rosecrans and his men were so
fatigued by thelr forced march in
the night before the battle and by
the battle that they lay on their
arms on the battle fleild, On the
12th McClellan took possession of
Beverly.

Pegram arrived at the river on'the
evening of the 12th, found that Gar-
nett had moved out of his fortified
place and headed north towards Par-
sons and that a Federal Army fol-
lowed him along the road. Pegram
not llking the idea of being the third
in the procession, headed his men
east intending to escape through
Pendleton county by a road that pass-
ed within three miles of Beverly, but
decided 5hat as his men were hungry
and that there was no chance of feed
ing them, when he got to the Kittle
farm, and after another councll of
war, sent a dispatch to MeClellan at
Beverly, offering to surrender as
prisoners of war. MecClellan, styling
the Confederate commander, as John
Pegram, Ksq., agreed to this, but
refused to promise Immunity in
Washington from any disability in
curred by taking arms against the
United States. And as they marched
to Beyerly they met the Federal bread
wagons bringing food for the hungry
soldlers.

Garnett was overtaken at Carricks
Ford at Cheat River and was killed.

The Confederate army reformed al
Monterey with -regiments from
Staunton. Gen. H. R. Jackson sue
ceeded Garpett In command. IHe
marched his army to Marlins Bottom
and went into camp. Gen. Loring
was at Camp - Northwest (Minnehaha
Springs) ten miles east of Marlinton.
These two armies were consolldated
under Gen. R. E. Lee, who advanced
them to Linwood, where they faced

weeks. The Federals occupied White
Top on Cheat facing the fortified
posivions of the Confederates on the
top of Allegheny until winter.

The success of the Federal Army
in this mountain campalgn effectual-
ly sealed the border. By the open-
ing of the new ) ~ar, the Federals had
640,000 men aga:ust ¢l ¢ ConTederates
against 210,000 in tue Confederate
army, and the Confederates only hope
of permission to scparale was lost
forever.

A few words on the subjact of the
first settlers of the rich lsnds iu the
upper part of Tygarts Valley, A
rich valley some thirty mlles long,
and as much as three miles broad,
it must have been the choice hunt-
ing ground of all the lands 1o West
Virginia, and jealously guarded by the
Indians.

David Tygart and Robert Flles
made homes on the river that bears
Tygart's name That these were
settlements and not merely & bunt-
ing ground expedition, Is proven by
the fact that they bullt houses, and
Files, at least had his famlly with
him. xiles settled at Beverly and
Tygart near the bridge above Bever-
ly. Preston spells the name Foyles,
but it has been spelled Flles so long
that I am loath to accept a modifica-
tion of the spelling.

In 1753, it had been so long since
Virginia had had any serlous troubles
with the Indians, that little or no
spprehension of danger was suffered
by the ploneers. Ibp that year, Incur-
sions on the Indlian reservation on
the Western Waters accompanied by

the dispute between England and
France, started. an Indian warfare
that was to wage lncessantly for more
‘than thirty years so far as the con-
test for lands in what is now West
Virginia s concerned. :

Col. Willlam Preston made s list of
Augusta county people who had been
kiiled, or wounded, or taken prisoner
from the years 1754 to 1758, Inclus-
ive, 301 in the list. The Fils faml
ly, consisting of father, mother, and
fivé™ children, heads this list, and 1y
Is pretty certain that they were the
first victims of the many thousands
slain  There Is no recorded history
of any such slaughter at any other
place or at any other time as occurr.
ed along this border. It was a feud.
Men were born, ralsed, and lived
through thelr active years, traimed
in & peculiar warfare that fastened
on them like a habit "or a passion.
The mountaineers of West Virginia’
have all been marked by those times.

Flle's oldest son came In sight of
his father’s clearing in time to see all
the restof his famlily destroyed by
the Indlans. He escapsd to warn
David Tygart and they fled east. 1
think this massacre occurred in De-
cember, 1753, Then for nearly
twenty years no effort. was made to
sebtle that valley, though reports of
its desirabllity. But settlements ex-
tended down from Pennsylvania_to
the west of it, and the Greenbrler
Valley filled up, and presently In
1772, - all the Tygarts Valley from
Elkins up was taken 1n a single year,
and It Is a falr conjecture that it
was so settled in force for mutual
protection.

Willlam Westfall took up the de-
sirable land at Beverly and his first
duty was to collect the bones of the
Files famlly which had lain unburied
for eighteen or twenty years. So
well had the pioneers kept away from
the well guarded valley, that there
had been none before him to make
the Interment. He found the ruins
of the Indian village at Mingo and
the fact that the bones of the Files
family stlll existed indicates that
their cabin must have been standing.

The valley must have prospered
fast for in October 1786, the county
of Randolph was formed, some four-
teen years after the first permanent
settlement. Randolph County fell
heir to whatever rights Harrison
county had to the territory on the
upper part of Greenbrier Rlver.
There was the same sort of ¢confusion
in those days as to what was the dis-
trict of West Augusta and the coun-
ties that were formed from 1{t, as
exists today when the tourist crosses
the mountains that form the Ap-
palachian chain. For instance they
have ahard time distinguishing be-
tween Cheat Mountain and the Alle-
ghany, or as the pioneer learned to
call them: Main Allegheny and Back
Alleghenies. 1t 1is probable that
Augusta meant to keep the upper
part of Greenbrier River, But it was
finally adjusted by the formation of
the county of Bath in 1791.

There isa ploneer hero who was
brought up in Randolph County be-
fore his removal in 1790 to Kentucky,
who can be claimed by Randolph
county. Joseph Logston was
champion of all the western waters
when it came to lifting, running,
jumplng, or fighting. Heé was the
strong man of the frontier.

There Is an account of a contest
with two Indians that I remember
appealed to my boyish imagination as
Just about the grandest affair that
was ever pulled off.

He was riding along a trail in the
woods near a fort, when he was fired
upon by two Indians lying in ambush,
One of the balls wounded him by
passing sldeways through his breats,
and the other killed his horse. He
was not seriously wounded as the ball
had missed the breastbune., He was
eased off hils horse and had a loaded
gun. Two Indians seeing this took
shelter behind trees and one of them
exposed his hips in loading and Log-
ston shot him through the hips and
that Indian fell. The other Indian,
a very large phrwerful savage then ad-
vanced with hi§ tomahawk which
was thrown and dodged. 7Then Log-
ston attempted to club the Indlan
with his gun but it hit a sapling and
was broken and the gun flew out of
his hands. The Indian and . the
whitexan then grappled and wrestled
for some time without either secur-
ing any advantage, Logston appear-
ed to be stronger but the Indian was
greased and hard to hold. Logston
then changed . tactles and knucked
the Indian down, and the Indian
tried to draw & knife which Logston
succeeded in getting hold of and this
Indian was dispatched,

Turning his attention to the
wounded Iundian, Logston found that
he had reloaded the gun and had
crawled toa place by a log but could
