Besides being one of this 
state's most widely known editors, an 
honorary doctorate was conferred on 
him several years ago by West Vir-j, 
ginia University,. and in recognition 
of his great zeal for nature, wild- ’ 
life and conservation, a State Forest:1 
in Pocahontas and Greenbrier coun¬ 
ties was named for him. * Services 
were held Sunday ii* the Marlinton 
Presbyterian Church, conducted by , 
his pastor, the Rev. Ernest H. Flani- 
ken, and burial followed in Moun¬ 
tain View cemetery.
