3. Why did you decide to become a teacher? What aspects of the teaching profession appeal to you
most?

4. What are some differences between a good teacher and a great teacher?

5. What do you do when your students do not understand a concept?

6. How do you handle discipline in your classroom? For young learners? For older students?

7. Whatdoes an hourinyour classroom look like? What kind of schedule do you follow? (lesson plan)

8. Besides lecture, what kind of teaching methodologies do you use?

9. How do you provide your students with recognition? Can a student receive too much recognition?

10. What can you offer the school that other candidates cannot? What makes you special?

11. How do you plan on handling your culture shock (if you are coming from overseas)?

12. What can you do to minimize its impact on your teaching?

13. Finally, how would you summarize your teaching philosophy?

Now don’t worry, of course not all of these question will come up in your interview but it never hurts to
be prepared.
