ISH LATE. — J.R.RIM

HE COACH OF ANY SPORT WILL
Ttell you that the championship can’t be

won in the first couple of games, but it
can certainly be lost.

The same is true for businesses as they
start the New Year. Having a great first quar-
ter doesn’t automatically guarantee you’ll have
a winning year, but a terrible first quarter can
easily turn into a year that falls short of expec-
tations. This is why it's so important to start the
year feeling rested, energized, motivated, com-
mitted - juiced!

A lot of symbolism comes with the start of
a new year. It’s natural for people to want to
start with fresh goals and aspirations on both
a personal and professional level. It’s the per-
fect time for individuals — and companies —
to start with a clean slate. But as tempting as

it might be to wipe the slate and plow ahead,
it's important to look back at what was on the
slate in the first place. Since we're already into
the first month of 2017, you may have already
done this, but if not, don’t wait any longer to
glance back with an eye toward the future.

For companies and individuals, a strong
start requires taking time to reflect on the
negative as well as the positive. How can you
know how you want to improve if you don't
analyze and quantify what worked and what
didn’t? And if there were aspects of your plan
that didn't quite cut it last year, you certainly
wouldn’t want to continue to do that and ex-
pect the results to be different.

After a huge first quarter,
both individuals and companies will redefine
their own expectations and set out to achieve
year-end goals that on January 1 would have
seemed unattainable.

Strive toward your goal as if you truly
could win the championship based on your
first couple of months.

I distinctly remember the stories of two
different top individual producers who started
strong, then ran into obstacles later in the year
of one sort or another: Mark Neilson in 2013
and Josh Dishong in 2014. Both ended up on
top only because of the powerhouse first quar-
ters theyd had. Read MarK’s story in the Feb-
ruary 2014 issue of Spotlight and Josh’s story in
the February 2015 issue.

Finally, the success you enjoy from a block-
buster start can help keep you juiced up during
times when things may not be going as well. A
filled-up first quarter can make all the differ-
ence in the world if you feel like you're running
on empty later on.

I encourage you to approach this Year of
Legacy “with a vengeance” None of us can
predict what awaits us along the way, but we
can keep ourselves juiced for future success by
getting in our groove now. @
