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Introduction Ansial} 

Following the success of our Kallimni ‘Arabi colloquial Egyptian Arabic series, we now present our 

new Modern Standard Arabic (MSA) course, Lughatuna al-Fusha. This integrated course is a flexible 

multilevel Arabic program for students of Modern Standard Arabic, from beginner to advanced levels. 

Book 1, which is aimed at students with no prior knowledge of Arabic, is designed according to the 

guidelines set by the American Council for Teaching Foreign Languages (ACTFL). The book helps 

build students’ reading and writing abilities, gradually taking them from ‘novice low’ to ‘novice high’ 

(over three beginner levels). Lughatuna al-Fusha Book 1 uses meaningful contexts to present basic 

language, along with clear grammar strategies to enable students to confidently use Arabic. By the 

end of Book 1, users will be able to read and write. 

The aim of this book is to help students communicate orally and in writing in a number of survival 

situations. Content such as everyday vocabulary is emphasized, progressively building and enforcing 

students’ knowledge of sentence structure through real-life situations. 

Students will learn to: 

1. Introduce themselves and ask people for their names 

2. Greet others and express basic courtesy 

3. Respond, read, and initiate short, limited conversations 

4. Ask for and give limited instructions and directions to taxi drivers, and be able to read simple 

instructions 

Learn sufficient vocabulary to ask for basic information such as train timetables, movie 

bookings, tickets, and so on 

. Shop for personal needs or gifts and read bills and receipts 

Write about their daily routine 

. Read weather information and timetables, and make out prices 

Write short personal letters, greetings, or apologies

Listening and Visual Aids 

The book is supplemented by an audio CD and a DVD. The CD is for all listening activities, including 

conversations and pronunciation exercises. A CD symbol appears next to each listening exercise or 

practice. A track number and the aim and type of skill required are also indicated with each exercise. 

The DVD teaches learners to write the letters of the Arabic alphabet. Students can navigate the DVD 

either through the main menu on the screen, or through the DVD player's controller. The main menu 

includes three units and the short presentation “How to use the pen.” Clicking on one of the units 

will take the student to a submenu of one or two presentations, and a list of the Arabic letters in each 

presentation. The student has the option of clicking on ‘Presentation’ to view all the letters in that 

presentation consecutively, or alternatively, the student can click on an individual letter. When viewing 

an entire presentation, the student can skip forward or backward to another letter using the buttons 

on the DVD player's controller, or one of the options at the bottom of the screen. 

Computer Assisted Language Learning (CALL) 

Book 1 is supplemented by drills that are accessible through our website. Students can easily log on for extra 

reading or grammar exercises and practice. Users will be able to watch real films online and practice forming 

words. The website enables them to learn how to read and write short sentences or messages through the 

use of practical material. They can also benefit from learning our unique ‘ILI font,’ designed for both teachers 

and students of Arabic. The website for Book 1 exercises is http://books-Exce.arabicegypt.com. 

Grammar 

This book provides users with a wide range of learning strategies that help students to be self- 

sufficient learners, and make the process of language learning more enjoyable. The book integrates 

a wide range of strategies into the syllabus such as stimulating background knowledge, predicting 

and making inferences that appear in every unit. 

Types of Exercises 

Each module contains a variety of exercises that present and emphasize new concepts and develop 

reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills. 

The exercises start from a highly controlled type of practice and move slowly to less controlled 

and free type. All of these exercises involve the following: 

Pronunciation 

These exercises present important elements of spoken Arabic such as stress, intonation, and tone 
reduction. 
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Listening 

Listening exercises feature a wide range of realistic conversations, newspaper reports, interviews, 

and so on. They also contain a variety of task-based exercises, and they develop listening skills such 

as predicting, listening for specific information, and listening for gist. 

Reading 

Students will get the chance to read materials such as social invitations, business cards, weather 

reports, advertisements, short personal letters and messages, bills and menus, and job advertisements 

from Arabic newspapers. Most of these reading texts will contain realistic, high-interest content. The 

readings will be introduced with a pre-reading activity, and accompanied by a series of interesting 

exercises that allow students to demonstrate their reading comprehension skills. 

Writing 

All the writing tasks will be based on real-life situations. They will include writing addresses, postcards, 

notes, letters, news commentaries, descriptions of people or cities, and interviews, and will enable 

students to express thoughts and opinions in writing. Students begin with pre-writing activities such 

as discussing an issue or using a model. The writing will therefore integrate speaking and listening. 

Voweling or Tashkil 

Books 1 and 2 will include tashkil (voweling), especially in the presentation section. From then on 

voweling will be partially applied except for case endings and for shadda or sukun. The student will 

gradually learn to read texts without tashkil, as books, magazines, and newspapers do not contain 

the vowel marks. 

Conversation 

Although Modern Standard Arabic is useful mainly in reading and writing, Lughatuna al-Fusha users 

will be asked to express their opinions and discuss issues orally. Conversations will then be carefully 

introduced in each unit in a way that enables the learner to gradually build up his or her ability to 

converse on different levels. This integrated approach will encourage students to compare their own 

culture to an Arabic-speaking culture and to express their opinion both orally and in writing.
