***p 282 “251. Capacity for marriage.—(1) Every Mahomedan of sound mind,
who has attained puberty, may enter into a contract of marriage.

(2) Lunatics and minors who have not attained puberty may be validly
contracted ih marriage by their respective guardians [ss. 270-275]).

Explanation.—Puberty is presumed, in the absence of evidence, on completion of
the age of fifteen. years’.

With referénce to a girl the Judicial Committee observed that the age of puberty
in Mahomedan law is nine years. (d). Their Lordships were no doubt referring to
the passage in the Hedaya that *“the carliest period of puberty with respect to a boy
is twelve years and with respect to a girl nine years” (p. 283).
