Therefore, the Prophet Muhammad £
would often recite the following prayer
while riding a camel or a horse:

“Glory be to Him, who has made

these (animals) serve us, for we
ourselves could not be their masters.

To our Lord we shall all return.”









This prayer reminds us
that all means of going
from one place to
another, whether
animals such as horses
or camels, or machines
such as cars, aeroplanes
or ships, are actually a
blessing from the
Almighty.






With the help of the forces in nature that the
Creator has given, we are able to make them
work. For example, cars run on petrol or gas,
which has been created by the Almighty. Without
this we could not use them.
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Similarly, aeroplanes fly in the
sky, thanks to a kind of force
found in the air. Without this
force, no aeroplanes could fly.

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Allahumma antas-sahibu fis-safar,
wal khalifatu fil-ahl.

O Allah, You are my companion during
the journey and the safe keeper of my family.
