Weather conditions experienced during the winter of 1948-49 throughout the southern peach districts make 

necessary a revaluation for the rest period on many peach varieties. 
All varieties with chilling requirements of more than 900 hours were very siow to bloom and set foliage. 

Observations show the time factor for leaf and blossom bud are at great variance, also the recovery period to 
full bloom or mature leaf is stepped up or retarded by variation of growing. season temperatures. While the 
Erly-Red-Fre like all other varieties in Georgia and other peach districts suffered from incomplete dormancy, yet 
the trees recovered and bore a partial crop and all trees assumed their normal cycle. All of this shows that 
the Erly-Red-Fre has a lesser cold demand than varieties like Early Rose - Uneeda - Dixired, some types of 
Elberta and others all of which fruited poorly or not at all. 

Knowing these facts the growers of early peaches who gives proper fertilization and cultivation program to 
his orchards can grow Erly-Red-Fre very successfully through the great Georgia peach belts.

REDHAVEN is a ecross between Halehaven and 
Kalhaven. We first observed this variety in 1939 and 
had our first fruits here in our test orchards in 
1941. It eolors a brilliant red and beatuiful yellow. 
Skin is smooth, almost fuzless, resembling J. H. Hale 
in color, skin and flesh. Flesh is very firm. ‘Tree 
is vigorous with heavy bud set and bears young. 
Fruits medium sized and well filled when ready to 
pick, suture being rather prominent until peach ap- 
proaches picking period. Growers may be inclined to 
pick too early because of good color and should watch 
this and when tree set too heavy, thinning should be 
practiced to increase size of the fruits. Trees are 
proving satisfactory in test plantings over a wide area. 

1942 OBSERVATIONS OF THE REDHAVEN IN 
OUR TEST ORCHARDS NEAR PRINCESS ANNE 
SHOW THAT THE REDHAVEN will stand low tem- 
peratures. Early January temperatures of 18 degrees 
below zero almost wiped out some _ varieties, while 
REDHAVEN set a full crop. The older tree set very 
heavy and required thinning. It was again very dry 
in this section during the growing and ripening sea- 
son and this tree with a full crop did not size its 
fruit satisfactory, however, the fruits were attrac- 
tiess firm and of good quality. The younger tree 
bearing its first fruits naturally did not set such a 
heavy crop and was more vigorous and the fruits on 
this tree sized up well being 214”) and were beautiful 
specimens. It seems to be definitely a few days later 
than Fisher and the flesh is flecked considerably with 
red, however, is more firm and gives indication of being 
a good commercial peach to ripen before Golden Jub- 
ilee. We recommend applying fertilizer in early Novem- 
ber or very early Spring on these early ripening types 
to help the early development of the fruits, also 
thinning should be practiced on Redhaven and Fisher 
when a heavy crop is set.

Our observations and reports for 1949 season indi- 
cate Dixigem will do well in most northern locations. 

Orchardists who fruited it this past season are very 
enthusiastic about its fine color, good size and remark- 
able tirmness when tree ripe. 

The DIXIGEM ripens several days ahead of the 
Golden Jubilee or about with Early Rose, Fisher and 
Redhaven. The fruit is medium size, ovate with light 
pubescence and a bright, attractive red blush covering 
about half the surface. The ground eolor is a bright 
yellow. The fiesh is yellow, medium to firm, having 
fine texture and excellent flavor. It is almost a free- 
stone when fully ripe and is usually semi-free at 
shipping stage. 

The trees of Dixigem have been vigorous and pro- 
ductive, sometimes requiring thinning of fruit, but 
generally do not tend to overbear. While Dixigem 
has mostly been fruited in Georgia and other nearby 
southern states, its characteristics of early ripening 
Season, good size, near freestone, high quality, at- 
tractive appearance and good tree growth, recom- 
mend it for trial as an early yellow shipping variety 
for all peach growing sections. It shows possibilities 
of stepping up our yellow peach season with a good 
commercial variety.

Quality above average, however the skin and flesh 
texture of the Fisher peach are such that we don’t 
believe it should be planted heavily for shipment to 
markets 800 or more miles distant. Again we recom- 
mend a well balanced fertilization program on this 
variety. It is inclined to stick to the pit under certain 
growing conditions and again our recommendation is 
that it be planted at 60 ft. or more elevation and in light 
gravel or shale soils for best success. 

Its beautiful color, large size and the clear yellow 
flesh and superb quality will establish the Fisher as 
one of the most satisfactory varieties to precede the 
Golden Jubilee peach.

REMARKS REGARDING CHESTNUT WEEVIL 

We receive letters requesting information on diseases and pests 

affecting the Chestnut and would say that insofar as insect pests 

go the Chestnut Weevil are the greater problem. 

This weevil causes wormy nuts and in some locations has been 

so prevalent that few if any good nuts have been harvested. 

Control measures consist of D.D.T. programs properly applied 

as to timing. Two pounds of actual D.D.T. to the hundred gal- 

lons of water applied just after the burs form and at 15 day in- 

tervals thereafter will usually give complete control. It should 

be noted however that a thorough and complete job of covering 

the burs must be done in order to control. The small weevil will 

feed mostly around the stem and it is here that the poison must 

be deposited for best results. Note—Handle D.D.T. carefully in 

order to avoid any distress which may result from contact on the 

skin or breathing the spray.

Strawberry Culture 
1. Location, Soil and Preparation. Adequate soil 

moisture is essential to growing good strawberries: 
whether the type soil selected holds moisture well. 
Also take care that the contour of the land is such 
that frost pockets will not form late in the spring to 
freeze out the blossoms. Sites which are not affected 
by late frosts are considered the best for strawberry 
culture. Plow and prepare the soil the same as for 
truck crops. Never plant in newly plowed sod land, 
however, as white grub worms are always present in

this type of soil and will do a lot of damage to the: 
plants after being set. The soil should be high in 
humus for best results. Rye and crimson clover make- 
splendid erops to turn under as a natural humus soil 
builder. However in using these, the land should -be 
plowed far enough ahead so that cover crop has time 
enough to decay before the plants are set. 

_2. Time To Plant. In the southern states from 
Nevember to April is considered the best time for 
planting. March and April in the central states, and 
for the northern states, April and May the best time. 
We cannot too strongly urge early planting. Set the 
plants just as soon as the ground is workable in the 
spring. Should a cold snap follow, it will not damage 
the plants if they are properly set, and by setting 
early the plants will grow better and be more pro- 
ductive in every way. 

3. Distance To Plant. We recommend that straw- 
berry plants be planted in rows 314-4 feet apart, spacing 
the plants 15-30 inches apart in the row, depending on 
the variety. Everbearing varieties should be plante.l 
12-16 inches apart. For planting in rows 3% feet apart 
and 18 inches apart in the rows, it requires 8,000 plants 
per acre and in rows 4 feet apart and 18 inehes apart in 
the row it requires 7,250 plants per acre. 

4. Care of Plants on Arrival. Set plants immediately 
on arrival, if possible. However, if it is not convenient 
to do so, the plants should be removed from the pack- 
age and dipped in water to allow roots to plump up 
before setting. If the plants become dried out in 
transit, they should be placed in water up to the crowns 
for at least 3 hours. When this is done the plants 
should be set as soon as possible after being taken 
from the water, but in no case should the tops of the 
plants be wet when being set if the sun is shining, 
because very often the tops will seald and damage the 
plants materially. If you are not able to plant immed- 
iately after the plants are watered, place the plants 
where they will be kept cool and cover the roots with 
moss: or dig a V-shaped trench, open the bundles, 
distribute the plants evenly in the trench, and cover 
them even with the surface of the ground and firm the 
soi]. In this manner they ean be held until such time 
as you are abie to plant. 

5. Stock to Plant. Our plants are strongly rooted 
with finest type of fibrous roots that can be grown. 
We have developed our strawberry plant business until 
now we are shipping plants by the millions each season.
