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Color Photography.

At the Photograghic Club, in 
Berlin, photographs in natural col­
ors, produced by a system invented 
by 1 )r. Selle, of Brandenburg, have 
been exhibited. The Berlin cor­
respondent of the Daily News says: 
The photographs show great per­
fection. Dr. Selle based his ex­
periments on the three prime colors 
of Helmholtz. The colors may be 
totally diflerent from one another, 
but together they must produce a 
pure white. I)r. Selle’s prime col­
ors are crimson, pale yellow and a 
peculiar shade of blue-green. He 
takes three photographs of an object. 
The first, with the red color, has 
only red tones; the second with the 
yellow, only yellow tones; and the 
third with tilt blue, only blue ones.
( )f each ot these three photographs 
positives are taken on exceedingly 
thin films, and these corresponding­
ly stained with aniline colors. The 
films, when pasted one over the 
other, produce the colors true to 
nature. It is remarkable that with 
the three primary colors mentioned 
every effect of color can be obtained. 
Dark red roses photographed from 
nature had even that peculiar violet 
hue which is familar. Photographs 
of butterflies caused great excite­
ment. The eye on a peacock’s 
feather was reproduced, with its 
peculiar dull steel-blue color. Not 
less interesting are the photographs 
of houses and paintings. The re­
flection of light on the windows of 
houses is exceedingly true to nature. 
Dr. Selle regards as his ultimate aim 
the production of good colored por­
traits. The onlv difficultv is to

take the photograph so quickly that 
the expression of the face does not 
change.
