Complete Survey Shows American Business 
Has Turned Corner’ and Is Well Upon Its 

March Toward Increased Prosperity, f l a l m

NEW YORK, May 10.—A nation-wide survey of American 
conditions shows that trade and business have “turned the corner” 
and have left depression far behind, it was announced by John E. 
Egernon of Nashville, Tennessee, president of the National Asso­
ciation of Manufacturers, at the association convention here today. 
The advance, Mr. Edgerton said, is stable, sane and definite. Busi­
nesses on the up grade, he continued, in all the basic industries.

“There is a general tenor of bright prospects for the future ” 
declared Mr. Egerton. “In all the replies there was lack of pes­
simism.’’ Secretary of Commerce Hoover presided at the morn­
ing session and delivered an address on the “Re-establishin°- of 
legitimate trade associations.” s

Mr. Hoover spoke of the need of constructive efforts to build 
up the progress andprosperity of the people and the nation. The 
time has come, he said, for the law to come to the assistance of 
industry to end the uncertainty over the length to which industrial 
enterprises might go in the way of expansion. This does not 
imply, he added, any alteration of the purposes of the restraint I 
of trade acts.
