R O M E .— “ The holy fath er will o ffic ia lly  announce the reconcilia­tion between the H oly  See and the Ita lian  governm ent before the end of the sum m er,’ ’ is the announce­m ent made to the International News Service by one of the chief d ign itaries of the V atican .A ccording to this authority the latest date at which the proclam a­tion w ill be m ade is September 20, the anniversary of the fa ll of the pope’s tem poral power in 1870, and the chief reason for the step is the necessity of church and state jo in in g together against the bolshevist and com m unist m enace. The delay in the publication of the pope’s first encyclical is due to this com ing step.The pope now is fig h tin g  a hard battle against the opposition of the conservative and “ intransi- gean t’ ’ members of the Sacred col­lege, and has to deal with the de­term ined hostility  of France.On the other hand, it appears that all prelim inary approaches between the V atican  and the I ta l­ian governm ent have succeeded w ithout d ifficu lty  in laying the foundations of a m utually  satis­factory arrangem ent. The “ Law  of G uaran tees,”  which the H oly See never o ffic ia lly  recognized, ■will undergo substantial changes and the V atican  w ill consent to accept part of the sum s which Ita ly  has placed at its disposal, but which it hitherto has persist­ently refused, preferring to live on the charity of the fa ith fu l of the whole world.It is expected that this epoch- m akin g event, the effects of which will be of incalculable im portance, will be solem nly announced by Pope P iu s X I  in the first encycli­cal o f his pontificate, which was to have been published on Ju n e  29, feast of the Apostles Peter and P au l, but which has been delayed ow ning to the rem onstrances of recalcitrant cardinals, led by C a r­dinal Merry del V a l, and to the determ ined opposition of French diplom acy.

The proclam ation calls upon “ all pub­lic authorities, state and m unici­pal, to uphold the laws and pre­serve the public peace.”As interpreted today, the presi­dential proclam ation virtu ally  pro­claim s the strike o f railw ay shop­men as a strike against the gov­ernm ent.In the very first paragraph, President H ardin g called atten­tion to thè fa ct! th a t-th e  railw ay labor board is “ an agency of the governm ent, charged by law with ad ju stin g the disputes between railroad operators and employes engaged in interstate commerce.O ffers Guarantee -  ‘ Therefore, it follow s the shop crafts have refused to abide by the board’s decision, and m ain­tained operation of the railw ays in interstate com merce and transpor­tation of the United States' m ails have necessitated the employment of men who choose to accept em ­ploym ent under the term s of the decision, and who have the same indisputable right to work as oth­ers have to decline to w ork.”
