Minimum Charge Is Lower, 
Says Official; Outline of 

New Schedule

E LEND ALE’S water rates 
will be revised under the 

terms of a new ordinance in­
troduced at last night’s session 
of the City Council by Council­
man Dwight W. Stephenson.

The principal change in the 
rates, according to City Man­
ager W. H. Reeves, is a reduc­
tion of the minimum charge for 
water delivered through a five- 
eighth inch meter from $1 for 
600 cubic feet to 75 cents for 
500 cubic feet.

The ra te  for surplus w ater in 
excess of the  m inim um is being 
raised from 7 cents to 10 cents 
per 100 cubic feet up to 10.000 
cubic feet; 8 % cents per 100 cu­
bic fee t up to 50,000 cubic feet: 
and 7 cents per 100 cubic feet for 
all over 50,000 cubic feet.

“The new ra tes are about the 
sam e as the city of Los A ngeles,” 
dfblared P eter Diederich, super­
in tendent of the w ater plant.

A bout 9 5 per &ent of the con­
sum ers in Glendale have five- 
eighths inch m eters, according to 
Mr, Reeves.

F or O ther M eters 
R ates for o ther sized m eters 

have been changed as follows: 
T hree-quarter inch m eter —  

from $1 for 600 cubic feet to 90 
cents fo r 600 cubic feet.

One-inch m eter— from  $1.30 
for 60 cubic feet to  $1.05 for 700 
cubic feet.

PARIS, Feb. 20.— Russia has

BIRMINGHAM, Feb. 20— F irst 
class mail from New York to San 
Francisco will be delivered soon 
with tw enty-eight to th irty  hours, 
Paul Henderson, second, assistant 
postm aster-general, announced to­
day before a convention of Ala­
bam a’s postal w orkers.

A fter nearly  five m onths’ ot 
experim ental work, the d ep art­
m ent is convinced of the  feasibil­
ity of night flying, Henderson 
said.

“ We are  now engaged in locat­
ing emergency landing fields 
every 250 miles between Chicago 
and Cheyenne,” he continued. 
“ Each will be probably lighted for 
n ight navigation .”

The Brand Boulevard Im prove­
ment Association, of which M atti- 
son B. Jones is president, holds 
th a t the "unw ritten  con tract” 
made between property owners 
city officials more than  ten years 
ago m ust be carried  out. The 
“con trac t” provides th a t the city 
shall pay the expense of lighting 
Brand and Broadway.

W ould Raise Taxes.
However, it is rum ored a t the 

city hall tha t the council may de­
cide next F riday  night to charge 
the cost of lighting against the 
general fund and so put the ex­
pense into the tax rate .

O ther im portant s tree ts are  ask ­
ing the m unicipality for o rna­
m ental lights and the policy of the 
city is expected to be definitely 
decided next F riday  night.

Councilmen last night said th a t 
for the general fund to bear the 
cost cf lightning th t whole city, 
with im portan t thoroughfares 
made into a “ white way,” would 
result in a prohibitive tax rate.

'I t  would cost close to $40,000 
a year,” declared Councilman C. 
E. Kimlin. “ I adm it a brillian tly  
cost of lighting the whole city., 
advertising .”

SHOWS INCREASE
Building Material Leading in 

Figures Shown in 
Federal Review

ANSWERED LETTERS

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.— The 
cost of living generally increased 
13 per cent in the ]£st year, from 
January , 1922, to January , 1923, 
it was disclosed by the departm ent 
of labor in a survey of wholesale 
prices on 404 commodities, rang­
ing from  building m ateria ls to 
food.

Building m ateria ls topped the 
¡lis t showing an increase of 19%
| per cent. M etals and m etal prod- 
l ucts were next w ith an increase of 
¡18%  per cent, while farm  prod­
u c t s  showed an increase of 17% 
per cent.

Fuel and lighting  m ateria ls in­
creased 11% per cent, while the  
increase in cloths and clothing 
was 11% per cent. Food articles, 
chemicals and drugs, house fu r­
nishing goods and m iscellaneous 
commodities showed sm aller in­
creases com pared w ith wholesale 
prices a year ago.

F arm  Stuffs Drop
W hile wholesale prices reacted 

to some extent in January  from 
the upw ard movem ent ot recent 
m onths, no change in the  general 
level is shown for the month. Ap­
preciable decreases took place 
am ong certa in  farm  products and 
foodstuffs. Corn, oats, rye, w heat, 
cattle , hides, eggs and potatoes 
were cheaper than in December, 
the decrease in the farm  products 
group am ounting to over 1 % per 
cent. Foods decreased over 2 per 
cent, due mainly to declines in 
fresh beef and o ther meats, bu tter, 
cheese, m ilk, w heat and rye flour, 
corn m eal, lemons, oranges and 
sugar.

In all o ther commodities priceB 
averaged higher than  in December.

T heir abode 
is in the rectum  and the large in­
testines and som etim es the ap­
pendix. '  They cause a great deal 
of inflam m ation and many reflex 
sym ptom s, even to the extent of 
convulsions and St. V itus’ Dance.

The local sym ptom s are  intense 
itchings and local inflam m ation. 
The suffering  is worse a t night 
because they then m igrate to the 
outside of the rectum  and around 
the genital organs.

The chief reason they a re  so 
d ifficut to get rid of is because, 
w ith children particu larly , there  
is no t absolute cleanliness.

form of detector is obtained by the 
contact of two dissim ilar solid 
substances, properly chosen. The 
num ber of substances which have 
been found suitable for use in such 
detectors is large. This type of 
detector is easily portable, bu t re ­
quires frequent ad justm en t and is 
less sensitive than  the vacuum 
tube.

Among the com binations of 
solid substances which have been 
used as contact detectors may bo 
m entioned silicon w ith steel, car­
bon w ith steel and tellu rium  with 
alum inum . The most im portan t 
contact detectors, however, are  
chrysatas, n a tu ra l or artific ia l, in 
contact w ith a m etal point. Ex­
am ples of such m inerals are 
galèna, iron pyrites, molybdenita, 
bornite, calcopyrite, carborundum , 
silicon, zincite and ceruscite.

EOMMENDATION when com­
m endation is duel seems fit­
ting in the example the Los 

Angeles county board of supervi­
sors has set by appointing th irty - 
fivei additional deputy sheriffs in 
order th a t th e  work of appre­
hending crim inals and curbing 
crime in the -county may be 
brought to a h ig h e r s ta te  of effi­
ciency.

In the same news report it con­
tained the inform ation th a t coun­
ty and city au tho rities will be 
able to b e tte r  correlate  th e ir ef­
forts in th is work with the Crime 
commission acting  a# an in te r­
m ediary. C ertainly th is action is 
necessary if peace is to be m ain­
tained.

The m urder of E arle  R em ing­
ton in the  parkw ay of his home, 
a series of bold robberies en ta il­
ing the to ta l loss of several hun ­
dred thousand dollars, the insidi­
ousness of both bootleg and dope 
ring  activities— all lead to the 
conclusion there  is som ething 
basically wrong, however, in the 
p resent system of curbing crim i­
nal tendencies.

I t  is noted th a t a campaign 
now well under way would m ake 
the contravention of law and or­
der m ore difficult, bu t m ere leg­
islation m eans nothing to a. pack 
of crim inal lawyers. The real 
crux of the m atter lies w ith the 
people.

In the f irs t place, the  tendency 
nowadays is to d isregard  th e  law, 
to challenge au tho rity  and delib­
erately  a ttem p t to  violate even 
th a t which the  constitu tion  pro­
vides.

The Los Angeles Tim es sub­
m its th a t assemblym en and sena­
tors in the sta te  leg isla ture  who 
refuse to live up to the ir oath of 
office in the m atte r of reappor­
tionm ent are  equally as responsi­
ble as the business man who con­
nives to beat the income tax or 
the "m oonshiner” or the h igh­
wayman or the salesm an of adul­
terated  or w orthless goods.

For all of th is  someone pays 
dearly, yet it is the  history of the 
hum an race th a t it loves "to  pay 
the price.” W hile m any a seem­
ingly in telligent man will pay $10 
a qu a rt for bootleg whiskey, he 
would object to a detective g e t­
ting $10 a day for tracing  the 
m anufacturer of death-dealing 
booze. T hat is where inconsis­
tency begins.

Study of the  crim e situation , 
which is in no way a credit to 
American business acum en, re­
veals several strik ing  discrepan­
cies, which are;

F irs t— U nderpaid law enforce­
ment officers, which is neither an 
inducem ent for a m entally alert 
person to seek the job nor stay 
with it a fte r obtaining employ­
m ent.

Second— The u tte r disrespect 
and disregard for au thority , prin­
cipally due to the A m erican's in­
heren t self-assertiveness of “per­
sonal liberty ,” and the derisive 
a ttitu d e  which has grown from 
the efforts of incom petent per­
sons to enforce laws.

Third —  Morbidness b e g e t s  
morbidness and many a young 
man who "goes through the m ill” 
of jailhouse jargon and police pa­
laver and crim inal association fi­
nally arrives a t the conclusion “ it 
pays to be crooked" and falls by 
the wayside.

The w riter could name detec­
tives who have asked to be re­
lieved from pawnshop detail to go 
back on a sequestered patro l beat 
where they could adm ire the 
homes, see the children playing 
and hold back the lines of parade.

O thers have taken m idnight 
shifts to get away from the  poli­
tics of the departm ent and more 
have joined private investigating 
agencies where m erit is more 
quickly rew arded.
