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1 7 . 5 .  Flyer Fails In Attempt To Set Record

G. C. Harris, Proprietor of 
Acacia Pharmacy, Shoots 

At Fleeing Pair

Two unmasked bandits—one 
covering their victim with a 
gun while the other rifled the 
cash register—held up and 
robbed G. C. Harris, proprietor 
of the Acacia Pharmacy, at 
the corner of Acacia street and 
Glendale avenue, at 9 :45 
o’clock last night. Mr. Harris 
Was alone in his store at the 
time', arid the robbers, after 
obtaining $162 in cash, jtimped 
into a car and drove away at 
a high rate of speed, followed 
bv a volley from the druggist’s 
revolver.

This is the th ird  tim e w ithin 
a year th a t Mr. H arris has been 
v isited  by holdup men or bur­
g lars. Ten m onths ago he was 
held up outside his place o f busi­
ness. bu t m anaged to scare the 
band its  away. Three m onths ago 
th ieves broke into his sto re  and 
sto le  considerable money, with 
th e  en tire  stock of whiskey and 
narcotics.

T urns to  F ace Gnn
Mr. H arris  was standing  in the 

f ro n t of h is sto re  last n igh t when 
tw o men drove up, le ft the ir m a­
chine, and, en tering  the  phar­
macy, asked for a  package of 
pills. On facing his custom ers 
aga in  he was confronted with a 
gun and  com manded to  stand still 
and  n o t shout.

The band it kep t his gun be­
low  th e  counter so it could not 
b e  seen from  the  stree t. The 
second band it proceeded to  scoop 
up all th e  money in the cash reg­
ister, th e  draw er of which was 
s tand ing  open a t the tim e.

In  a  s ta tem en t th is  m orning 
Mr. H arris  said there  were bu t 
tw o bulle ts in his revolver which 
was in  a  draw er on ' th e  o ther 
Bide of the  bandit, and he con­
sidered  i t  would- be folly to try  
and  reach th a t. He s ta rted  back­
ing away to  the  rea r of the  store

T rotzky has sen t a m essage to 
the  red  arm y insisting  th a t th e  a l­
liance between the  peasants and 
w orkers m ust be m aintained and 
th a t  R ussia m ust have a pow er­
fu l m ilita ry  establishm ent.

LONDON, Feb. 22.— A band of 

arm ed men a ttacked  Leon 
Trotzfcy’s v illa a t Sukum aleh. k ill­
ing th ree  m em bers of T rotzky’s 
staff,., according to  a C onstantino­
ple d ispa tch  to  the  Morning Post 
today, quoting a report received 
in  C onstantinople from  Odessa.

Trotzky was absen t a t  the tim e 
q£ th e  a ttack . The despatch' add­
ed  th a t th e  Tcheka (soviet secret 
po lice), carried  ou t rep risa ls for 
th e  a ttack .

Of Glendale Avenue

Lieut. Macready Reaches 
34,983 Feet and Nears

Opinions regarding the qual­
ity of the workmanship and 
material entering into the 
paving now being done on 
Glendale avenue, vary widely.

At the city hall, officials claim 
th a t the  work is being done ac­
cording to  the specifications and 
a thorough system of inspection 
is being m aintained.

C ertain individual property 
holders, directly affected, and 
whose holdings will be assessed 
for the im provem ents, have grave 
doubts, according to the ir sta te ­
ments, as to the wearing qualities 
of the m aterial used and the  fin­
ish being pu t on by the paving 
contractors.

There has been so much ta lk  
regarding th is  w ork th a t it  cul­
m inated yesterday in the appoint­
m ent ■ by the Glendale Advance­
ment association of a com mittee 
to m ake an im partial survey of 
the work for the purpose of m ak­
ing a full repo rt on the project in 
general.

C ontract Sub-let
The original con tract for the 

work on Glendale avenue was 
aw arded to P eter L. F erry , local 
contractor. He, in tu rn , sub-let 
the contract for the paving to the 
N ational Paving company, holding 
a paten t on a form ula for the mix­
ing of asphalt.

Objections of the property 
holders are  based m ainly on the 
work between the rails over which 
the Glendale-M ontrose railw ay op­
erates its cars, the unevenness of 
the s tree t when finished and the 
quality  of the asphaltic m ixture, 
which they claim is not of first- 
class quality.

W hen the Union Pacific, own­
ing the road over which the stree t 
cars run, laid the new rails re­
cently, no guard rails were placed 
on the inside of the heavy rails, 
and it is therefore impossible now 
to m ake a level finish to  the 
height of the rails, owing to  the 
necessity of leaving a groove for 
the flanges of the s tree t car 
wheels.

Claim Inspection
The inside of the track  has been 

leveled off w ith ironers and

He does not know how cold it 
really  was away up where he 
went, for his therm om eter went 
to smash w ith the m ercury stand­
ing between the figures stated.

This was M acready’s second a t­
tem pt to “ bring home the bacon.” 
The firs t one ended much as did 
the a ttem pt today.

Mechanical defects developing 
a t high altitude could not be over­
come in either fligh t and he was 
forced to  descend, when every­
thing was ideal for sm ashing a 
record and setting  up a new m ark 
so g rea t th a t it  would have been 
beyond question.

FALL AND DENBY ARE AGAIN ACCUSED 
CHICAGO, Feb. 22.—Albert B. Fall, former secretary of 

the interior, and Edwin Denby, secretary of the navy, were 
charged with conspiring to nullify the acts of Congress and 
with hoodwinking the late President Harding in arranging 
the Teapot Dome oil deals, by Senator James A. Reed of 
Missouri, Democratic candidate for the presidential nom­
ination in an interview with newspaper men here today.

AGREE UPON CHANGES IN TAX MEASURE  
WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.—A gift tax and increased in­

This' 
legislation was a part of the tax révision program of the 
insurgents and has been pushed vigorously by Represen­
tative Frear, Republican, of Wisconsin.

First President Shown 

In Window Here

A letter in the original hand­
writing of George Washington 
is on exhibit today in the win­
dow of the Busy Corners 
pharmacy, South Brand boule­
vard and bos Feliz. road, 
through the courtesy of W. A. 
Stilwell, a real estate broker 
of that address.

The le tte r, w ritten  in the small, 
carefuF hand th a t characterized 
the firs t president of the  United 
S ta tes , covers two pages of fools­
cap. I t  came into possession of 
the Stilwell fam ily during the 
Civil W ar, when Mr. StilweM’s 
uncle, Chesley Ray, serving w ith 
Ind iana troops in Virginia, cap­
tured  an old Southern m ansion, 
The le tte r  was am ong the trophies 
of w ar th a t were seized by the 
Union troops.

In  F ram e of Gold
Chesley Ray sen t the  le tte r  to 

Mr. StilweM’s m other in  Minne­
apolis and she treasu red  i t  during 
her lifetim e. W hen she died, some 
fifteen years ago, she willed i t  to  
her son, who hais had i t  p u t into 
a fram e of gold and accounts it 
one of his m ost precious belong­
ings.

The person to  whom the le tte r  
was w ritten  does no t appear. I t  is 
given below, word fo r word: 
"M ount Vernon, October 15, 1789.

“Dear Sir— By a late le tte r I re ­
ceived from  M. S tuart I find that 
you have made a conditional en­
gagem ent w ith an O verseer for me. 
Not having heard  from  you . as 
soon as X expected caused me to  
conclude th a t you had not met 
w ith such an Overseer as you ap­
proved, had, therefore, declined 
sending my Negroes up, th ink ing  
it  too la te  to se ttle  them  in the 
woods, and proposed housing them  
— but as I  find  by M. S tu a rt’s let-

ate— Willis, of Ohio.

Causes Commotion 
The atto rney  general’s visit to 

the Senate was not connected 
w ith the fight being waged the re  
to compel h is ' retirem ent. B ut 
his appearance, despite the unex­
pected move, caused little  com­
motion. The reading of th is ad ­
dress is an annual event in the 
Senate and an honor sought 
am ong senators. D augherty said 
he had promised W illis a  long 
tim e ago to be present.

“ I promised Senator W illis I 
would be here,” said the atto rney  
general, “and I always keep my 
word. Even if there  is a  political 
w ar against me, th a t is no reason 
we should forget the little  pleas­
an tries and am enities of life.

‘T v e  been th rough many wars, 
and I have lost some fights. But 
I ’ve never qu it yet and I don’t 
Intend to qu it now.”

Then he said with a sm ile: 
“ I t ’s a g reat life if you don’t  

weaken. I ’m not w eakening.” 
The a tto rney  general declined

Talks On Japan
Glendalians were afforded au 

unusual trea t yesterday, when 
Miss Frances Clapp, music teacher 
in Doshisha, Kobe, Japan, gave a 
talk a t the F irs t Congregational 
church, rela ting  a num ber of her 
interesting  experiences during her 
work with the Japanese the past 
five years. Miss Clapp, who is a 
representative of the D. W. B. M., 
has taugh t music for five years 
in Doshisha.

In rela ting  her experiences with 
the Japanese people, she . stated 
her life with them  had been one 
of unlim ited pleasure. She stated  
some of the Japanese women who 
were am ong her dearest friends 
were not only brillian t and highly 
educated women, but talented 
musicians. J3he stated  98 p e rc e n t 
of the Japanese women under the 
age of 30 years could read and 
w rite, and were not illitera te, as 
many Americans think. There are 
3500 boys and girls in school of 
university standing. They have 
separate schools for the boys and 
girls, the first five years are called 
the prelim inary course; next five 
years, college, and the last four 
years, the university ' course. S tu­
dents who have completed the 
fourteen years of study are quali­
fied physicians and dentists and 
o ther professions, according to the 
course of study taken up. She 
said many of the Americans liv­
ing in Japan preferred to go to 
Japanese physicians and dentists, 
as they seemed more skillful than 
other nationalities.

Miss Clapp stressed the particu­
lar need of teachers of English 
and music in the Japanese schools, 
s ta ting  th a t sometim es they were 
greatly  handicapped on account of 
the lack of capable teachers for 
these subjects, and particularly  
for men teachers. The Japanese 
people are na tu ra lly  artistic  and 
musical, and if this tendency 
ould be fu rth e r developed, it 

would be of unlim ited value to 
Japan.

Relative to the home life of the 
Japanese, Miss Clapp told of how 
the people were beginning to re­
alize the value of a home, and 
were m aking i t  not ju s t a place 
to sleep in, but a center for their 
social life. On account of this 
change in the ir domestic life, the 
once popular tea room is now a 
thing of the past, is not any more 
the center of social activity, and 
th a t the home was tak ing  its 
place.

In addition to Miss Clapp’s talk, 
a splendid monologue dem onstra- 
ion of a factory girl in Japan was 

given by Miss Miloth. This was 
not only interesting , but very in­
structive.

A musical program  was also 
given by the members of the 
Friendship class.

Preceding the program  a de­
licious luncheon was served a t 
12:30 o’clock to more than fifty 
Glendale women.

Italians Offer Prize 
For Better Helicopter

ROME, Feb. 22.— The Commis­
sioner of A eronautics announces 
a helicopter com petition, open to 
Ita lian  constructors, by which it 
is hoped some progress will be 
achieved in helicopter design.

C onstructors m ust produce a 
m achine of a to ta l w eight of 1 ,- 
000 kilos, w ith an  engine of 220 
c. c. power. The minim um  rising  
speed achieved m ust be six me­
tres per second and the minimum 
horizontal speed forty  k ilom etres 
per hour. •

The m achine m ust cover a 
course of two kilom etres, rem ain 
a t a height of a t  least five m etres 
and descend, w ith engine stopped, 
a t a speed of ten m etres per sec­
ond. Two hundred and fifty 
thousand lire will be paid to the 
successful com petitor.

LONDON, Feb. 22.— New York 
and London will be telephoning 
to one another perfectly naturally  
and unexcitedly by the  end of 
1924, according to  Prof. A. M. 
Low, fam ous inventor and scien­
tist.

London was excited on Decem­
ber 29, 1923, because i t  heard 
P ittsburgh , 3500 miles away, eas­
ily and distinctly. But Prof. Low 
sta tes th is was only a  slight de­
velopment. According to him, it 
is ju s t a step in  the  g reat and 
fascinating new era now ap­
proaching.

“ Very soon,” says Low, “ we 
shall be a t the stage when it will 
be possible for a man in London 
to speak w ith ease from  his own 
house to the U nited States 
through an ordinary  telephone.

Land Lines to  Aid
“The land line will tak e  his 

voice to the coastal station, from 
which it will be radioed across 
the A tlantic. Then it will be 
picked up again by an  American 
land line and be heard  direct by 
the person w ith whom he is com­
m unicating.

“ By the end of 1924 we all 
shall have become tired  of or­
d inary  tunes and speeches, and 
the development of telephonic 
conversation is an obvious one.

“ One is aw are, of course, th a t 
a g rea t deal of trouble is caused 
by atm ospheric d isturbances and 
o ther unfavorable conditions, but 
these will be overcome.

“ I th ink  you will find in the 
near fu tu re  th a t disturbances are 
going to be avoided by the use of 
directional w ireless. If you can 
send y m r  power to  any particu lar 
direction and lim it it to th a t di­
rection, the advantage is obvious.

Diminish In terference
“ The use of 100 m eters wave­

length between America and B rit­
ain  was very in teresting , and one 
reason of its success was th a t 
very few users tune down so low 
and thus interfreence was dimin­
ished to  the vanishing point.

W hen this was re­
jected by the regular Republicans, 
the insurgents defeated the Mellon 
bill and helped the  Democrats 
w rite into the tax bill the Demo­
cratic plan of two and four per 
cent norm al and 44 per cent max­
imum surtaxes.

Changes Offered
The new compromise offer re­

duces by one per cent the Mellon 
ra te  of th ree per cent on taxable 
incomes up to  $4,000 and increases 
by 1254 per cent the Mellon maxi­
mum surtax  of 25 per cent on in­
comes of $100,000 and over. The 
six per cent norm al is reta ined on 
incomes from  $4,000 to $10,000, 
when the su rtax  of one per cent 
sta rts .

Republican Leader Longworth 
said the cut of the lowest norm al 
from three to two per cent would 
reduce receipts about $20,000,000 
and th a t it  would not be safe from 
the  standpoint of the  treasu ry  to 
reduce the six per cent norm al to 
four per cent. He insisted th a t 
the Democratic norm als of - two 
and four per cent w ith o ther tax 
slashes would resu lt in a treasury  
deficit of $300,000,000.

Need In su rgen t Aid
The compromise proposed to  win 

insurgent support carried w ith it 
no sacrifice in the principle of the 
Mellon bill, Longworth said.

There were seventeen insurgent 
Republicans, one farm er-laborite 
and one independent who swung 
to the Democratic plan in prefer­
ence to the  Mellon plan. Repub­
lican leaders hdpe by th e ir  new 
compromise proposal to  win nine 
or ten of these back to the Mellon 
plan and so pu t th rough  a Repub­
lican tax reduction bill.

Advocating federal buildings 
for Glendale and two o ther south­
ern California cities, W a lte r F. 
Lineberger, congressman from  the 
N inth California district, gave an 
eloquent plea Saturday, February  
9, a t the firs t session of the  Sixty- 
eighth Congress, th a t cannot but 
in te rest Glendalians.

In opening his address *to Con­
gress Mr. L ineberger said: “ 1
th ink  it would be of oxtreme in­
te rest to the House to know some­
th ing of the growth and necessi­
ties of certain  o ther sections of 
the country and, inasmuch as vari­
ous members have put into the 
Record statistics covering the 
needs and requirem ents of the  
postal service in  the ir sections of 
the country, I w ant to  give the 
House some postoffice statistics 
from  California.

W ants New Postoffices 
“ Gentlemen, I  hope th a t, w ith­

in the next few months, or sooner 
if possible, the com m ittee will 
bring in a bill, and th a t th is Con­
gress will consider some sort of 
comprehensive postoffice construc­
tion program  based on the dem­
onstrated  requirem ents of the 
various cities of the country. I 
would suggest th a t this be done 
by provision th a t we build these 
postoffices in order of m erit and 
dem onstrated necessity, providing 
a program  covering five or ten 
years and creating a commission 
to determ ine local priority.

“ Those where the necessity is 
g reatest should be in  the ‘A’ class 
and should receive firs t relief 
Those where the necessities are 
of secondary im portance should 
be in ‘B’ class, and so on down 
the line, so th a t we may have a 
com prehensive bill th a t will give 
relief in order of m erit.

M entions Glendale 
“ In addition to Long Beach, 

have in my d istric t alm ost an 
o ther parallel in the cases of the 
cities of Glendale and Pomona 
I have not the tim e to quote sta 
tistics, but members probably do 
not know th a t the Ninth Califor­
nia d istric t is, perhaps, the la rg ­
est in the country, and now con­
tains approxim ately 800,000 peo­
ple, having alm ost doubled in 
population since the 1920 census. 
We will have a million people 
there w ithin the next two years, 
and are  crying for relief in post- 
office facilities which can not 
and should not be longer de­
layed.”

F ive Good Reasons 
In the firBt place, figures show 

th a t more cars will be removed 
from Sixth s tree t on the  Glendale 
line than  from  Hill s tree t as a r e  
su it of th is improvement. The 
lesser num ber serve Hollywood.

Secondly, the subway leads di 
rectly to the Glendale line and all 
cars will be routed over Glendale 
boulevard • to  Sunset boulevard 
where Hollywood cars will swing 
up the hill to the ir present tracks 

Third, the  burden of expense 
for building this tunnel is falling 
on Glendale w ith a  23 cent fare 
as com pared w ith Hollywood’s 10 
cent transporta tion  for a sim ilar 

j distance, 
i Heads This W ay

F ourth , the subway directly 
points tow ard Glendale in its  bore 
and therefore should be named 
for th is m unicipality, ra th e r  than 
a section of Los Angeles.

F ifth , irreparab le  dam age 
w ill be done Glendale from  th e  
standpo in t of publicity if  peo­
ple a re  instructed  to  tak e  th e ' 
“ Hollywood tube” to  get to  the  

fastest growing city in. Amer­
ica.”

These facts should be presented 
im m ediately to the Pacific Elec­
tric  officials and the  nam e defi­
n itely  established as “ the Glen­
dale subway” before custom 
makes it otherwise. •

T hat the m atte* of securing 
righ t of way deeds for _ the new 
Glendale sewer trunk  line is caus­
ing anxiety, was reported a t yes­
terday’s m eeting of the Glendale 
Advancement association in the 
H arrie tt Mae tea room. I t  was 
declared th a t a considerable num ­
ber of property owners who prem ­
ised to give deeds for this pur­
pose a re  now insisting th a t the 
sewer be placed along the route 
over the ir land th a t they pre­
scribe. I t is said th a t if the 
righ ts of way offered in this 
m anner were accepted the trunk  
sewer would have to follow an 
am azingly crooked course tha t 
would practically destroy its  use­
fulness.

The association took no action 
on the  m atter, the sewer commit­
tee having reported th a t the city 
officials were doing all they 
could, but feared it would be 
necessary to secure the rig h t of 
way by condem nation proceedings.

A to ta l of $67,500 w orth of 
stock has already been issued by 
the Ambrosini Hotel« company, 
Mr. Ingledue stated, out of a cap­
italization of $500,000.

Need Less Than 380,000 
The additional stock issue o t  

$60,825 would bring the  total 
am ount of stock out to $128,325, 
which it  has been estim ated will 
earn an average of 19 per cent 
over a period of fifteen years, 
a fte r  which, w ith all indebtedness 
wiped out, the annual earnings 
would approxim ate 50 per cent.

Mr. Ingledue stated  th a t of the 
$60,825 additional funds needed, 
and which w ill be obtained by 
sale of stock, over $20,000 had 
been pledged prior to calling la s t 
n igh t’s meeting. Pledge cards 
were then passed around and  
$16,000 was subscribed. It now 
appears th a t less than  $30,000 
rem ains to be raised and sub­
scriptions are  being received gen­
erally.

Of a num ber which it has been 
the pleasure of “Old Tim er” to 
inspect recently, one is the prized 
possession of Mrs. John Allen 
Legge of 734 North Brand boule­
vard, who, as Miss Emma Pul­
liam, was 9  participant in the 
school and social life of Glendale, 
not in its earliest days, but in its 
“ teens.”

Unlike the scrap books of the pi­
oneers of our valley, dealing with 
railroads, improvement societies, 
incorporation and annexation, this 
particu lar scrap bock, w ith gold 
le tte rs on its pink cover, is in 
ligh ter vein, and yet the clippings 
tell the story of the town and its 
development no less than the 
other.

The story told in the pink and 
gold book of the graduating  class 
of the Glendale Union High school 
of a little  more than a decade ago, 
of which Mrs. Legge was a mem­
ber, affords a means of com pari­
son with the classes of today 
which is not w ithout value.

Three Valedictorians
It was related with pride tha t 

th is class, which num bered twen­
ty-nine, was the largest class ev4r 
graduated  from the high school. 
It is also interesting  to note that 
Miss Emma Pulliam  (Mrs. Legge) 
Miss Evelyn Ryan and Miss Grace 
Grady were equal in points of 
scholarship and were all valedic­
to rians with the three fold sub­
ject, “ H ealth, W ealth and HaoDi- 
ness.”

In the scrap book are stories 
of th a t mysterious club, “The 
E ladnelg,” mysterious until you 
spelled it backward, and the 
“M irth” club, of which Mrs. Leggfe 
and her sister, Miss Myrtie Pul­
liam, were leading spirits. These 
clubs included a n u m b e r  o f  the 
young p e o p le  a n d  c o n t r ib u te d  
l a r g e ly  to  t h e  s o c ia l  l i f e  o f  th e  
to w n , a n d  th e  h o s p i ta b le  h o m e  o f  
M r. a n d  M rs . C. O. P u l l i a m  w a s  

l e v e r  o p e n ,  a s  th e  r e c o r d  sh o w s .
I The members of the  younger 
set were always ready to assist in 
benefits for the various organiza­
tions. Miss Emma and Miss Myr­
tle Pulliam  as talented musicians 

j and dancers often contributed 
the ir services to club, school and 
church benefits.

In an effort to increase the 
building fund of the Tuesday Af­
ternoon Club, “ Rebecca’s T ri­
um ph,” a comedy, was put on by 
prom inent club women, and Miss

Pulliam  as “ Gyp,” the “cullud 
gal,” made a decided hit.

R estauran ts Lacking
It is evident th a t Glendale was 

as shy of restau ran ts in those 
days as it is of hotels today, as, the 
record, shows th a t the clubs were 
hard put fo find places to hold 
banquets and often went to Los 
Angeles. .

Perhaps one of the most in te r­
e s tin g  stories of scrap book lore 
to be found in Mrs. Legge’s collec­
tion is a description of a picnic 
and ball game held a t Verdugo i 
Park in September, 1912. It re­
vives old nicknam es which it is! 
doubtful if the owners themselves 
would rem em ber and more doubt­
ful if newcomers would recognize 
in the staid  business men of to-i 
day. -

As related, “Automobiles, car­
riages, pack tra ins and ‘Maud’ 
(the dinky which used to ply be­
tween Brand and Glendale ave­
nue) carried 300 Masons and I 
Eastern  Stars to Verdugo Park 
Saturday afternoon for the ir an ­
nual picnic.” A ball game was 
scheduled along with o ther am use­
ments, which included a fa t ladies’ 
race, sack races, etc.

This natal day of George W ash­
ington we pause to recoll.ect the 
history of “ the fa ther of our 
country .”

As a boy who could not tell a 
lie, a youth who surveyed the v ir­
gin wilderness, a patrio t and gen­
eral who led his arm ies to victory 
through vicissitudes, and a coun­
sellor in his la tte r  years whose 
wisdom lives again today, we look 
u^on George W ashington, not as 
the heroic, or picturesqu’e, but 
one predestined for greatness 
which grows as the years pass by.

Yet to this modern age George 
W ashington no doubt is a pic­
turesque figure. And to those 
who en trusted  to him the eause 
of the colonies in the revolution 
he m ust have been heroic.

We see him telling his father 
“ I cannot tell a lie, I chopped 
down the cherry tre e ” ; or camp­
ing with his ragged arm y a t Val­
ley Forge; or crossing the icy 
Delaware in his march to victory, 
while Cornwallis slept. T hat is 
good for the im aginative mind.

Again, we know him as a prom ­
ising young man who sacrificed 
his opportunities to lead a cause 
of freedom and justice; also, as 
one who saw clearly the worldly 
problems and gave to posterity 
th a t wisdom of early  statesm an­
ship which has builded the best 
governm ent on the earth . Truly, 
it was heroic even in the light of

M e llo n  a t  th i s  m o m e n t  is  
c o n s id e re d  in d i s p e n s a b le .  H e  is  
l ik e ly  t h e  m o s t  o u t s t a n d i n g  f i g u r e  
in  t h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ,  f o r  u p o n  
h im  r e s t s  t h e  s o lv in g  o f  t h e  
c o u n t r y ’s  t a x  p r o b le m s ,  a n d  u p o n  
ta x e s  r e s t  t h e  f u n d a m e n t a l s  o f  
p r o s p e r i t y  to  a  l a r g e  e x te n t .

There are some who do not 
agree with Mr. Mellon entirely. 
They have a perfect righ t to their 
opinions, for the ir viewpoints are 
d ifferent. F or instance, many of 
us would advocate caring for ad­
justed  compensation in the federal 
tax plan. This Mr. Mellon, as well 
as Mr. Coolidge, refuses to do. It 
is a moot question.

Nevertheless, the differences of 
opinion should not be allowed to 
in terfere with the accom plishment 
of the purposes which Mr. Mellon 
sets about to obtain. He believes 
in retu rn ing  capital to industry, 
ra th e r than driving it into tax- 
exempt securities. He believes 
th is can be done by a reduction 
in income taxes. And in the maze 
of inform ation available it appears 
th a t he is right, although it m ust 
be adm itted tha t a sales tax would 
be far superior to the present 
clumsy method of raising revenue.

A ttacks on Mr. Mellon’s plan 
by insurgents and partisan  op­
ponents will avail little . Indeed, 
it would appear th a t advocates of 
the bonus might do well to watch 
the results of Mr. Mellon’s plan; 
if necessary, ra th e r than  to jeop ­
ardize the prosperity of our in ­
dustries by fu rth e r w ithdraw al of 
capital.

In the same breath, however, 
we would add th a t the adm inis­
tra tion  and Congress would do 
equally as well to give the form er 
service men a little  honest con­
sideration, devoid of politics; 
otherw ise, there are  rocks in the 
road ahead and the path has been 
rough enough this session, we 
would say.

A career of crim e does NOT 
pay. A form er Glendale man paid 
with his life for robberies which 
were perpetra ted  to sa tia te  his 
appetite for dope. A youthful 
crew, now being apprehended, will 
pay w ith the ir lives for the slay­
ing of an officer who caught them 
redhanded in the act of robbing 
a drug store for dope, as well as 
funds.

Law and order will always 
em erge victorious, especially as 
crimes become bolder. The young 
man or woman who spurns honest 
m ethods of m aking a living knows 
not the price thereof. Hunted, 
haunted, im prisoned hum an beings 
are  the m ost abject specimens of 
misery w ith whom the newspaper 
man comes in contact. The sor­
did, spoiled life of the youthful 
bandit, or his bride; the suffering  
parents; the loss of faith  in m an’s 
better nature , is a lesson which 
all of the children should be 
.taught.

Basilica C istern Lures 
Kirk To Constantinople’s 

Underground Passage Ways
Another interesting experience W. B. Kirk and family had 

while in Constantinople was visiting the Basilica cistern, and in 
the travel letter printed today Mr. Kirlf describes this visit.

He says, writing from Athens, January 27: 
“Our stay of five days in Constantinople was* 
most interesting and profitable. We found our 
hotel quite comfortable and the weather man 
was good to us so that we hacl almost clear, 
comfortable weather until Tuesday, the day of 
our departure, when it grew chilly and misty. 
We used our time there to good purpose. I 
have told you of the mosques and dervishes.

“Another strange thing we saw was the 
Basilica cistern. Entering an old building we 
descended a flight of stone steps and found our­
selves on a little platform over water, in an 
underground tunnel. Large sandstone col­
umns support the roof or street, standing 
twenty or thirty feet apart, in the water, to a 
depth of five or six feet.

“ We w ent out to  the old wall, 

several miles of which is still 
standing, and into a citadel near 
the w ater of the Bosphorus. I t 
has seven tow ers w ith walls ten  
feet thick or more. Climbing to 
the top of the wall in one of the 
towers w© saw there large pris­
oners’ rooms, which were used 
by the Turks, when they captured 
the city In the sixteenth century.

“ We were also shown the exe­
cution room, used for many years, 
and the post against which the 
prisoners were stood when the ir 
heads were cut off. The la tte r 
is nearly  cut in two. In fron t of 
th is post is a hole in the stone 
floor about two feet wide, into 

| which the several heads would 
roll, falling about th irty  feet into 

| the w ater, whence they were 
washed into the Bosphorus. So 
goes the story, probably correct.

“The Golden Gate of Constan­
tine has two large a labaster col­
um ns a t its sides. These walls 

I are well preserved and im pres­
sive. Ju s t inside the walls are 
the ru ins of the firs t Mohamme­
dan mosque in Constantinople and 
In sharp contrast, no t fa r away, 
is the new est one, completed only 
two or th ree  years ago. I t  is not 
so large, bu t of w hite stone and 
beautiful in architecture.

“ Of course the Turkish  bazaars 
of Constantinople are  one of the 
sights and are ju s t as you im­
agine. They are not much dif­
feren t from those in Cairo and 
Damascus, but, of course, much 
m ore extensive and cleaner. There

''Calls I t  Epidemic 
“I  th ink  it is really  an epi­

demic disease,” continued the 
Dean, “a contagious m oral insan­
ity. I t  may be th a t in  tim e it  will 
lose its deadliness, like  smallpox; 
but the laws of psychical con­
tagion are not yet known.

“ If, as I believe, th is poison is 
actually  contagious it* is ju stifi­
able to kill th e  infected like mad 
dogs, unless we prefer the  more 
expensive and less safe way of 
im prisonm ent. We cannot allow 
m oral poisons to be scattered 
broadcast, and we cannot allow 
fanatical m inorities to conspire 
against the com m unity.”

Bolshevism is a  reversion to 
savagery, the Dean said. Local

been expended, and the com' 
m unist experim ent is a t an end 
the  Dean predicted.

No D anger of Revolt 
The only successful com munist 

experiments in history have had 
either a religious or celibate 
basis, th e  Dean said, and of th is 
the Catholic m onasteries are ob­
vious proof.

The .Dean announced him self a^  
a believer in heredity and there­
fore is of the opinion that the sup­
ply of degenerates who figure 
largely in troubles should be cut 
off. The present system, he 
added, is simply perpetuating  
the  least successful classes of the 
com m unity.

There is no danger of a revo­
lution in England, according to 
the Dean, for the people of this

country are  too fair-m inded, 
level-headed and to leran t to break 
out into bloodthirsty movements.

Salt Water Endangers 
Island Artesian Wells

HONOLULU, Feb. 22.— Hono­
lulu may wake up some m orning 
to find its  num erous artesian  
wells tu rned  salt.

This is the w arning of Hydro- 
graphic Engineer E. D. Burchard, 
of the United States Geological 
Survey, who has recently com­
pleted a careful checking up of 
the artesian  level and ascertained 
th a t year by year and m onth by 
m onth the  basin underlying Hono­
lulu and the en tire island of Oahn 
is falling.

The rise in January  and Feb­
ruary  of last year, which was the 
high period of the wet seasons, 
was steep and high owing to ex­
cessive rains, bu t the subsequent 
decline was more rapid than  ever 
before. I t  is still in progress and 
will not be checked until the  win­
te r rains set in.

“This proves,” says Burchard, 
“ th a t the natu ra l reservoir is of 
sm all capacity. W ere it  o ther­
wise the rise following heavy 
rains would be slow, and the de­
cline would correspond, but these 
ab ru p t fluctuations show a  shal­
low reservoir. To my m ind the 
danger here is not so much ex­
haustion of the artesian  basin—  
the pressure of the sea will always 
keep it up to a certain  level— as 
the intrusion of salt water in such 
quantities that the quality of our 
drink ing  w ater is im paired.”

Coincident w ith  well readings 
analyses Of the w ater are being 
m ade to  determ ine the saline con­
ten t a t various levels.

Be careful how you use a curl­
ing iron. If it is too hot it burns 
and dries the hair, and makes a 
tight, unbecoming frizz. If the 
tongs of the iron are  too sm all it 
makes a close, tight cutI, old 
fashioned and stiff. The best 
tim e to wave the hair is im m e­
diately after the shampoo, and 
the best way is to roll fairly thin 
strands and wind them round and 
round a flexible, kid covered 
curler, or even around a roll of 
tissue paper. If the hair is not 
quite dry it produces a more last­
ing wave. In any case the wave 
will be soft and the hair much 
easier to do up.

One small h in t. W hen you 
have tw isted the. ha ir in order 
to curl it don’t brush it out, but 
comb it. If you draw the comb 
gently through the hair it w ill 
make loose, natural-looking  
wave, then when the hair is done 
up take the fine tooth part of 
the comb and run it gently just 
over the surface of the hair. This 
makes the waves smooth and 
makes them set well.

If you use an iron get a large 
thick one, heat it slowly, for a 
slow, heat lasts longer. Test it 
first on a bit of w hite tissue paper 
before you try if on the hair. It 
it scorches the paper it is too hot. 
It gives a better and more last­
ing wave if the iron is only mod­
erately warm and if the hair is 
curled around it for some time. 
Even the stra igh tes t ha ir should 
stay in curl for a fortnight if it 
is properly waved im m ediately  
after the shampoo.

C aliforn ia’s redwood trees, made 
fam ous by m any w riters in song 
and  story, are to be saved!

R eplanting  of cut-over forest 
land is the m ethod which has 
been adopted to keep the giants 
of the forests safe from  the rav­
ages of commerce.

W hile individuals and groups 
th roughou t the  s ta te  and nation 
have made the well-known wel­
kin  ring  w ith pleas to save the 
redwoods, a report ju st made 
public by the California Redwood 
Association is the firs t record of 
any g rea t accom plishm ent. Since 
Septem ber, 1923, more than 700 
acres have been replanted  in red­
woods by th is association.

This means, the experts say, 
th a t lum berm en may cut the ir 
holdings over and over, replac­
ing w ith young trees or seedlings. 
R eplanting  of the cut-over lands 
m eans the fam ous redwoods will 
never vanish, as has been feared.

Next w inter, the association 
announces, 3000 acres will be re­
planted  in redwood seedlings, 
5000 acres will be covered in the 
following year, and the succeed­
ing w inter 10,000 acres will be 
planted.

Burbank' is breaking laws about 
as fast as th e  City Trustees can 
m ake them , if no t faster, accord­
ing to W. S. F urm an, a local a t­
torney, who told the Kiwanis club 
th a t as a city of the sixth class it 
is illegal to  have m ore than  one 
man on the  police departm ent, 
among other things, and th a t the  
only solution to the problem is to 
adopt the charter form  of m unici­
pal governm ent.

“ By adopting a ch a rte r,” says 
he, “a city becomes in a large 
m easure a law unto itself. By 
such a means, laws, ordinances, 
ru les and regulations can be 
made, and the  various depart­
m ents can be organized to f it the 
situation.

The firs t step in bringing about 
a charter form  of governm ent, ac­
cording to Mr. F urm an, is the tak ­
ing of a new official census. B ur­
bank a t  the tim e of the 1920 cen­
sus did not have the  required 
num ber of inhab itan ts to perm it 
the adoption of the ch a rte r form 
of governm ent. I t  - has since 
grown sufficiently to perm it such 
a change. The city, however, will 
have to  have a definite m anner 
in establishing th is  fact which 
can only be done by means ot a 
special census. Otherwise it 
would he necessary to wait until 
1930 for the next national census.

P lan  C harter Meet
In  order to feel out public sen­

tim ent on the  charter plan, a 
mass m eeting is to be held F ri­
day night, F ebruary  29, a t the 
Thomas A. Edison school, under 
auspices of the  Cham ber of Com­
merce.

. Judge A. A. Crawford has 
promised to  be there  w ith his m u­
nicipal band and Mr. F urm an will 
outline the proposition in an  ad ­
dress sim ilar to th a t given the  
Kiwanians, bu t In m ore detail.

M anager J . W. C harleville of 
the Chamber of Commerce points 
out th a t the Chamber has no po­
litical m otive in  considering the 
charter form  of governm ent for 
Burbank bu t is in terested  solely 
in bringing to  bear on the sub  
ject as much ligh t as possible.

The m eeting of F ebruary  29, he 
says, is the firs t of a series of 
m onthly gatherings for th e  con­
sideration  of public m atters.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.— The 

Democratic - insurgent coalition, 
which w rested control of tax re ­
duction legislation from  the Re­
publican m ajority  in thp house 
and defeated the  Mellon plan in 
its firs t test, was reported today 
to be w eakening under pressure 
from the Republican leaders.

I t  was asserted  th a t two or 
th ree of the Republicans who had 
lined up w ith the coalition had 
been won over by the  regu lar Re­
publicans and would go along w ith 
them  in an effo rt to  substitu te  
the Mellon plan for the G arner 
plan which has been w ritten  
into the bill. This opportunity  
will come when the perfected bill 
is reported  to  the House for 
passage.

Use Bonus A rgum ent 
Republican leaders are using 

several argum ents to win the in­
surgents. They are telling  those 
dem anding a soldier bonus th a t 
adoption of the G arner plan kills 

possible chance of the  bonus, 
because the treasu ry  will be left 
bare. Many of the  insurgents are 
strong supporters of bonus legis­
lation.

The tax  bill was taken  up w ith 
indications of a num ber of stiff 
fights ahead on several sections. 
One of the m ost stubborn of these 
will come when the  a ttem p t is 
made to  repeal existing taxes on 
autom obile repair parts, tires and 
accessories and reduce from  5 to 

% per cent the tax on trucks of 
two tons or less carry ing capac­
ity. The repeal and reduction of 
these taxes a re  dem anded by the 
farm ers.

More F ig h ts  Ahead 
O ther contests w ill arise over 

efforts by F rear, Republican of 
Wisconsin, to incorporate in  the 
bill an excess profits tax, a tax 
on undistribu ted  profits, and a 
g ift tax, and to  substitu te  for the 
existing estate  tax a  new and 
higher schedule fo r such taxes 
prepared by Ram seyer, Republi­
can, of Iowa. Garner, the Demo­
cratic tax leader, has announced 
his purpose to support the Ram ­
seyer estate  tax  plan.

The tax  bill was changed in the 
House to  provide th a t m utual 
beneficiary insurance companies 
not operating for p ro fit and ^on- 
fined to  local com m unities are 
exempted from  taxation.

The House exempted from  the 
corporation tax  farm ers’ in su r­
ance o r o ther m utual insurance 
comlpanies, m utual ditch or ir r i­
gation companies, co-operative 
telephone companies, o r like or­
ganizations if substantially  all the 
income consists of collections 
from m embers for the  sole pur­
pose of m eeting losses and ex­
penses.

leagues had the rig h t idea; they 
did not care about the political 
convictions of th e ir  individual 
members, and they included even 
Social Democrats. Today the sys­
tem  of the arm ed groups— espe­
cially in Bavaria— is a vicious one, 
because they stifle personal lib­
erty. We have begun to  disarm  
them .

“ H itler m ade many m istakes, 
but he was righ t in some respects, 
as, for instance, in his struggle 
against the influence of the So­
cialists in the Berlin governm ent. 
However, instead of weakening 
Berlin and strengthening  Bavaria, 
his aim  is to strengthen  Berlin a t 
the  expense of the  federal states. 
He Is a ‘cen tra list.’ His move­
m ent is en tirely  black-w hite-red; 
there isn ’t  even a dash of white- 
blue (the Bavaria colors) in it.

“ Yet Germany, a fte r all, is not 
fit to  be one g rea t uniform  Btate. 
I t is fa r  too big for th a t, and it 
consists of too many heterogene­
ous parts .”

Dr. Schweyer added th a t he 
categorically condemned H itle r’s 
alm ost insensate hatred  of Jews.

B ut the fact is th a t he 
came to Munch because he 
wanted to get away from  the hos­
tile atm osphere which he fe lt su r­
rounding him  throughout northern  
Germany. I t  is deplorable th a t  a 
man of his indubitable ability 
should have evidenced such 
astounding lack of judgm ent and 
common sense as to join H itler in 
his insane adventure; ”
