All other articles, implements, machinery, stoves, manufactures of all kinds, etc., must

be phvced in position l)y (i p.m. .Saturday, the *J2nd of Septeniher.

As it is intended to have the Exlnhition fully open to the puhlic at the time named,

exhibitors are specially notified that articles or animals arriving after the above dates will

be cxcluiled from competing.

Exhibitors of Machinery and other heavy articles are expected to have them on the

grounds and placed in position the week preceding the Exhibition.

All boxes, wrappings, and other packing materials must be cleared away and every-

thing in proper order by 6 p. m. on Monday, the 24th of September.

Exhibitors must provide for the delivery of their exhibits upon the Exhibition

grounds. The Commissioners cannot in any c/ 6e make provision for their transportation or

be subjected to any expense either in their delivery or return from the grounds. All expenses

connected therewith must be defrayed by the owners.

Exhibitors of horses, cattle, and f)ther live stock arriving with their exhibits, will

tnakc application at the office at the North (iate of the Exhibition (irounds.

Other exhibitors on arriving with their exhibits will apply at the office of the Secre-

tary, when they will be informed where the articles are to b» placed.

Exhibitors will at all times give the necessary personal attention to whatever they have

on exhibition, and at the close take entire charge of the same.

Articles placed on exhibition must not be removed until the close, without the permis-

sion of the Commissioners, except in Fruit, Vegetable and Floral sections, where such

removal is necessary to a continuous display.

Every facility will be afforded for the transaction of busineaa by t*k'ng orders, but no

delivery of articles sold may be made on the premises during the Exhibition except by

epecial arrangement with the Commissioners.

Though the Commissioners will take all reasonable precautions to ensure the safety of

Articles sent for exhibition, yet it is to be distinctly understood that the owners themselves

must take the risk of exhibiting them ; and that should »ny artide be accidentally injured,

lost, or stolen, the Commissioners will give all the assistance in their power towards the

recovery of the same, but will not make ayv payment for the value thereof.

At the close of the Exhibition, exhibitors must take charge of their exhibits, and remove

the same as early as possible. Any articles or fixtures left in the buildings or grounds will

be at the risk of their owners.

In the absence of (xnipetition iu any section, or if the stock or articles exhilnted are of

inferior (juality, Vl>(! .Judges will award oidy suoh preiniuins as they think the animal or

article deserves. They Mill exercise their discretion as to aw.irding first, second, oi any

prenuum.

It docs not follow because a prize is offered for any particular animal or article, that it

must be awarded unless there is proper competition, or unless the exhibit is really of suffi-

cient merit to warrant the award being made. Judges arc particularly re(|uested to note

this fact.

In addition to the stated premiums offered, the Judges may alsd distinguish such

animals or articles as they consider deservinigof notice, but which have not receive I prizes,

by tickets with the words " Hujuly Commksuku " upon them. These tickets will not

entitle the holder to any money payment.

No award of a money prize not offered in the list will be paid.

Each award must be written in a plain and careful manner opposite the number of the

entry by the Judges, in the book handed them by the Secretary.

Exhibitors can ascertain from the Commissioner in charge of the several departments

when the Judges will examine their exhibits. No complaint based upon the statement that

Judges overlooked animals or articles, will therefore,be entertained by the Commissioners.

Any exhibitor lodging a protest must make it in writing, and deliver it to the Secretary

within three hours after cause o» protest. It must state plainly the cause of complaint or

appeal, and must be accompanied by a deposit of $1, which sum shall be forfeited if said

protest is not sustained.

The Commissioners, however, earnestly hope exhibitors will not enter protects without

the strongest grounds. Protests of a frivolous nature cause much annoyance and
unpleasantness.

No animal or article exhibited shall have about it any price, colors, or cards, until the

awards have been made in their respective classes.

No person will be allowed in the Horse liing during the time Horses and Cattle are

being judged, except Judges, Commissioners, Members of the Press, Grooms, or persons in

charge of animals being judged.

All prize cards affixed by the Judges must be displayed during the Exhibition. Any
infraction of this rule will incur forfeiture of premiums awarded.

Any person who shall attempt to interfere with or influence the Judges while in the

discharge of their duty, or who shall at any time on the Exhibition grounds, use any in-

temptuous or abusive language to any Judge in consecjuence of any award made by mm,
shall forfeit his right to all premiums which have b . awarded to him. .Judges are parti-

cularly requested to immediately report any breach ol this rule.

Upon discovery of any fraud, deception, dishonest practice or mis-representation in the

preparation or ownership of an animal or article exhibited, which may have affected or

may have been intended to aff'ect the decision of the Judges, the Commi.'jsionera have

power to withhold all prizes awarded, and may also publish names of such persons should

they see fit.

Heavy fruits that sink in water, as plums, will be benefited by the

addition of from tiiree to five jier cent, of glycerine to make the liquid more

dense and to partly float the fruit. Stra.wlcrries may be kept in water-white

kerosene oil, for three or four months, (juite succe.ssfully. Keep in a dark, cool

place.
