"  PREFACE. 

In  the  Etymological  put  of  th.  work  the  resulu  of  th.  latest  philological  i««,rf, a«  presented,  though  necessarily  in  the  briefest  possible  way.  Each  woM  i,  ,r««l 
to  us  ongin,  whether  as  belongmg  to  the  oldest  known  form  of  Enghsh,  the  Anelo- Saxon  or  introduced  from  some  sister  Teutonic  speech,  as  the  Dutch,  or  bo^wed 
from  the  classical  tongues,  either  directly,  or  through  the  French.  Cognate  words  in other  languages,  though  not  in  the  direct  line  of  descent,  are  inserted,  especially  when 
hght  ,s  thereby  thrown  on  the  primary  sense  of  the  word.  In  thus  tmcing  words to  the,r  origin,  the  aim  has  been  to  show  that  the  study  of  language  is  one  of  the 
greatest  mterest,  that  every  word  has  a  life  of  its  own,  and  is  not  an  arbitrary  and meamngless  thing,  but  the  result  of  laws  of  historic  growth.  It  will  be  seen  also 
that  words  throw  no  little  light  on  the  history  of  the  men  tliat  formed  and  used 
them  ;  and  that  our  vast  and  complex  vocabulary  can  be  traced  to  a  few  roots expressing  the  simplest  ideas. 

In  this  department  full  advantage  has  been  taken  of  the  best  French  and  Geman 
works,  as  also  of  the  labours  of  the  new  English  school  of  philologists,  who  have  done 
so  much  durmg  the  last  twenty  years  to  promote  the  histiric  and  scientific  study  of  our own  language.
