It is required by law, that a Catalogue of the State

Library be published every five years. The Trustees, in

their Annual Report to the Legislature, dated January 9,

1845, after stating the imperfections of the one then in

use, recommended the suspension of the existing enact-

ment, so far as to enable them immediately to prepare

and issue a catalogue that should be more complete and

accurate.

The Legislature, as will be seen, acceded to their

wishes ; and, indeed, the necessity for such a proceeding

became still more imperative, when that body determined

to purchase the Warden Collection.

The Catalogue now published, has been compiled with

great labor, and an anxious desire to render it as perfect

as the nature of the work would permit.

The Law Catalogue, including the Law Books proper,

with their Classification, the Statute Law and State

Papers, has been prepared by John L. Tillinghast, the
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Librarian; and the Catalogue of Miscellaneous Books, with

their Classification, by George Wood, the late Assistant

Librarian. The labors of the latter have been peculiarly

arduous, from the necessity of arranging and incorporating

the books belonging to the Warden Library.

This Collection was printed at the expense of the British Go-

vernment, and under the direction and superintendence of com-

missioners appointed for the purpose by the Crown, in accord-

ance with the request coniained in an Address of the House of

Commons to the King, respecting the public Records of the

Kingdom.
In that Address, presented to the King (George the Third), on

the 11th of July, 1800, the House of Commons stated, that

they had taken into their consideration the state of the Public
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Records of the Kingdom, and the necessity of providing for

the better arrangement, preservation, and more convenient use

of the same. They represented that in several of the principal

offices, they had found the Public Records preserved with

great order and regularity, and, in some few, with a method

and care which were exemplary ; but that in many of the most

important offices, they were wholly unarranged, undescribed,

and unascertained : That some of them were exposed to era-

sure, alteration, and embezzlement, and others lodged in places

where they were daily perishing by damp, or incurring a con-

tinual risk of destruction by fire : That a period of nearly

seventy years had elapsed since the last general Parliamentary

inquiry upon this subject ; and during that interval of lime,

the change which had taken place in the language and written

character of judicial proceedings, as well as the large accumu-
lation of materials, which had been progressively superadded

in every department, had increased the difficulties of methodi-

zing the several repositories, or applying their contents to pur-

poses of practical use.

After adverting to the printing of Domesday-Book and the Rolls

of Parliament, in pursuance of the suggestions of their pre-

decessors, the House submitted to His Majesty's wisdom their

desire of extending the same measure to other ancient and
valuable monuments of their history, laws, and government

;

and they besought His Majesty to give such directions as he

should think fit for the better preservation, arrangement, and

more convenient use of the Public Records of the Kingdom.
On the 17th of July, 1800, the Chancellor of the Exchequer re-

ported to the House, that His Majesty had commanded him to

acquaint the House that he would give directions, as desired

by the said Address.

The First Record Commission was issued by King George III.,

on the 19th July, 1800, directed to the Duke of Portland,

Baron Grenville, Henry Dundas, Henry Addington, William
Pitt, Sir Richard Pepper Arden, Lord Frederick Campbell,
Sylvester 1 )ouglass, Sir John Mitford, Sir William Grant, Ro-
bert Dundas, and Charles Abbot, requiring and authorizing

them, and any three or more of them, to make diligent and
particular inquiry into the several matters in the Address of

the Commons particularized ; to cause persons in the public

offices to produce any documents in their custody ; to appoint

a clerk or secretary, and sub-commissioners, to be employed
in the premises, to regidate the public documents, to cause

them to be bound and secured, to make calendars, and indexes,

&c., to superintend the printing, and to be removable at the

pleasure of the commissioners, who were to certify as to their

compensation, &c. And the commissioners were required to

make yearly reports of their proceedings, on or before the 25th
day of March, in each and every year.

On the 23d May, 1806, a /Second Record Commission was issued

(2408)
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by King George III., directed to Baron Grenville, Earl Spen-
cer, Charles James Fox, William Windham, Charles Abbot,
Sir William Grant, Henry Erskine, Viscount Sidmouth, Lord
Frederick Campbell, Baron Glenbervie, Baron Redesdale, The
Lord Bishop of Oxford, Charles Bathurst, William Wickham,
and Nathaniel Bond; reciting the former proceedings, and
that considerable progress had been made under the former
commission, but that some of the persons named in that com-
mission had since died, or had become less able to attend to

the duties thereby required of them, &c., and that it was ex-
pedient to appoint others in their place, and also to increase
the number of commissioners, &;c. By this commission the
like powers were given, and the like duties imposed, as in the
First Record Commission.

The Third Record Commission was issued by George, Prince
Regent, on the 25th of June, 1817, directed to the Earl of
Liverpool, Viscount Sidmouth, Viscount Casilereagh, Earl
Bathurst, Charles Manners Sutton, Sir William Grant, Alex-
ander Maconochie, Viscount Sidmouth, Archibald Colquhoun,
The Lord Bishop of London, Lord Glenbervie, Lord Redes-
dale, Lord Colchester, Charles Bathurst, William Wickham,
and Nathaniel Bond, with similar powers, and imposing similar

duties, as were given to, and imposed upon their predecessors.

IV., on the 18th of June, 1821, directed to the Earl of Liver-

On them Were founded all grants of Wardship of Body and
Marriage ; Liveries of Lands ; Pardons of Intrusion ; Pardons
and Licenses of Alienation, dtc, in virtue of the Tenures in

Capite. They are the best evidences of the Descent of

Families, and of the Transfer and Possession of Property du-
ring the period they embrace. Numerous family settleiiients,

deeds, wills, leases, and other instruments relating to property
in Ireland, are set out at full, or copiously recited ; and of the

greater number of these there are, at present, no other traces

to be found.

The Inquisitions on Attainder were generally taken under Com-
missions directed to Commissioners in the several counties,

and shew whether any person was attainted ; in which case
his Lands and other Property, which were also found, were
seised into the King's hands.

These important documents have suffered much injury from time
and neglect ; but have been carefully arranged, cleansed, and
placed in portfolios, by order of His Majesty's Commissioners
on the Public Records ; a process which will tend to secure
their future preservation.

STATE LIBRARY.

LAWS OF THE STATE.

Revised Statutes, Vol. I., Part I., Chap. IX., Title 8, Sect. 6. It

shall be the duty of the Trustees to provide, in their regulations, that

any member of the Senate or Assembly, during the Session of the Le-
gislature, or during the sitting of the Court for the Correction of
Errors, or of the Senate only, shall be permitted, under proper restric-

tions, forfeitures and penalties, to take to his boarding-house, or pri-

vate room, any book belonging to the Library, except such books as
the Trustees shall determine are necessary alv?ays to be kept in the
Library, as books of reference ; but no member of the Legislature

shall be permitted to take or detain from the Library, more than two
volumes at any one time.

Ibid. Sect. 7. Before the President of the Senate, or the Speaker of

the Assembly, shall grant to any member a certificate of the time of

his attendance, he shall be satisfied that such member has returned all

books taken out of the Library by him, and has settled all accounts for

fines, for injuring such books, or otherwise.

Act of May, 1844, Sect. 5. The State Library shall be kept open
every day in the year, Sundays excepted, during such hours in each

day as the Trustees of the said Library may direct.

Ibid. Sect. 6. The Librarian shall be constant in his personal atten-

dance upon the Library, during the, hours it shall be directed to be

kept open, and shall perform such other duties as may be imposed by
law, or by the rules and regulations which may be prescribed by the

said Trustees. He may appoint some person of a suitable age, and

having proper qualifications for the situation, as his assistant ; but such
appointment shall be submitted to the Trustees for their approval, and
shall not be efiTectual without such approval.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE TRUSTEES.

L During the session of the Legislature, or of the Senate only, and

during the sitting of the Court of Errors, or of the Court of Chancery,

or of the Supreme Court, in the Capitol, the Library shall be open

from the hour of nine in the morning until the hour of nine in the eve-

ning, and on all other days, (Sundays excepted,) from 9 A. M. to 4

P.M. On Christmas, New-Year, and other holidays, the rooms shall

be kept open only one hour in the morning, from 9 to 10 A. M.
IL It shall be the duty of the Librarian and Assistant Librarian to

keep the Library rooms clean, neat, and in good order ; carefully to

preserve the books, maps, charts, engravings, medals and furniture

;

and to suffer none of them to be taken out of the Library, unless as

expressly authorised by these regulations. The Librarian will be held

accountable for the full value of every book that is missing, and for

every injury which a book, map or chart may receive while he is in

office, except such as may be sustained by ordinary use ; and he will

be relieved from such accountability, only by showing that some other

person is responsible for such book or injury, without any fault of the

Librarian. Whenever the Library is open, he shall attend the same,

and shall on no account suffer any volume to be taken from the Li-

brary room, without first entering in a book to be provided by him, the

the name of the person taking the same, and the title of the volume.
For every instance of a violation of this rule, the Librarian shall for-

feit one dollar, to be deducted from his salary.

III. It shall be the duty of the Librarian to preserve order, and to

prevent smoking in the Library rooms. He shall also exclude, if ne-

cessary, any disorderly person. No talking, that the Librarian shall

deem incompatible with quiet reading or copying, shall be permitted.

Visitors are also requested not to seat themselves near the book
shelves.

IV. Any member of the Legislature, during its session, or during
the sitting of the Court of Errors, or of the Senate only, may take to

his boarding-house or private room, any book belonging to the Library,
other than those hereinafter particularly specified, under the restric-

tions, penalties, and forfeitures following :

No book can be taken out, until its delivery has been en-
tered by the Librarian.

2. Not more than two books can be taken out at a time.
3. No book can be detained more than one week ; but the

borrower may, after returning it, again take it out, unless some
other member of the Legislature has in the mean time made
application for it ; in which case, such applicant shall have the
preference in the use of the said book ; and when there are
several applicants, the preference shall be according to the pri-
ority of their applications.
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4. A fine of twenty cents shall be imposed for every day's

detention beyond the week above specified, and collected by the

Librarian.

5. If a book is lost or destroyed, or so much injured that the

whole of it cannot be read, the borrower shall be charged the full

value of the volume, and one-third of such value in addition

;

and if it belongs to a set of volumes, he shall be charged the

value of the whole set, and one-third of such value in addition.

6. For any injury to a book subsequent to its being taken out,

and previous to its return, a fine shall be imposed on the bor-

rower, equal to its injury, to be determined by the Librarian, with

the addition of thirty-three per cent.

7. Whenever a fine shall be imposed, or any charge made
against the borrower of a book, he shall be immediately notified

thereof by the Librarian. An appeal from such fine or charge

may be made to the Library Committee.
V. No map, chart, print, engraving, or medal, or books of maps,

charts, prints, or engravings, can be taken out of the Library room,

nor the following books : Lexicons, Dictionaries, or Cyclopedias

;

Niles' Register, or any files of Newspapers ; Wilson's Ornithology

;

Audubon's Birds of America, or his American Ornithological Bio-

graphy ; the Album Cosmopolite ; Wilkes' Exploring Expedition, the

4to edition; Denton's History of New-York, 1670; Elliot's Indian

Bible, 1680 ; Audubon's Quadrupeds, together with such other works
as may from time to time be specified, according to a signed list, to

be left with the Librarian ; except that, during the session of the Le-

gislature, or of the Court for the Correction of Errors, any member
thereof may take to any room in the Capitol, any Lexicon, Dictionary,

or Cyclopedia, Niles' Register, or any files of Newspapers, to be

returned on the same day.

VI. The Trustees hereby declare, agreeably to the provisions of

the Revised Statutes, that the Law Library, in its most extensive

sense, comprehends such books of reference, as should always be

kept in it ; but during the session of the Legislature, of the Senate,
,

of the Court for the Correction of Errors, and of any Court held in

the Capitol, law books may be taken from the Library to any room in

the Capitol, to be returned on the same day. The Librarian shall

previously charge each person so taking, with the book or books ; and

a fine of fifty cents shall be imposed for each day's detention beyond

the above time. The regulations above ordained, as to loss, injury,

or damage of books, shall apply in the present case.

VII. No books belonging to the Law Library are to be taken to

the Miscellaneous Library, to be read ; nor are books, maps, charts,

or prints, belonging to the Miscellaneous Library, to be taken to the

Law Library, to be read or examined.

VIII. Three days previous to the day fixed for the adjournment of

any session of the Legislature, or of any sitting of the Court for the

Correction of Errors, or of the Senate, shall be fixed, the Librarian

shall immediately address a note to each member of the Legislature
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having any book belonging to the Library, requesting the return

thereof within twenty-four hours.

IX. After the expiration of the said ,twenty-four hours, the Libra-

rian shall imnnediately make out a list of the members of each house

of the Legislature, who have omitted to return any books belonging

to the Library, specifying the volumes retained by each, ^ijd a list of

those, upon whom any fines have been imposed, remaining unpaid,

or against whom any charges for the loss of books exist, stating such

fines or charges ; which list shall be alphabetically arranged* accord-

ing to the names of the respective members, and shall be ceijtified to

be correct. To the President of the Senate, the Librarian sfj^ll forth-

with deliver the list relating to that body ; and the list containing the

names of the members of the Assembly, he shall forthwith deliver to

the Speaker ; and upon each list shall be written a copy of Seer 7,

Title 8, Chap. 9, Part L of the Revised Statutes.

X. Twenty days before the opening of any annual session of the

Legislature, the Librarian shall report in writing to the Trustees the

title of every book, map, chart, print, or engraving, missing from the

Library, since ihe catalogue of the previous year was made out, or if

no such catalogue has been made, since the date of said Librarian's

last Annual Report to the Trustees ; together with the name or names
of the persons who appear, from the entries of the Librarian, to have

borrowed or detained the same, to the end that such list may be sub-

mitted to the Legislature by the Trustees.

XI. These regulations shall be conspicuously posted and hung in

frames in the Library, and the other rooms of the Capitol.
