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SOCIO-ECONOMIC REVIEW OF BHATtNDA DISTRICT 

Physical Features:—The district does not have .any striking 
natural features. It is an aluvial plain and the land in the greater 
part of the district is sandy. Major varieties of soil in the district 
are clay-loam, lo&m, sandyloam, sandy and sand dumes! There is 
no major river flowing in the district. However, the Ghaggar 
runs through the southern strip of Mansa Tehsil and then averts into 
Hissar district where it is known as ‘Nab’ The district falls in the 
south-dty region of Punjab and its weather is greatly influ¬ 
enced by the sand and dust storms of Rajasthan desert. The d istrict 
has a very hot summer. Mild rainy season and dry but bracing winter. 

2. Administrative set-up.—Bhatinda consists of 3 Sub-Divisions, 
3 Tehsils and 4 Sub-Tehsils. There are 11 towns, 518 inhabited and 10 
uninhabited villages covered by 9 Community Development 
Blocks. 

3. Area and Population:--Total area of the district is 5,551 square 
kilometres with an estimated population of 10.87 lakhs (mid -year 
estimate) in 1973-74, whereas it was 10.25 lakhs according to 1971 
census. According to Census of India , 1971, the density of population 
works out to 185 per square kilometre as against 269 of the State 
as a whole. 82 percent of the total population resides in rural area 
as against 76% in the case of the State. The number of female per 
thousand of male was 851 in the district while it was 865 in the State 
as a whole . There were 1,54,301 occupied residential houses and the 
number of persons per occupied census house was 7. The ratio of 
workers was 30.9— of the total population as against 28.9% in case of 
State. Scheduled castes as percentage of total population were 
25.8 as against 24 -7 in the State. 

4. Agriculture:— 

(a) Land Utilisation:—Classification of the area of the district 
according to 1973-74 figures reveals that out of 553.6 thousand hectare 
of geographical area, net area sown accounts for 511.2 thousand hecta¬ 
res (i.e. 92.3 per cent); Forest 5.3 thousand hectares (i.e. 1.0%); current 
fallows 1.1 thousand hectares (i.e. 0.2 per cent); and land not available 
for cultivation is 36.0 thousand hectares (i.e. 6.5 per cent). Total 
cropped area (692.8 thousand ) is 135.5 per cent of the net sown area, 

(b) Irrigation:—67.6 per cent of the net area sown of the district 
is under irrigation as compared to 72.4 percent in respect of 
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the State. Canals irrigate more than 75 per cent and the wells irrigate 
the remaining 25 per cent of the total irrigated area. 

(c) Cropping Pattern:—Three systems of cropping arc in vogue: 
Dofasli Harsala. Dofasli Dpsala and Ekfasli Harsala. Mixed crops 
are quite familiar particluarly in “BARANF’ tracts to provide 
against the uncertainty of weather 

Among foodgrains, wheat and bajra are the important crops and 
barley, jowar, maize and rice are the other cereals cultivated in t£e 
district. Among pulses grown in the district are gram, mash, moong, 
moth and masSar. Cotton (both American and Desi) is the most 
important commercial crop of the district. In 1973-74, 58.1 per cent 
of the total cropped area was under food grains (Cereals and Pulses). 
7.6 per cent under oilseeds and 18.9 per cent under cotton. The study with 
the previous few years reveals that the area under cotton and oilseeds 
is increasing and that under sugarcane is decreasing in the district. 
It was noted that 26.2 per cent of the total cropped area was double 
cropped during 1973-74. 

(d) Yields:—An idea of the yields per hectare of the principal 
crops in the district vis-a-vis the State can be had from the following

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5. Marketing:-There are ten regulated markets in the district. 
On an average a regulated market covers 52 villages and an area of 
555 Sq. Km. 

6. Co-operation:--There were 1,297 co-operatJAe societies with 
the membership of 1.35 lakhs in 1973-74 . Out of these 643 were agri¬ 
cultural credit service societies with a membership of 85 thousand. 
These societies covered 48 per cent of the rural, population as against 
88% in the State. The total, working capita] of these societies in 
1973-74 was 3.49 crores. These societies advance Rs. 3.23 crores 
as loans during 1973-74 which works out to Rs. 380 per member as 
against Rs. 379 for the State. At the close of the year Rs. 2.0 crores 
were still outstanding against the members. 

There were 43 co-operative farming societies and 49 labour and 
construction societies with the membership of 991 and 3,686, respectively 
in 1973-74. 

7. Animal Husbandry:—There were 21 veterinary hospital 
and 28 permanent outlying dispensaries in the district in 1973-74 
There were 9.5 institutions per hundred inhabited villages and 0.9 per 100 
square kilometers as against 4.4 and 1.6 in case of Punjab respectively. 
On an average an institution served about 16 thousand livestock. It 
is almost equal to the State as a whole. There were two artificial 
insemination centres in the district on 31st March, 1974. 

8. Roads:—In 1973-74, the length of metalled roads was 1,673 
kilometres and those of un-mctallcd 298 kilometres. There were 
30 kilometres of metalled roads and 5 kilometres of un-mctalled 
roads per 100 square kilometre of area. 

9. Electricity:—Over all 33.6 per cent of villages (i.e. 174 villages) 
of the district were electrified on 31st March, 1974. The percentage 
of villages electrified in Bhatinda District is the lowest in Punjab. 

10. Industries:—From Industrial point of view Bhatinda District 
is not very much important in the State* It had only 137 registered 
working factories employing 1701 average number of workers There 
were 44 registered working factories of wood and cork (except furniture 
employing 119 average number of workers during the year 1973. 
Manufacture of machinery , basic metals, chemical products, electrical 
machinery apparatus and apUances and printing, publishing and allied 
works and cotton ginning and pressing were the other industrial products 
of the district. 
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11- Education:—According to 1971-Census figures the literate 
persons formed 22.4 per cent of the total population in the district as 
against 33.7 per cent of the State. There were 8 colleges, 103 high/higher 
secondary schools, 70 middle schools and 415 primary schools in the 
district as on 15th May, 1974. There was one educational institution 
for every 1,823 persons in the district in 1973-74. 

12- Medical and Health:—40 Hospitals and dispensaries with 330 
beds were serving the rural and urban areas of the district in 1973. 
In 1972, Population served per institution, per bed and per doctor was 
25,780; 3,300 and 6,020 in the district as against 23,564; 1,381 and 2,514 
in case of Punjab, respectively. This shows that the district has 
poor medical facilities than the State as a whole.
