HAVANA, Cuba, December 15. Some of tbe most
seiisutiiinnl racing of the present meeting was
witnessed at Oriental Park today. The finish in
nearly every race- - was so close that the public
had to wait for word from the judges before they
were tmre of the winners.

Fine weather and the track In the best of condi-

tion it lias been since the opening of the meeting
served to bring out a big crowd, of racing en-

thusiasts.
The biggest disappointment of the afternoon was

the defeat of the overwhelming choice Atta Boy
II. in the fourth race. The Goldblatt colorbearer
was only beaten a nose, and appeared to tire just
when victory seemed assured.

T. Hodge's Short Grass .colt Cabin Crook scored
bis second consecutive victory of the meeting when
he defeated Kama anil Willow Tree in a hair-raisi- ng

finish in the inaugural dasli of the after-
noon. The proverbial blanket would have .covered
tbe first four horses at the end, and the winner
was in doubt until the official placing was an-

nounced;.
Williams Bros.' three-year-ol- d filly Military Girl

was an odds-o- ri choice, in the second race and she
ontrl Twa,?lrer(-KmeirtJr'Trin!iing-tiJi-tIeawa- y by --a
wide margin.

Another' thrilling finish came in the third race
when Slippery Silver, Red and Kewessa finished in
tbe order named with the smallest of margins
separating tliem at the end. As-- in the first race

' it required the official placing to determine the
winner.

Again in the fifth race tbe spectators were
brought to their feet when W. Crump got The Blue
Duke up just in time to snatch a nose victory from
Black. Prince after the latter appeared the winner
entering the stretch. The Belgian II. was third
right on the heels of the first two.

Jockey F. Weiner. who rode here last year, has
just returned from New York and will ride for C.
K. Moore's stable during the remainder of the meet-
ing. Weiner rode well on New York tracks and is
rated as one of the topnotchers and is under con-

tract to ride next year for the Greentree stable,
owned by Mrs. Harry Payne Whitney.

FIZER FAILS HIS FOLLOWERS

Jefferson Park Racing Conducted Under More

Favorable Weather and Track Conditions.

NEW ORLEANS, La., December 15. The fre-

quently disappointing Fizer again figured in an un-

expected failure and this time caused consternation
in the ranks of followers by his failure to land a
portion of the purse in which he was made an out-

standing favorite. He started with four others in
the mile and a sixteenth purse, featuring a some-
what ordinary .program and had no shadow of an
excuse for his poor race. The purse went to The
Wit, which led from the start and at the end was
easing up five lengths in advance of Summer Sigh,
Chief following the pair a considerable distance in
the rear and far in front of Fizer. The latter was
fairly well up for three-quarter- s, but when ridden
hard dropped completely out of contention.

Cool but clear weather was again present, but
tlio track continued dull, with the inner half firm,
but the outer portion rough and lumpy. The small
fields, however, enabled fairly good footing to be
hail for all. as the racing was mostly on the strip
closest to the inner rail.

Several close finishes again developed, the one in
the fourth race being particularly thrilling, with
the resurrected Roscoo Goose the winner by a noso
from Murphy. Both racers were driving to the
limit all during the stretch, both being noted non-staye- rs

it resolved itself into a question of which
would crack first, but they stood punishment reso-

lutely, with Roscoe Goose just getting home in ad-

vance by a narrow margin. Toe the Mark, an in-

tended "good thing," landed third.

STA YER EXTERMINATOR'S DEEDS I

HIS DEVELOPMENT FROM A MODERATE TWO-YEAR-O- LD
I

INTO A KENTUCKY DERBY WINNER AND
SUPERIOR LONG-DISTAN- CE RACE HORSE

Exterminator justly .holds high rank among the best horses of the present day. Speedy, honest,
always ready on fast tracks or muddy tracks, and a stayer of the old-fashion- ed kind, lie is the type of
horse to delight the heart of any true lover of' the thoroughbred. He is the best horse McGee has sent
to the races, and unlike his daddy is an especially good mud runner. McGee was an excessively fast
horse in his racing career over the western tracks, but could not run well in deep going. The ability of
Exterminator in that respect was probably derived from his dam and her family in general.

As a two-year-o- ld Exterminator was not raced much and attracted no great amount of notice. His
dfbnt was attended with success. It was in a three-quarte- rs dash for maiden two-year-ol- ds at Latoniu
June 30, 1917. This he won easily in 1:14, but beat nothing-o- f much subsequent account in racing.
At Windsor July 4 he ran fourth to Jack Hare Jr.," High Cost and Viva America at five-eight- hs in 1:01.
At the same track July 17 he won at five and a half furlongs over a heavy track in 1:13, defeating Fern
Handley. Lady Eileen and three others. At Kenilwortii July 2(5 he ran unplaced to Miss Bryu, Own '

Roe O'Neil and Salvestra at five and a half furlongs in 1:07. He was fourth, witli seven more behind .

him. That was all for that year, and his record did not even faintly suggest a future Kentucky Derby
winner and a --great cup horse. '

Sun Briar was the leading two-year-o- ld of 1017 and, being entered in the Kentucky Derby of 191S,
was taken to Louisville to be trained for that much coveted race. For a time glowing reports came '

from Louisville heralding his line appearance, improvement through winter growth and good way of
going in his work. Later on the tenor of reports concerning the progress in training of this favorite
cliaugcd in tone. He answered some questions put to him so poorly that his owner and trainer were
legretfully forced to the conclusion that if they were to win the Kentucky Derby it would have to be '

with some other horse than Sun Briar. What special providence directed their attention to Exterminator !

hns never been authentically disclosed, but when it was finally made public that Mr. Kilmer had pur-ciase- d

him for the reported price of $15,000 the transaction attracted iio great attention, the general
impression leing that he had been bought as a helper of Sun Briar in training and in the big race.
However, when the day of its running arrived Sun Briar was an absentee and Exterminator, with "Big .

Bill" Kuapp in the saddle, was the Kilmer reliance.- - War Cloud was the favorite, while Exterminator
vas the absolute outsider in the betting, his $1! inutuel tickets returning $01,120. This did not prevent
him from shocking the big crowd1 present in winning by a length from Eseoba over a, muddy track, with
the filly Viva America third. When the smoke cleared away it was assumed that his victory was
somewhat flilky and due mainly to his --being a superlative mud runner. Something of this reputation
hung to him until in the Carrollton Handicap, at Laurel in the fall he defeated such fast ones as.

running thecfirst?mile In 1:38. This race was convincing and it revealed him in the guise of an
extremely speedy horse, as well as a notable mud runner. He wound up his three-year-ol- d campaign by
a display of versatility in winning the Latonia Cup at two miles and a quarter over a heavy track and

(

the Thanksgiving Handicap at the shorter distance of a mile and a sixteenth a few days later.
In 1919 Exterminator fully upheld his reputation of being a horse to be relied upon to do his best

ul any and all times. Having earned the distinction of being rated in the high weights of the handicap
division, it follows that he met his reverses, but as a rule he was found battling out the finishes
gallantly. On the other hand-- , he scored his triumphs, the most notable probably being when he defeated
Snm HUdreth's great colt Purchase- - in the Saratoga Cup at a mile and three-quarter- s. Purchase went to
the post a l-to- -3 favorite and carried 110 pounds, Exterminator having up 120. He took the lead
quickly, made the pace fast all the way and tied the track record when he won by a length and a half
In 2:58. One of his adventures that did not turn out well was a trip west to Latonia to essay the cap-tyr- e

of the Latonia Cup for the second time. It chanced that Be Frank had come west to run In that
same race, and he performed his task so well that at the end of its two miles and a" quarter he was two
lengths in front of Exterminator, with Legal a bad third. However, Exterminator made amends for that
disaster when he won the Pimlico Cup at the same distance and gave Koyce Rools and Woodtrap an easy
beating.

With the mighty Man o' War setting the turf world ablaze with his marvelous achievements, there
appeared remote chance of any other horse to bask in the spotlight of public favor during the racing of
1920. But the gallant Exterminator was not to be denied his place in the sun, and before he was retired
for the winter his praises were sung far and wide. This wonderful gelding set the seal to his fame by a
succession of superlative performonces seldom witnessed on a race course. Starting in seventeen races,
he won ten of them, six consecutively, and was only unplaced twice. He not only upheld but further
enhanced his reputation as a stayer and superior weight carrier. He won five cup races this year, the
Saratoga and Pimlico for the second year in succession, and probably, has won more cup races than any
other horse in the history of the American turf. In winning the Saratoga Cup and the Autumn Gold Cup,
Exterminator gained more laurels by establishing new American time records for one and three-quarte- rs

.miles and two miles respectively. Incidentally in winning the sum of $52,405 during the racing of 1920,
Exterminator earned inclusion in the select list of American horses that have won $100,000 or more dur-
ing their racing careers.

Its General Make-u- p and Best

Branches Sketched by Expert.

Brown Bess by Camel, Phryne,

Midia and Juniper Mare

Considered Best.

(BY EXIL"E.)

A wonderful family is No. 3 of the Bruce Lowe
groups. It is the best of all of them. It Is famous
for the excellence of its members as sires, race
horses and brood mares and also for the number
of its good producing branches.

Just which particular branch is best is a matter
of conjecture. When asked the question the. mind,
as a usual tiling, instantly fixes on the Pocahontas
branch, for Pocaliontas was the dam of Stockwell,
Rataplan and King Tom, and also many good
producing daughters from which have come many
of the most influential horses of this and other
lands. But of late years these Pocahontas horses
have not appeared with that same regularity which
was once the case and one is moved to ask, "What
is the mutter with Pocahontas '!" To what can this
be due but to inbreeding, to following the fashion
of doubling up Stockwell, Rataplan and King
Tom until this at last has brought about retro-
gression. Stalwart was the last good Pocahontas
horse in this country and the Grand Prix winner
Kizil Kourgan the best Pocahontas in recent times
in Franc- e- Clover and Clamart were- - also good,
Tbut come to think of if, It is a long time since
they had a good Pocahontas horse in England. To
what can this be due if not to inbreeding? The
question now comes up, Does the same fate await
St. Simon? Follow the fashion as you will, breed
for nothing but immediate race course success, and
you do so witli the absolute understanding that this
in the end will bring about disaster.

Here are a few of the best producing branches
of the two True Blues family:

The Diree by Partisan branch is good, as the
family of the Frenchmen Vermouth and Vertugardin
of the successful sire Bay Ronald and the Oaks
winner Cheery Lass.

Members of the Poteen by Young Blncklock
branch, such as Richmond and Wallace, proved
most potent as sires in Australia. Poteen's half
sister Foinuella bred Plum Pudding and both of
these trace to Biggotini, by Thunderbolt, which is
ancestress of Melton's sire. Master Klldare.

The strongest and best branch of the No. 3 fam-
ily at the present I take to be the Brown Bess, by
Camel. To Brown Bess trace such as Musket,
Knowsley, La Fleche, her sister Memoir, the Aus-
tralian stud success Grafton, Sain, Swynford's
sire John o' Gaunt, that good race filly Endurance
by Right, the Kentucky Oaks winner Sunbonnet and
the three-tim- e leading sire Polymclus. Brown Bess
best daughters, both "of them unnamed, the one by
West Australian and the other by Young Mel-
bourne, each founded good producing lines of their
own and both of the sires of these unnamed mares
are of Melbourne -- Matchem descent, and it was the
fact of so many of these foundation mares being
of Matchem and Herod descent which first drew my
attention to the good results which follow the
blending of the blood of Herod, Matchem and
Eclipse.

PHRYNE, MIDIA AND JUNIPER BRANCHES.
Phyrne, dam of Windhound and Elthiron, founded

a right good family of her' own and I am also
luite partial to the Mentmore Lass by Melbourne

branch, for this the family of the Oaks winner
Hannah and her descendants Favonius, Galeazzo
and Radium.

The Midia by Scutari branch is another of merit.
To Midia trace the savior of the Thormanby line
Atlantic, as well as King Eric, sire of Dick
Welles, Ort Wells and Prince Lief. To Fern by
Fernhill trace Ormondale, sire of Purchase. J. O.
Keene's Russian giant Irish Xad and; Marco, sire
of Omar Khayyam. King Ernest and the late
Mr. W. K. Vanderbilt's Grand Prix winner North-
east strain to Ernestine by Touchstone:- - Hybla
bred the Derby winner Kettledrum and the Oaks
winner Mincemeat, dam of many and Sweet Sound,
ancestress of Winifreda and this year's Latonia
Championship winner Cleopatra.

A really good No. 3 foundation mare is an un-
named daughter of Juniper, which is the dam of
Merope by Voltaire and Estelle by Brutandorf.
Estelle bred Picnic and Picnic the One Thousand
Guineas winner Mayonnaise, ancestress of Corrie
Roy, Highland Chief and any number of other good
horses. But the best and strongest branch of the
unnamed Juniper mare family is handed on by
way of Merope by Voltaire. Merope the dam of
Flying Duchess and Besika. Flying Duchess, dam
of Gulopin and Vex, to which latter trace Ex-
terminator's sire McGee, Dinnn Forget, The Tartar,
Bracelet and the Caulfield Cup winner Luvendo.
To Besika strain Eothen, sire of Ethclbert and
Requital. Constancy's sire Ambassador and his
brother, the recent importation Brown Prince.

The general producing excellence of all of the
branches of the No. 3 family is well brought out
in the case of Isinglass. Isinglass is .a member
of the Antelope by Whalebone branch. Neither
before nor since tiie dayN of Isinglass has any
really good winner and sire come from this branch
of tlio No. 3 family.

From the above it may readily be understood
that there Is safety in family No. 3 no matter
whether the quest be race horses, yearlings, sires
or brood mares. In No. 3 yon are safe, or at least
the odds are not against your success.

The most interesting No. 3 question now is. Can
Pocahontas come back or has inbreeding to her
proved finally fatal?
