The revelence of all this 
to th matter under discussion lies in the fact 
that the di-coveries made by modern research 
go to prove that the conclusions of modern 
thought become every day more and more 
justified, aud tend to cut the ground from 
under the feet of thuse who are bent upon 
enforcing universal acceptation of any one 
religion. Do not let us be misunderstvod. We 
huld that Christianity is capable of supplying, 
to the full, man's spiritual needs—i.e., practi= 
cal and not merely theoretical Christianity. 
Nor do we shrink trom giving these views a 
place iu the columns of a paper devoted to the 
every-day concerns of life, holding as we do 
that religion should be practised in daily life, 
aud not put on on Sunday merely to be taken 
off on Monday ‘morning and ignored during 
the week. But wien religion becumes asauciated 
with creed and dogina, and, in consequence, 
loses much of its vital furce ; when it comes to 
proselytising and insisting on the acceptance 
of these creeds and dogmas by all mankind as 
the necessary passport to eternal life and 
happiness, then, like some of the enlightened 
clergy ’of the preseut time, we part company 
with those who thus defioe the Divine purpose 
in the creation of man. 

We trust that we sre not about to witness 6 
determined attempt to establish” Christian 
missions amung the Mohamedans of Egypt, but 
we have no tear that Lord Cromer will mske 
the mistake ot encouraging the idea.
