usually finds the foundations of its power at 
home shaken. Thata nation may have civil 
war at home, and yet be successful in ite wars 
abroad, is proved by many instandes, among 
which may be reckoned both the Civil War 
or Great Rebellion in Englacd, and the wars of 
the French Revolution. But it has usually 
been the popular forces engaged in the do- 
mestic struggle against absolutism /which have 
been snecessful against foreign foes, for in such 
cases the domestic struggle has led to the 
triumph of the national principle, the source 
of strength- in conflict with the foreigner. 
The case ofan absolute Government suc- 
cessful both in repression at home and in 
aggression abroad is not so easy to find. At 
any rate, in-the battle which has now begun 
in the country between Mukden and Liao-yang 
the Russian Army is fighting to save the prin- 
ciple of absolutism in Russia, and to keep the 
yoke on the necks of the Russian people. The 
Japanese Army is fighting for the freedom of 
Japan, and its victory would contribute greatly 
to the freedom of the Russian people. Thus, as 
we have all along believed; Japan is in this war 
the representative of all that the Western 
World holds dear, and Russia is the champion 
of the Oriental conception of absolutiam. If the 
war is the conflict of Bast against West, it is 
Japan that in the spiritual, as distinctfrom the 
geographical, sense represents the West.

Lil. As to the advisability of broadening the 
gauge on the line trom Luxor to Assouan. 

IV. Whether the arrangement by which the 
Administration of the Kailways has beeu 
combined with that of the Port of Alexandria 
should now be modified, with any suggestions 
fur facilitating the commercial facilities of the 
Port. 

As the reference to us was couched in these 
somewhat general terms, we have, during our 

stay in Eyypt, taken such steps'as we could tu 
make ourselves acquaiuted, firstly, with the 
actual operation of the Government Railways 
as they exist. Fur this purpose we have tra- 
velled over every section of the State Lines 
open for pubiic traffic; we have visited all the 
principal stations ; we have had the advantage 
of meeting freyuentiy not only the Members 
of the Buard of Administration, but the UChiei 

Officers engaged in working the traffic, aud 
other Departweutal Officers, and we have in 
spected the priucipal Workshops uf the Locv- 
mutive aud other Departments, aud have visit 
ed the Port aud Quays of Alexandria. 

Secondiy, we have had the pleasure of div- 
cussing with various Uffivers of the Govern 
ment and others acquainted with Kyypt, tue 
methods of administration which have hitherto 
been forced upou the Governwent Railways, by 
the necessity of adhering to the terms of Luter- 
national ‘I'reaties, whereby the Railways have 
had to be worked at a fixed percentaye of re- 
ceipts, and have practically been subject tu 
many conditions alien tv the ordinary business 

of trausportation, differing indeed trom those 
of any other State or private railway with 
which we are acquainted. 

In reyard to puint 1 (a) of our -reference, 
viz : General Mavagemeut, we are unanimous 
in our opinion that the existing scheme of 
organisation is unsatisfactory, and that the 
present opportunity should be taken tu 
remodel it. | 

The nominal control of the State Railways 
of Egypt rests in a Board of three persons 
whose functions are not specially defined. They 
have neither the initiative which a commercial 
Board possess, siuce they cannot raise Vapital, 
nor the responsibility, as they have no share- 
holders to cunsider. Nor are they in an ordinary 
sense members of a Goverument Department, 
since all the profits which they may show have 
not hitherto been directly recdived | by the 
State. . 

‘The functions of the Board appear to be 
limited to the control of the operating staff, 
and to seeing that the Railways are worked at 
an agreed percentage, which has varied at 
different times from 33 to 54 per cent. They 
have also to control the Port of Alexandria and 
the ‘Telegraphs. 

It is enough to point out that the system 
of working at a percentage has proved so 
unsatisfactory that it has had to be twice 

changed, simply -because, had it not been 
changed and supplemented by special grants, 
the Railway must have fallen into ruin. It 
puts any Board which have té administer it 
int» a false position, because they cannot try 
any experiments, and often cannot face even 
necessary requirements for fear of falling below 
the Budget estimate, and though in many 
cases it might be profitable to run more traing 
or to lower rates, the Board cannot do it, be- 
cause the particular percentage of profit might: 
be only 20 or 30 per cent. instead of the definite 
figure to which they are bound. In a word 
has not been possible to work these railway 
on good commercial lines, and the :

| gestions carried through, or real economies’ 
effected, because of the iron chain of the per- 
ceutage arrangement. 

But the strongest argument which we can 
addice is that of practice. A capital account 
liux already forced itself upon the State for the 
acquisition of the Port Ssid and Assouan 
Lives, and, in our opinion, the time has come 

'| for capitalising the value of the State Railways 
as a whole; and using the figure of nominal 
dixicend upon such sum as the test of manage- 
ment, and thereby introducing a more com- 
mercial system into these Government Rail- 
ways. “< 

It would in our opinion be convenient that 
the same percentage should be adopted for old 
and new Capital on the State Railway, and we 
suggest 5 per cent as a fair figure which, tak 
ing the Net Revenue of 1903, viz. LE. 
1,063,793, as the basis, would put the present 
value of the lines open at about L.E.21.275,000/ 
bis Would make the accounts complete, would 
give the Executive a fair figure to work to,and 
would simplify the consideration of new works 
and extensions. 

Following upon this change, and in order to 
work the system on modern commercial lines, 
we think that one chief for the whole State 
Railway system should be appointed, having 
péwers analogous to those of a Managing Di- 
rector or General Manager in other countries, 
responsible for the State Railways and Tele- 
graphs, — and the Railways and Telegraphs 
alone,—in all their branches,to a State Council. 

Dourties oF Counci. 

Such State Council should be formed of at 
least tive Members, who might take general 

cognisance of all other transport agencies in 
the country. 

'he functions of such a Council should not 
be to interfere directly with the Executive, but 
Lo sanction expenditure, and to receive reports 
of the results of such expenditure,—in fact to 
be the watch dog of the Government vis-a-vis 
the Railways and other transport agencies. 

T’he Council need uot have frequent meet- 
ings, but merely enough to see that publicity 
in such matters as reports on accidents, or 
other questions of general interest in regard to 
the Kailways, was enfurced, and if necessary to 
discuss matters of policy with the Chief Officer. 

Duties OF GENERAL MANAGER. 
It would be the duty of the Chief Officer to 

see that a proper return for the capital expend- 
ed and to be expended was ensured, to super 
vise the whole of the executive staff, and to 
make recommendations with ee Pad new 
lines,

PLOUGHING TRIALS AT SHOUBRA. 
a 

The ploughing trials on Nubar Pasha’s 
estates at Shoubra on Friday. last attracted a 
considerable number of interested spectators, 
though the atteudance was not so large as 
would doubtless have been the case had more 
notice becn possible. ‘here was nothing in the 
nature cf a competitive trial, the various 
machines simply working as the owners pleased 
in variuus parts of the ground. Nubar Pasha’s 
engine, Which isa monument of perseverence 
aud ingenuity, was doing good work. Messrs. 
Aveling & Porter had a large traction engine 
hauling a cultivator behind, and Messrs. John 
Fowler & Co. a small compound traction engine 
hauling a balance plough, and # second engine 
with a cultivator. The Darby digger was shown 
in operation, and the Couper digger was also 
attracting attention. The American engine 
hauling a couple of toar-furrow ploughs was a 
source of interest, but the general opinion was 
that it was much too liable to breakdowns to 
be of much utility in native hands. Messrs. 
Maclaren & Co., ot Leeds, showed a ploughing 

tackle on the double engine system working a 
cultivator, which was examined with attention 
by many spectators until an accident occurred, 
which might easily have had fatal results, as 
the cultivator, on which two men were sitting, 
suddenly capsized in full career, fortunately 
throwing one man clear, but turning over on 
the other. Happily the engines were stopped 
at once, or the unfortunate man must have 
been seriously injured or possibly killed. The 
cultivator was righted and the bent portions 
removed, and it was ultimately got to work 
again, but the public evidently considered 
after such a performance that it was best 
watched from a distance.
