The stegmara and 
barges are already on the spot, and arrange- 
ments.bave beeu made with the Suez Canal. 
Company py which-:they will. connect: the 
Menzsleh Company’s channel with: -the Seez: 
Canal at Post Said. Farther, whan the channel : 
is continued to Damietta and ‘water c mam th i- 
cation opened up with the Nile, s clear and 
uninterrupted water-way wi'l be available from 
Port Said to Mansourah and the important 
centres of the eastern branch of the Nile, as 
well as the neighbouring cotton districts. In 
this enterprise the New Egyptian Company is, 
as we explained to you last year, largely inte- 
rested as promoter, and we hope in course of 
time that weshall reap the fall benefit cf our 
investment in this company, in connection with 
which so large an amount of work has been 
done. At Pert Said we thonght it well, in view 
of the good prospects of that port, to invest 
some money in certain town sites.
