THE COTTON FIRE 

WORK OF SALVAGING BEGUN. 

EXTENT OF DAMAGE. 

A meeting of all the agents of the insu- 
rance companies affected by the fire at the 
Preas «x-Choremi was held yesterday after- 
noon at the office’ of the Société de Prezsage 
et des Dépédtse. M. Charroy, the manager of 
the company and agent for three English in- 
surance companies affected, took the chair. He 
opened the proceedings with a detailed state- 
ment of the property. The meeting afterwards 
onanimously. decided to confer the fullest 
powers on the chairman in regard to the dis- 
posal of the property not damaged by the 
fire and also in reference to going on with the 
work of the press at the earliest possible oppor- 
tunity. 

This demonstration of confidence in the 
manager cf the Pressagé Company, ss shown 
by the meeting, ‘will greatly facilitate matters, 
and it reflects credit on the sgents of the inenr- 
ance companies, as such prompiness will 
tend to improve the salvage, which is a very 
important item under the circumstances. 

The companies bave authorised the Société 
de Pressage to draw twenty-five per cent. on 
the valoe insured, which is very liberal and 
pats the clients of the Pressage in a favourable 
position. 

The meeting next elected a committee of 
adjastment composed as follows: Messrs, 
Charroy, Percy Carver, Adolphe Stross, and 
Sevastoponlo. eee
