RELIGIOUS STAGNATION AT HOME, 
The religions Press and men who see the 

signs of the timés are rather despondent just 
now with regard to the stagnation of the 
Churches in England. Recently the “Christian 
World” declared that “the Churches, as at 
present.organised, are in a bavkwater. Mean- 
time the tide of the national life rolls irresist- 
ibly forward. The question for our religious 
leaders is as to how far their teaching and 
method coincide with that movement, or is 
opposed to it, The future of the Churches 
depends on the way that question is answered.” 

Referring to Mr. Meyer's recital to the 
Baptist Union of the experiences gained dari 
his recent tour amongst the churches of the 
denomination, the same paper says it ‘was of 
& somewhat mixed description. It was as full 
of lights and shadows as an April day. On the 
whole, the shadows seemed to i

The “Methodist Times” says : — “It is per- 
haps not altogether surprising that this year’s 
figures show signs of some reaction.

Whatever standpoint be adopted they 
represent a result incommensurate with the 
agencies of the Church. When we remember 
the immense organisations represented by our 
Sunday-schools, Guilds, Brotherhoods, and the 
like we ought to receive a large and steady 
increase year by year, Moreover, we ought not 
only to keep pace with the growth of the 
population, but to make great advances in the. 
effective evangelisation of the nation.” 

The English Presbyterian Church reports a 
membership of 85,775, an increase of only 540, 
a8 against an annual average increase of 1558 
during the last ten years, 

The “ChristianCommonwealth” declares that 
“The dearth of candidates for ordination in 
the Church of England, the unsatisfactory ca- 
libre. of the young men who enter the Non- 
conformist ministry, the small number of 
preachers of the Gospel who have a spiritual 
(not a merely political or social) message that 
arrests attention, the general decline in attend- 
ance at religious worship, to which may be 
added the high mortality among religious 
newspapers in both hemi in recent 
years, are a few of many indications of the 

istianity has for some 

time that Christian preachers took stock of 
‘their position, and ascertained precisely where 
they stand, what they believe, and what they 
have to offer 7” 

The Established Church, says the “Christian 
World,” according to its-published returns, 
has actually gone backward. At a ruridecanal 
conference at Chulmleigh, and reported by the 
“Standard,” Achdeacon Seymour referred with 
regret to the fact that church attendance in 
rural districts was becoming slack, owing to 
the shortage of labour on the farms. Farmers 
were not able to get as many men as they 
used to years ago, and the result was that 
they had to do more work themselves: on a 
Sunday. Mr, Cole, a farmer, said things were 
rather worse than this. The labourers would 
not work on Sundays, and it thus became © 
impossible for the farmers to attend church 
more than once on the Sabbath. This rather 
suggests the story of the cabman who, when 
asked by a lady whom he had just put down 
at the church door “ How do you spend your 
Sundays ?” replied—“ Driving the likes of 
you to church.” 

The Bishop of Stepney sees the need of 
action. At the London Diocesan Conference 
a few weeks ago he said :— ‘Whatever else 
the last general election showed, it made 
clear, for weal or woe, that the springs of 
public life were to be found for the future 
not in readers of the “Times”, but in those 
of the “Clarion”, the vast masses of our work- 
ing classes, so seldon “heard in such assem- 
blies as this. Not much could be done in, 
helping on the great moral and social questions 
of the day by sermons or legislation. They 
wanted a new idea of Church life and-cor- 
porate responsibility. They must translate 
into concrete fact in every parish -what they 
had taught in the pulpit. They talked much 
of the rights of the laity, but too few had 
an idea of rendering active service in the 
Church of their baptism. They had thought 
too much of machinery and too little’ of 
the men it was to influence. They wanted 
the creation of a Demos of the Church. 
They must appeal to the average manhood 
of the Church and seek their active ser- 
vice. That was the object of the Church of 
England Men’s Society.” 

Mr. Bernard Shaw is also among the pro- 
phets of gloom. Speaking to members of the 
National Art Collections Fund, in the rooms 
of the Society of. Antiquaries, he declared 
that “there was, he thought, more general 
recognition than there had been at almost 
any time in our history of the fact that 
art was really almost the only means of 
teaching the people. It was becoming con- 
spicuous that the Churches were losing their 
hold very largely on congregations, and that 
the theatre was beginning to compete with 
them. The aid of art would have to be 
obtained if the people were to be brought 
back to the Churches. It was through art 
that we were going to keep up the really 
great traditions which alone could constitute 
@ really permanent and stable society.”

The Tebtunis Papyri. 
The second part of the “Tebtunis Papyri,” 

edited by Dr. B. P. Grenfell and Dr. A. 8. 
Hunt, with the assistance of Prof. E J. 
Goodspeed, of Chicago, will be. published by 
Mr. Henry Frowde early next month. It deals 
with papyri found in the houses of Tebtunis, 
most of the documents belonging to the first 
three centuries of the Christian era, An im- 
portant literary fragment is that of the lost 
Greek original of Dictys Cretensis. 

Agricultural Labour in the Sudan. 

The Sudan Government has issued an 
order to the effect that landowners and others 
may further obtain special terms for the trans- 
port over Sudan Government Railways be- 
tween Halfa and Khartoom North for parties 
composed of not less than fifty adult persons 
who gfe being brought into the Sudan as 
pede labourers. Information regarding 
thesgespecial terms be obtained fiom the 
Diregtor of Railways to whom all applica- 
tgs’ for this privilege should be addressed. 
We ilo not definitely know what there 
special terms are. But we understand that 
they are very liberal, and it is hoped that 
they will be a boon to landowners, and 
others interested in the agricultural develop- 
ment. of the Sudan. 

Suez Canal Company. 

In a printed reply to Mr. Henniker Heaton, 
who asked for certain statistics relating to the 
Suez Canal, Sir E. Grey says :—‘The cost of 
construction of the Suez Canal up to December 
31, 1906, was £24,304,928 12s. 5d. The capital 
account of shares and loans amounted to

POSITION OF FOREIGN DIRECTORS. 

What is the exact position ofa Director of 
av English Company, who is not a British 
subject, but who has erred against the ‘statutory 
regulations of English Company Law? This is 
a question that has recently been asked by 
many shareholders in English companies in 
Egypt, and it is one which it is considerably 
easier to ask than to answer. 

For example according to English law, a 
Board of Directors who have authorised the 
payment of a dividend out of Capital, are 
personally liable to refund such money to the 
Company out of their own pockets, and can 
be compelled by action in the Courts to do so. 
But suppose this board is composed of two 
Englishmen and three members who do not 
ordinarily fall under the British jurisdiction. 
The Englishmen can undoubtedly be attacked 
in the English (that is the Consular) Court 
and will be dealt with there according to 
English law. But what of their three confréres 
who have been equally guilty? Can they too 
be summoned and compelled to pay by the 
British Consul. With the Capitulations still in 
force such proceedings might give rise to 
international complications and were the 
proceedings, as they quite easily might be, 
of a criminal nature, under the present 
régime no British Court would have the 
right to sit in judgment on any save 
a. British subject. The plaintiff or pro- 
secutor, as the case might be, would of 
course be of British nationality since it. would 
be the company suing in its corporate capacity : 
and according to the ordinary observances 
civil suits between people of mixed nationality 
come before the Mixed Tribunals. 

What law then would the Mixed Tribunals 
apply to the contravention of English Statute 
law. 

In the Code, by which proceedings ins the 
Mixed''Tribunal are or should be regulated, 
naturally none.of the complicated rules of the 
English Company Laws find a place but in 
Article 11 of the Civil Code occurs the follow- 
ing passage. “Where the law is silent insufi- 
cient or obscure the judge shall follow the 
principles of natural right and the rules of 
equity.” Now it might easily be contended by: 
the layman at least that at first sight the 
English Company law does not appear to bea 
law of natural right or a rule of equity, 
that is as understood in the French meaning 
of the word. j 

But on the other hand it ‘might well be 
argued that the Directors have signed the 
prospectus in accordance with English law, 
and have done other acts shewing their willing- 
ness to comply with English regulations and 
inso doing have held themselves 6ut to have 
some knowledge ofits broader principles. In 
short should the British Consul refuse to 
legislate ina case of the sort supposed, and 
should the matter be brought before the Mixed 
Tribunals the only reasonable legislation for 
the Tribunals to adopt appears to be that 
which the Directors virtually chose for them- 
selves by forming their Company under the 
“segis” of English Law. 

It seems in no way “a natural right or .a 
rule of equity” thata man should obtain all 
the benefit of such law and at the same time 
by a local technicality be enabled to rid him- 
self of all his obligations thereunder.

THE KHEDIVE. 

Early next week the Khedive will terminate 
his visit to Constantinople, and go to Kissin- 
gen, where he will remain six or eight weeks.

Accord- 
ing to Reuter’s telegram, the Khedive paid a 
visit yesterday to Sir Nicolas O’Connor, 
English Ambassador. 

ALEXANDRIA MUNICIPALITY. 

EXTRAORDINARY POLICY. 

It is to be hoped that the Ministry of the 
Interior will scrutinise the very curious pro- 
ceeding at yesterday’s meeting of the Alex- 
andria Municipal Commission. The Muni- 
cipality recently gained a law suit in’ refe- 
rence to a claims to some land at Clatby. 
Yesterday on the proposition of Padoa Bey the 
commission voted that three thousand pics of 
land at Chatby should be given to Osman Bey, 
an official of the Municipality, director of the 
Tanzim Service at Alexandria, as a reward for 
his services in the law suit. This gift represents 
a cash value of about £15,000. The land thus 
‘given away is public property and is situated 
at Chatby. Such an extraordinary system of 
granting away the property of the city to 
officials of the Municipality solely on the 
ground that the recipient did his duty deserves 
to be noted. It should form a very useful 
precedent for similar grants of publie property 
to the fortunate officials of the Municipality.

DENISHWAI REVIVED. 
_—— 

II. 
Further to our review of the 29th inst. we 

extract the following passages from Bernard 
Shaw’s “John Bull’s other Island” as examples 
of the superficialness and immoderate flippancy 
of his work :— 

Not only was there of course no jury at the 
trial, but considerably less than no defence. 
Barristers of sufficient standing to make it 
very undesirable forthem tooffend the Occupa- 
tion were instructed to “defend” the prisoners. 
Far from defending them they paid high com- 
pliments to the Occupation as one of the 
choicest benefits rained by heaven on their 
country, and appealed for mercy for their 
miserable clients, whose: conduct has caused 
the unanimous indignation of all Egyptians. 
“Clemency” they said “was above equity.” The 
tribunal in delivering judgment remarked that 
the counsel for the defence had a full hearing, 
nevertheless the defence broke down complete- 
ly, and all that their counsel could say on be- 
half of the prisoners practically amounted to 
an appeal to the mercy of the Court. 

Now the proper defence, if put forward, 
would probably have convinced Lord Cromer 
that nothing but the burning of the village 
and the crucifixion of all its inhabitants could 
preserve the British Empire. That defence was 
obvious enough : the village was invaded by 
5 armed foreigners who attempted for the 
second time to slaughter the villagers farming 
stock and carry it off ; in. resisting an attempt 
to disarm them four villagers had been wound- 
ed ; the villagers had lost their tempers and 
knocked the invaders about; and the older men 
and watchmen had finally rescued the ag- 
gressors and sent them back with no worse 
handling than they would have got anywhere 
for the like misconduct. 

Mr. Findlay is another interesting official 
correspondent of Sir Edward. Even after the 
trial at which it had been impossible to push 
the medical evidence further than to say, that 
the officer who died of sunstroke had been 
predisposed to it by the knocking about he 
had suffered, and by his flight under the Egyp- 
tian sun, while the officers who had remained 
defenceless in the hands ofthe villagers were in 
court alive and well. Mr. Findlay writes that 
the four hanged men were convicted of a brutal 
and premeditated murder and complains that 
the native press disregards the fact, and is 
being conducted with such an absolute dis- 
regard for truth as to make it evident that 
large sums of money have been expended. Mr. 
Findlay is also a bit of a philosopher. The Egyp- 
tian being a fatalist, he says, does not greatly 
fear death, and there is therefore much to be: 
said for flogging as a judicial punishment in 
Egypt. Logically, then thefour hanged men 
ought to have been flogged instead. But Mr. 
Findlay does not draw that conclusion. 
Logic is not his strong point: he is a 
man of feeling, and avery nervous one at that. 
“T do not believe that this brutal attack on 
British officers had anything. directly to do 
with political animosity.” 

It is however dne to the insubordinate 
spirit which has been sedulously fostered 
during the last year by unscrupulous and in- 
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terested agitators. Again it is my duty to | 
warn you of “the deplorable effect which is 
been produced in Egypt by the fact that 
mefnbers of parliament have seriously called 
in question the unanimous sentence passed by 
a legally constituted court, of which the best 
— and the best native judges were mem- 

rs 
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This fact will moreover supply the lever 
which has, up to the present: been lacking to 
the venal agitator who are at the head of the 
so-called patriotic party.” I find Mr. Findlay 
irresistible, so exquisitely does he give us the 
measure and flavor of officialism. A few days 
after the Denshawai affray some natives stoned 
and severely injured an irrigation inspector. 
Two days ago three natives knocked a soldier 
off his donkey and kicked him in the stomach: 
his injuries are serious. In the latter case 
theft appears to have been the motive. 
My object in mentioning these instances is 

to show the results to be expected if once respect 
for the law is shaken. Should the present state 
of things continue, and still more, should the 
agitation in this country find support at home, 
the date is not far distant when the necessity, 
will. arise for bringing i in a press law and for 
considerably increasing the army of Occupation. 
Just think of it! In a population of nearly 10 
millions, one irrigation inspector is stoned. The 
Denshawai executions are then carried out to 
make the law respected. 

The result is that three natives knock a 
soldier off his donkey and rob him. Thereupon 
Mr. Findlay, appalled at the bankruptey of 
civilization, sees nothing for it now but sappres- 
sion of the native newspapers and a considera- 
ble increase in the army of Occupation, and 
Lord Cromer writes “all I need say is that I 
concur generally in Mr. Findlay’s remarks, and 
that, had I remained in Egypt, I should in 
every respect have adopted the same course 
as that which he pursued.” 

In any case let no Englishman who is con- 
tent to leave Abdel Nebi and _his twenty year 
old neighbour in penal servitude for life, and 
to plume himself on the power to do it,pretend 
to be fit to govern either my country or his 
own. The responsibility cannot be confined 
to the tribunal and to the demoralized officials 
of the Occupation. 

The House of Commons had 24 hours clear 
notice, with the telegraph under the hand of 
Sir Edward Grey, to enable it to declare that 
England was acivilized power and would not 
stand these barbarous lashings and vindictive 
hangings. Yet Mr. Dillon, representing the 
Irish party, which well: knows what British 
Occupations and Findlay loyalism . mean, 
protested in vain. 

Sir Edward on behalf of the new liberal 
Government (still simmhering with virtuous’ 
indignation at the flogging of Chinamen‘and 
the military executions in South Africa in the 
forced presence of the victims under the late 
Imperialist Government, not only permitted 
and defended the Denshawai executions, but 
appealed to the House almost passionately not 
to criticise or repudiate them on the ground— 
how incredible it now appears—that Abdel- 
Nebi and Hassan Mahfouz and Darweesh and 
the rest were the fuglemen of a gigantic 
Moslem plot to rise against Christendom 
in the name of the prophet, and sweep 
Christendom out of Africa and Asia by 
a colossal second edition of the Indian Mutiny. 
That this idiotic romance, gross and ridiculous 
as the lies of Falstaff, should have imposed on 

any intelligent and politically experienced 
human being is strange enough—though the 
secret shame of revolted humanity will make 
cabinet ministers snatch at fantastic excuses— 
but’ what humanity will not forgive our 
foreign secretary for, is his failure to see that 
even if such a conspiracy. really existed, 
England should have faced it and fought it. 
bravely by honorable means, instead of wildly 
lashing and strangling a handful of poor 
peasants to scare Islam into terrified sub- 
mission. Were I abject enough to grant to Sir 
Edward Grey, as valid, that main asset of 
‘thinking Imperially” the conviction that we 
are all going to be murdered, I should still 
suggest to him that we can at least die like 
gentlemen? might 1 even be so personal as to 
say that the reason for giving him a social 
position and political opportunities that are 
denied to his tradesmen is that he is supposed 
to understand better than they that honour 
is worth its danger and its cost, and that life 
is worthless without honor? It is trne that 
Sir John Falstaff did not think so ; but Sir 
John is hardly a model for Sir Edward. Yet 
even Sir John would have had enough 
gumption to see that the Denshawai panic was 
more dangerous to the Empire than the loss ot 
ten pitched battles.

The Money Market. 

The anticipation that Egypt would require 
more gold has proved correct, and this week 
£175,000 has left the Bank for Alexandria. 
With the al improvement i in the financial 
position on your side, however, the fear of 
further héayy> withdrawals becomes more 
remote, until the cotton demand is on us. 

Gold is again being exported from America, 
but France has proved a very successful com- 
petitor for the bulk of this. This is due to the 
shrewd policy adopted by our neighbours of 
making advances during transit free of interest. 
The Bank ot England took a leaf out of the 
French book, and pursued this policy for a few 
days, and as a result managed to secure about 
£350,000, but on their cancelling offers to 
make advances, all subsequent engagement of 
gold was directed to Paris. 

Yesterday the sum of £500,000 in Indian 
gold was released at the Bank and added to the 
general reserve. This announcement caused 
an easing off in the discount market, and three 

| months’ fine bills, after being 33, relapsed to38. 
This week a large amount of cash has gone 

into the country to meet quarter-day require- 
ments, but the net influx from abroad of 
£229,000 has somewhat.counterbalanced this 
demand, with the result that the stock of coin 
and bullion onlyshows a shrinkage of £124,000. 
On the other hand the note circulation has 
expanded to the extent of £390,000, and the 
total reserve is down £514,000 at £24,784,000, 
which compares with £26,648,000 twelve 
months ago.

The failure 6f the Cassa di Sconto was looked 
upon as the climax of the trouble in Egypt, 
and the steady improvement in prices of 
Egyptian securities during thé past few days 
has been gratifying evidence of a returning 
spirit of confidence. When it is mentioned that 
National. Bank shares have been as low as 16 
and closed last night at 20%, it will be seen 
that the improvement has been real. 
Those - far-seeing investors who came in 

when priees were at rock-bottom levels are 
already finding themselves rewarded for their 
confidence in the future of these shares. As 
we have previously hinted “one never knows” 
but all the signs point toa continued i improve- 
ment all-round.
