FINANCIAL PROSPEOTS IN LONDON. 

Egypt depends so very much on London, as 
far as the money market is concerned, that 
any impartial view of the situation there, is 
of great interest tous. The following extract 
from ‘The Times” of the 28th October appears 
to be a peculiarly faithful picture. of pros- 
pects in London andas such deserves repro 
duction :-— 

“Apart from the American troubles, the per- 
sistently low level of the Paris cheque is a 
rather disturbing , feature, and well-informed 
advices from Paris point to the probability of 
ita permanence for the present, perliaps until 
the end of the quarter, On the other hand, 
the lateness of the cotton crop and a slackening 
in the demand for cotton in Lancashire are 
tending to postpone the withdrawal of sove- 
reigns to Egypt and also account for the slow- 
ness with which cotton bills come forward from 
thd United States. Trade also shows some 
sign of slackening in the provinces, and some 
bankers report a less eager demand for credit 
at their branches in the industrial centres. 
There is thus good reason to hope that if the 
demands and discomforts of the ourrent quar- 
ter can be surmoanted without serious strain, 
« period of more normal monetary conditions 
may be expected confidently. In fact, there 
is some jnstification for the view that after a 
long period of difficulty and readjustment a 
spell of decided ease may make its appearance. 
‘The shock to credit, and the crop of further 
disclosures which may be reckoned on with only 
tod much certainty, in the United States, will 
almost certainly tend to a severe restriction of 
financial operations.on the other side of the 
Atlantic. Much of the strain of the past 
two years has ‘been due to the fact thet 
New York was enabled, bythe assistance given 
to it too readily by London, to command 
London’s resources without applying London's 
skill and cantion in the handling of them.

EGYPT! AN _ FOSSILS. 

New York, Oct. 7. The American Musas 

of Natural History has just received from 

Egypt twenty-seven cases of rare fossils, about 
aix hundred specimens in all, comprising forms 

new to science, exceedingly valuable foasils of 

the ancestral elephant and of an extraordinary 

beast, the arsinoitherium, which is not closely 

related to any living form or any extinct group. 

It is conservatively estimated by geologists 

that these animals existed more than a million 

years ago,

CORN’ MILL FOR ALEXANDRIA 

A correspondent writes to the “‘Weatminster 
Gazette :” 

One of the factors contributing to the recent 
rapid advance in the cost of wheat in this 
country and the consequent increase in the 
price of bread has been the augmented supplies 
taken in recent years by China, Japan, an 

Egypt. The Eastern Empires are diverting a 
large part of the American crop which former- 
ly found its way*to this land. To Egypt large 
and continuously growing shipments of flour 
are made from this country, — 

Preliminary engagements have now been 
completed which will have.an important effect 
on the British milling trade, Wheat has in the. 
past been brought from Russia, milled in this 
country, and exported to Egypt. It has now 
been determine to erect a great milling-plant 
in the neighbourhood of Alexandria, at which | 

consignments of wheat from Russia will be 
dealt with as well as such supplies as are 
grown in Egypt. Egypuian wheat does not of 
itself contain the finest constituents of work- 
able flour, but mixed with that from other lands 
ia a valuable commodity, At present, in Egypt, 
there is no modern milling-plant. There are 
many of the primitive stone-mills which have 
come down from time immemorial, 

This new enterprise, to which reference is 

inade, will be on the most modern scale. The 
plant to be laid down will cost about halfa 
million. Work, it is anticipated, will com- 
mence early i in 1908, and before the close of the 
year it is expected to have the mill ranning. 

CATRO OPERA HOUSE:

CYPRUS NOTES. 

THE ADDRESS TO WINSTON 
CHURCHILL 

tne 

( From Our Owx Conanspoxpenr. ) 

Nicosia, October 24. . 

The addresses of, and replies to deputations. 
of the Elected members of the Legislative 
Couneil, both Moslem and Greek, received by 
Mr. Winston Churchill, when at Nicosia, have i 
been published for general information. __ 

The Moslem address contained the follow- 
ing ‘atriking. passages: “The non-attendance 
of the Moslem community at the ceremony 
of meeting and welcoming you, Sir, was due 
to the fact of their having been unable to 
reconcile with their national feelings their 
appearance among Greek flags. We absolutely 
repudiate the anion of the Island with Greece, 
and request that the delivering of speeches 
on the subject in places of official and high 
standing may be categorically prohibited,” 
The indulgence hitherto shown in such matters 

having increased the boldness of the Greeks, 
we are even at this moment hardly able to 
pass through the streets because of the shouts 
of “zeto” and the display of Greek flags.” 
“Neither do we want autonomy. We 
cularly desire that the conduct of public affairs 
should in any case be presided over by im- 
partial and just Englishmen. The granting of 
more extensive powers to the Legislative 
Council bin also dangerous for the futore, 
the p ation of the status quo is under all 
circumstances to be preferred.” “......the tran- 
quillity of the country being threatened by 
reason of this true state of things, it is ex- 
tremely necessary that British troops in suffi- 
cient numbers should be stationed in all parts 
of the Island as a means of inspiring the public 
with a feeling of security.” 

The Greek address was presented by the 
Bishop of Kitium. This, after a somewhat 
discursive and historical retrospect, and a 
declaration on the “national aspirations” and 
“political rights” ofthat portion of the com- 
munity, contained the following bold sug- 

gestions: I. That the Legislative Council 
should in fature consist exclusively of elected 
members. in proportion tothe population of 

the two predominant races of the Island, the 

Government being represented by the mem- 

bers of the ExecutiveCouncil (three in number) 

without voting power. 

2. That the Legislative Council should be 

accorded-full liberty in the management of the 

general interests of the Island—the power ot 
disallowance being reserved to the Crown. 

8. That a larger share in the Executive, 

Administrative and Judicial work of the 

Government should be entrusted to natives. 

A long statement upon the financial condi- 

tions of Cyprus then followed, in which the 

hardships of the Turkish Tribute were duly 

reviewed and enlarged upon in a glow of langu- 

age and wealth of words which, to an un- 

prejudiced reader, seem to resemble the cheap 
and flashy setting which detracts from rather 

than sets off the beauties of'a genuine stone. 

Mr. Churchill, in an effective reply, ex- 

pressed his inability to discern at present any 
way by which the influence and power of the 
Greek elected members could be increased 

which would not, in fact, involve a surrender 

of sovereignty and an inability, not only on the 

part of the British Government but also on 
that of the Moslem minority, to exercise any 

further influence. on the course of affairs. 

Referring to the question of union with Greece, 

Mr. Churchill spoke very clearly. “In these 

circumstances,” he said, “andin view of the 

considerations which I have put before you, it 

is the duty of Great Britain to remain in occupa 

tion of Cyprus, and I think it is my duty to 

say to yon that his Majesty’s Government 

cannot recognize that the time has come when 

the Island should be abandoned, or when any 

change in its political status should be effect- 

ed.” With reference to the tribate and the 

present experimental arrangement for 3 years 

for a grant-in-aid from the Home Government 

of £50,000 a year, Mr Churchill said “It is 

quite true that the new arrangement of the 

grant-in-aid is limited to a period of three 

years. But I daresay that when the time to 

reconsi(er it is reached, if the British Govern- 

men see encoyraging results from the new ar- 

rangement ae achieved, it will certainly 

not be alterd&l to the disadvantage of the 

Island.” 
High Commissioner's Report. 

The High Commissioner's annual report for 

1906-7, just issned, contains some interesting 

reading. 
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imports are the highest on record, and those 
for exports have been exceeded only on three 
occasions since the British occupation.

the pure dry, bracing air of the Cyprus pine 
forests, and the perfect climate and the 
beautiful scenery come asa revelation to the 
exhausted visitors trom Cairo, Alexandria, or 

Port Said.” 

Cotton-growing. 

Sir Alfred Jones (president’ of the British 

Cotton-Growing Association) has received the 
following letter from Mr. Churchill, M.-P. :— 

H.M.S. Venus, Port Said, October 14, 1907. 

My dear Sir Alfred Jones.—Cyprus seems to 
offer very considerable cotton possibilities, and 
I think the British Cotton-Growing Associa- 

tion should not overlook this field of enterprise. 
I enclose you a memo, which I have had pre- 
pared by the Director of Agriculture in Cyprus, 
and which should, I think, be published in our 

Lancashire papers. Yours sincerely, 
Wrixston 8. Crurestie. 

Cyprus produces “dry” and “‘wet” cotton, 

ie. non-irrigated and irrigated. The former is 
poor in quality and little renumerative, and is 

mostly used for local consumption. The latter 

kind is that chiefly exported. It ranks second 

on the Marseilles market, being placed next’ 

after the Egyptian variety “Jamel.” 
The following are the exports of raw cotton 

during the last six years :—1901, 307,552lb, ; 

1902, 303,968Ik.; 1903, 236,208]b.; 1904, 

168,896lb ; 1905, 472,976]b. ; 1906, 452,928Ib., 

as against 64 million Ib. exported in Venetian 
times, althongh locusts, now practically ex- 

terminated, then abounded. Production in 

those days waa, therefore, many times greater 

than now. The chief reasons for this decline in 
production are :— 

1. Want of capital among small farmers. 

2. The need of more extended irrigation 
facilities. 

3. The want of direct steamship communica- 
tion with England. 

4. The relative high rates of freight to Eng- 
land compared with those from other producing 
countries. 

5. The deterioration of seed, which needs 

continually renewing. (The Agricultural Depart- 
ment has imported fresh seed tor the last two 
years which has been sown at Athlassa Chiftlik ; 
the produce having been distributed among 
farmers,) 

6. Owing to the large production elsewhere 

and at low prices. ¥ 

In 1893 American seed was imported and 
sown with good results, but in four years it 

1 had reverted to the native type. 
Experiments have been conducted by the 

Agricultural Department this year in different 
parts of the island with five varieties of Ame- 

rican and Sea Island cotton seed. Excellent 

results were obtained in each case from Allen's 
long staple and Sea Island, which- indicates 
that these two varieties could be profitably 

grown. These experiments are being continued 
this year, since, in the case of cotton as in all 

other experimental work, a period must be 
allowed for tentative and preliminary trials. 

Both Professor Dunstan and the British-Cot- 

ton Growing Association have urged that care- 
ful experiments be made by the Agricultaral 
Department with different varieties ‘of seed as 

a preliminary to more extended operations. 
The association considered that £1,000 per 

annum should cover the cost of such experi- 
ments ; they, on their prrt, co-operating by (1) 

providing the seed ; (2) looking after the dis- 

posal of the crop ; and (8) making annually a 

grant of £100. ; 

To this proposition the Colonial Office 
replied (June 1, 1905) that they were not 
prepared to sanction additional expenditure 
beyond slightly strengthening and improving 
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ment for this purpose. 
The High Commissioner in his despatch No. 

33 of January 27, 1905, states :—I am entirely 
in accord with Professor Dunstan in his wiew 
that the decadent cotton industry of Cypros 
could be re-established and made the founda- 
tion of the future ptosperity of the island. The 
efforts of a competent and practical Agricul- 
tural Department, together with an augmenta- 
tion of the existing water supply, would 
undoubtedly do much for the extension of 
improved cotton cultivation, but the results 20 

ined will be of no benefit to the 

other charges render that market more attrac: 
tive than those at Marseilles and Trieste. 

As regards the actual position of cotton- 
growing in Cyprus (putting aside “dry cotton,” 
which, as already said, is not remunerative), 
the “wet” cotton is on an average as good in 
quality and as remunerative as that of Egypt. 
Its profitable cultivation could be farther 
assured if, over.and above the considerations of 
capital, irrigation, and transport facilities, the 
cultivator could be brought (1) to improve the 
quality of his produce by the distribution to 
him of selected native seed or of imported 
seed, 80 as to obtain kinds specially suited to 
the different localities ,the native seed is at 
present a degenerate form of Orleans seed 
crossed during the course of time with the old 
original seed of the country) ; (2) to learn by 
actual experience that for a superior quality of 
cotton he will obtain a relatively higher price ; 
and (8) by the introduction of fertilizers and 
improved implements of husbandry. 

Large acres of land are snitable for cotton- 
growing if irrigation were possible. 

Prices of Corn. 

Prices of corn have maintained the very high 
level last reported, and considerable exports to 
Egypt and elsewhere are in progress. Enhanced 
prices must be expected so long as there is 
the present shortage of labour. Owing to this 
shortage and the independent spirit of the 
Cypriot working man when he hag a little 
monéy in his pocket the rate of wages in nearly 
all branches of work“ continues to rise, 
Ordinary unskilled labour is scarcely -obtain- 
able at 15 piastres (1/8d) per day, while 
masons and skilled workmen are receiving 5/- 
per day. The expediency of importing Jabour 
is now being seriously considered, and, we 
believe a tiial has already been made in some 

instances. 

The Rainy Season. | 

The weather has now broken, summer isgone, 

and the rains have descended. At Limassol 

last Saturday many streets were running 
streams and were impassable in parts, except 
on mens’ backs. Here we have had some heavy 
rains and at Nicosia the river Pedias has been 
down in flood. A sharp fall in the temperatare 

immediately followed the rains, but warm 
weather cannot be said to have entirely left 
us, Cotton picking has been summarily pat 
stop to, though little of value remained to be 
gathered. Young trees, dependent on the 

rainfall, will have a chance of recovering after 
the long summer drought, while everywhere 
the plough will now be bnay.

To have a proof of the perfect harmony 
that exists between the Torks and Greeks it ia 
sufficient to observe the position of the Mu- 
sulman deputies in the actual Cretan parlia- 
ment, where far from ‘forming a solid group, as 
would be the case if they had a special and 
common grievance, they are ranged part of 
them with the government and others with 
the opposition. To a man of even a small 
thinking capacity this is: sufficient to refute 
all the statements made by Mr. Halid’s corre- 
spondents “Cretan dignitaires” nothing more 
or leas than vile calomniators. 

It is ridiculons of Mr. Halid, who holds the 
respectable post of a professor in Cambridge, 
to preach to Greeks abouthumanity and justice 
while so little respect is shown by his race to 
the lives, property and honour of their comipa- 
triotes in Macedonia, and hell is let loese 
against the.Greeks of Epirus in the person of 
Governor Theifoallah Pasha. One can only 
wonder that reprisals are not taken in Th 
aly, Cyprus and Crete, where Turks live hap- 
pier and more content than they do in Turkey.

FRAB WITH 2,000,000 JOINTS: 
The crab known as the scale-tailed apus was 

believed to have become extinct in Great 
Britain fifty years ago, the last recorded speci- 
mens being taken in the ponds on Hampstead 
Heath. But now it has turned np again in 
some numbers in two ponda on Preston Merse, 
near Southwick, in Kirkeudbrightshire. About 
23 inchee long, the apns bears a very striking 
likeness to that remarkable creature the King 
Crab, and this (writes a correspondent in the 
“Daily Graphic”) because the fore part of the 
body is covered by a great semi-circular shield 
or carapace, while, as in the King Crab, it 
swims on its back. In the great number of its 
legs the scale-tailed apus has few rivals, while 
in the number of the joints which these share 
between them no othér creature can compare. 
The naturalist Schiffer once essayed the task 
of counting them, and meade the magnificent 
total of 1,802,604. Latreille went one better, 
and put down the number at a round 2,000,000,
