Initially, we made our way over to the students area, they were chanting and kind of
castung about for something 10 do. A few cars were harassed and the sound of drums and
nodsermakers grated into the <l morming i, then it bappened. A Department of Defense bus came
crawling into the lot, | remember standing next 10 an anarchist from Boulder who looked at me
through his bandana/mask, | could tell he was smiling as he said,” This isit."

"Yeah," | replied,"Let's do iL" A crowd of about 60 people moved around the bus
chanting, making threatening gestures and generally being very ugly. The sound of sirens and the
flush of red and blue is my next memory as three or four officers bolted out of i van and attempred
10 clear protestors from the front of the bus, They made @ fast grab for o comrade from Philly, and
came up with an arm.

Alter several more un-arrests, and i well aimed blood-red paint bomb thit spatiered on
the front windshicld of the bus the police realized that it was all over. They were outgunned and
outnumbered, and in disgust they turned the bus around and sealed off the entrunce themselves 10
all vehicular graffic. This was 10 happen two more times over the course of the moming and it points
up the lack of foresight that went into policeplanning for the event. Which 10 my mind means one of
two things 1) poor police intelligence and/or zero infiltration of the more radical elements, or 21
gross underestimation of whit a handful of the commiued are capable of accomplishing. Either way
there are lessons 1o be leamned from the insction/incompetence of the police. In the words of one of
the militants,” 1 don’t get it, there are no police here ot all. Think what we could've plunned if we'd
known.” ZANG!

The action proceeded pretty loosely, an intersection was blocked, the police showed up,
realized that there was nothing they could do and closed it down themselves. The first real problems
came during the blockade of the third intersection. Again, another bus had been stopped right in the
middle of the intersection, by this time we had moved away from the students and were on our
own. The chanting and dancing in front of the bus was reaching orgiastic porportions when | wmed
around and started to get The Fear. We were surrounded by huge hulking brutes with facial hair and
real short mean looking haircuts. Undercover police was my first thought, then they joined in the
chanting. Hmmnn, not police, VietNam Vets Agiinst the War. From the first | thought that these
were the Storm Troops of the “pence pigs"”, other anarchists viewed the gcup differently, but when
the going rot tough, the Vets got chanting: and they were always there, As | stood and viewed these
shitheads 1 heard other more ominous voices in the wind, The "peace pigs” bepan to murmur
angrily about “these anurchists™ and repeatedly one of the more vocal "pigs” urged calm and spoke
into s walkie-talkie.

The bus edged forward but the front row of blockaders held firm. A few police officers
arrived and began to clear people from the front of the bus, though not attempting 1o arrest this time
around. Then in the midst of 11, a group torched the stars and stripes. The "peace pigs” went into 4
frenzy, radioing for commands, denouncing what was going on 10 any of the hnl?cf:zcn reporess
that would listen and castigating the anarchists as tronblemakers, creeps and “political ercting”.
More bad blood followed when the anarchists set aflame the black (lag, disgust tutned to outright
hostility and confusion while we chanted "No Symbols, No States!* The “pigs™ were {urious and
we were soun being followed by perhaps two dozen of them. An effigy of Uncle Sam was bumned,
while the anarchists engaged in o moek ritual of pruying to the flaming figure. It was all 100 much
fur the peaceheads and they began 10 pepper their epithets with thinly veiled threats of removing the
entire contingent from the area, probably via chanered plane 10 Idaho.

The basic premise of this
book is that capitalism 13 approaching
a signifigant turning paint where
much of Anarchist theory of the
past, 23 in Anarcho-syndicalism, s no
Tonger practical, The society of the
future wil] create 2 different groups,
the excluded & the included. The firs-
t will be cast out from the productive
process, penalised for not being able
to fit into the "new competitive Jogic
of capital®,

This logiv will shift the emphasis
from the worker in the factory to the
technician, particularily as capital
continues to become more technologic-
aly advanced., This is a logical dir-
ection for cepitalism to take, as
robotics etc. creates less workforce
meaning more profits, which {nevitably
Teads to mass unemployment, Our
reaction may be s shorter work-week,
but In the Tong-tun 1 don't think
that 1s the solution to the “new logic
of capitalism”. According to Bonanno,
the exluded will also not have acess
to a new language, what this new lang-
uage s specifically he never sals
{although one might suspect It to be
in the form of technology). With this
the excluded will communicate more and
more in terss of graphics, Images,
music etc.... something which 1s def-
fnately occurring. Much of the under-
priveleged will reside in 'pastel’
ghettos- not the Harlems or 8rixtons,
They'11 have YCRs', TV's etc. Again,
a trend we see happening today. Cap-
ftal will create an enviormentally
sound situation, & we see how big
business today as well as political
parties In the elections have Junped
on that band-wagon, In fact the adapt-
abilfty of capital now is even making
a business out of creating non-pollut-
ant wrappers/products etc, Not on 3
satisfactory scale, for sure, byt the
seeds do seem to have been sown,

As for the included, they will “rem-
ain suffocating on the fslands of
privelege®, Here Bonanno concedes tha-
t this scenario will depend somewhat
on whether or not one gives credit to
man & his “"real need for freedom".
These people will be the most merci-
less executants of the attack on
capital. The society Bonanno sees,
with its dangerous contradictions,
will tead towards "a period of bloody
clashes A very harsh repression®.

With this loglic, the seemingly
‘non-political' eruptions of violence,
in the forms of riots, striking sasily
Identiflable targets of repression
(police vehicles, stations, gov't.
offices atc.)are reactions to the stag-
natfon, isolation, & frustration of
the ghettos {included in 'riots' are
soccer hooliganism, although not 1'd
{magine fascist organised, as well as
‘unruly' mobs of youths at music
concerts, beach festivals etc.). The
fdea then iz to move from 'frrational’
riot to consclous insurrection.

some excellent books. Along the way
they've managed to create a bit of a
stir amongst the British press, most
notably for pirated coples of "Spy-
catcher® as well as their other books.
Spycatcher, written by Peter Wright,
was stopped from publication by the
British gov't, as 1t detailed some
workings of MIS, gov't, officials, &
a few wealthy scum-bags. Saying
'publish & be damned', Hooligan press
re-set the book into a low-cost paper-
back version & distributed to various
bookstores. These bookstores, 121
bookshop fn Brixton (also a squatters
meeting place & various other funct-
fons ), Housemans' bookshop stc, were
Gquickly served injunctions. This
whole affair, which recieved coverage
in the British press, alsc mode the
US national news.

Two other books which the press
attempted to sensationalise were
'Radio 15 My Bomb' & ‘Written in
Flames*. The first book is a Oo It
Yourself manual for radio pirates.

One paragraph gave suggestions on
dealing with cops should they come
across your radio set-up & suggested
you disarm them of their radios, so
of course the press made a big de2al of
this. ‘'Written in Flames' consisted
of the names & adresses of the British
ruling class, needless to say the rich
scum were a bit concerned!

Banks, the IMF, & Debt Crists
=Robbing the Poor to pay the Rich

The International Monetary Fund
(IMF) & the Norld Bank regulate the
worlds economy for the benefit of the
multinational corporations & the gov-
ernments of the rich nations, The
world bank makes loans to poorer count-
ries for massive projects which prod-
uce a profit on the capital Invested.
Similfar loans are made by large comm-
ercial banks incliding Barclays, Nat
West, Lloyds and the Midland. The
schemes that they fund lead directly
to disruption & suffering for the
masses of people affectad as well as
destroying the enviorment eg the giant
dam projects in Brazil, but only the
wealthy elite benefit.

The IMF {s the debt collecting
agency for these loans, It imposes
“austerity measures” which demand cuts
In public spending on health, educat-
fon & development & the abolition of

subsidies on food & transport. Wages
are reduced & the currency devalued.
The 'debtor' countries are encouraged
to grow cash crops instead of food

for their own peoples. It is interest-
ing to note, however, that the IMF
does not insist on a decrease in arms
expenditure.

For the worlds ruling clique the
debt ‘crisis' is simply a dread that
the whole rotten carcass of Internat-
fonal finance might crash. The purp-
ose of austerity measures and debt
re-scheduling is to allow the banks &
thetr allfes to keep on bleeding dry
the poor nations of Africa & Latin Am-

erica, The 1985 pre-tax profits of
Britains 4 big banks was $6 billfon &
fn the same perfod the net transfer of
funds to the rich countries was over
100 bi11ion dollars. The banks & the
multinationals are mking profits out
of poverty.

Despite this massive systematic
oppression there 16 & worldwide res-
fstance from the people who suffer as
a result of this lust for profits of

the rich & powerful, In Bolivia there
have been § general strikes In 2 years
in protest at austerity measures & in
Brazi] & elsewhere the poor § the dis-
posessed are organsing to fight back.

The debt crisis is a symptom of
a4 world organised for the benefit of
a minority. Through themselves, the
resistance to oppressive institutions
11ke the banks and the IMF will con-
tinue to increase untfl all such
institutfons are cospletely abolished.

By working together people can
create a world based on sharing and
co-operation, on freedom, ecology, &
peace.

In an average small business, the
revenue i3 divided up almost evenly
between labour, product cost, and
other s=all expenses, leaving very
11ttle for profit. If a company's
main goal, though, is to have large
profits, then they must find a way
of getting cheap labour and expenses.
The easfest way of doing this is to
obtain and manufacture the product
in a place where the whole cost of
Tiving is much lower than §n the
company's consumer based countries.
These conitions of Tow wages and
low costs are ripe in developing or
“third world" countries.

THE THIRD WORLD SITUATION

A "developing” country Is one which
is described as a country which is
attempting to rafse 1ts level of in-
dustrialization/captitalism to that of
the so called "first” world countries.
Traditionally, the people Tived dir-
ectly off the land, and as the coun-
tries are st11) in the process of
changing, many areas still do. The
sftuations facing the people are the
same as during the Industrial Reve-
lution in Europe. A few people take
control of the land and farce the
people who 1ived there to work in ar-
der to get their basic nacessities
such as food and shelter. Most of
the working conditions are also the
same - long hours, no breaks, unsafe
working areas, ]ittle pay, child la-
bour, etc, Unfortunatly, most of the
peaple doing this exploiting are large
companies which are financially secure
and aren't really dependant on one
factory or farm. These companies wil)
do all they can to keep these condi-
tions and any attempts by workers to
organize is met by brutal oppression,
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intimidation, and even death squad
assassinations. An example of this is
In a Coca Cola bottling plant in Guat-
emala in the 1970's. Esployees tried
to organize and form 2 union so Coke,
along with the millitary, formed @
death squad and assassinations, mass
firtngs, and mi1{tary raids followed.
The death squads/militia stayed unti]
1980 when public pressure forced re-
forms. The military left the factory,
although the threat of the death squad
reza ined.

Banks, too, are playing a major part
in exploiting these countries’ situ-
ations, Large sums of money are lent
out to help a country set up "modern
condftions”, dacrease poverty, pay off
old dabts, etc, The money is Jent at
high intarest rates and must be payed
back in a relatively short period of
time, which forces the countries to do
everything they can to generate back
the money quickly. Usually, the coun-
tries allow foreion companies to come
fn, exploit theTrgsources and people,
and sell thase resgurces and products
in another country ri.e. export every
thing). The landowners/companies take
control of everything on the land and
the workers cannot even grow food for
themselves, In the Phillipines, some
companies even Insist the workers buy
their goods at the company store, at
high prices, which ensures the worker
must keep working in order to pay off
the ever increasing debt. The strip-
ping of the land by bad agricultura]
practices, clear-cutting, etc. usually
means the area cannot be used again
the next ysar, or grawing season, and
50 2 new area |s then used, This us-
ing up of the land leaves Jess and
less for the people to grow their food
on, and the poverty increases. It Is
a never-ending circle the banks and

companies are only too happy to play a
part 1n,

Unfortunatly, even all the money
and goods sent into the countries as
foreign aid rarely gets to the people
who really need it. Most of it is
taken in by the government and redis-
tributed erongst the elfte/landowners
who efther use 1t for themselves, or
sell the goods at & high profit. An
example of this 15 in 1985, when the

Canadian government sold $8.9 milllon
of manure on the open market with pro-
fits going to help E1 Salvador., The
money was put Into the supposedly neu-
tral Conada/El Salvador Developement
fund, but the fund 15 administered on
behalf of the government of E] Salva-
dor throuhg 1ts minestry of planning.
This makes the fund's resourses the
property of the government and leaves
the power of distribution to the gov-
ernment and 1ts committees, The E)
Salvadorian bank which handled the
funds received $1 millifon in "handling
fous®. Also, when all the countries
sent in food ald to help during Eth-
lopia‘s famines, the food was usually
divided up and redistributed to the
people who help keep the government
in power, such as the soldiers, land-
owners, etc., and then the remainder
was divided amoungst the people who
could afford the food. Very little
actuslly got out to the rural areas
and the people who reslly nesded 1t.
The divisions of wealth become vas-
tly incresed between landowners and
workers - the rich get richer and the
poor get poorer, Many cities In these
countries have become exotic tourist
attractions for North Americans and
Europeans, and so & lot of money is
put into the cities to keep them
Tuxurious 50 the tourists keep co-
ming, This oo results. In & division
of wealth betwean the cities and coun-



tryside, Many people leave the rursl
areas and travel to the cities in hope
of finding batter jobs to support
their families. This leaves less peo-
ple in the villages to work on the
land, and overcrowding in the city-
core, which results In shantytowns
being set up to compensate for the
homelessness and unemployment these
people found,

Alot of the wealth s racially divis
¢rd, too, as the native peoples were
the ones 1iving off the land and are
now the workers. The English, French,
Spanish, etc. who explored and “con-
quered" the Tand were wealthy to begin
with, and they took this wealth with
them as they settled and this wealth
has been passed down from generation
o generation. The “official® langu-
ages of the country became those of
the explorers, and so the native peo-
ples have & harder time recelving “ed-
ucation" (schooling 15 also not very
extensive in the rural areas), and so
are not qualified for any "pood" Jobs
Also, companies coming fnto the couns
try are foreign-owned and so the rac-
fal division of money continues.

PHARMACEUTICALS IN THE THIRD WORLD

Many pharmaceutical companies use
the third world to sell/dump off dan-
gerous medicines which no longer can
be used (because of bans, proven harm-
ful effects, out of date, etc,) in the
first world, or Just 5e1] medicines of
which there 15 no real nead. In the
third world, between 3/4 and 1 biliien
small children fall sick =ach year
with scotecdiarrhes. The pharmaceuti--
cal industry sells a multitude of anti-
diarrhea substances with huge adver-
tising caspaigns In these countries,
These remedies are very expensive and,
according to the World Health Organi-
zation, al=ost a1l are superfiuous and
even partially dangerous to the health
For example, the Ciba-Gefgy prepera-
tions Mexaform and Enteroform both
contaln the active ingrediant Clioqu-
inol, This agent leads to a serious
narve ailment called Sron, In the
1970's, in Japan alone, 20 - 30,000
people became sick with Smon and over
1000 died. Ciba-Gelgy was tried In
Tokyo and forced to pay repiration to
the victuss, In 1982, 1t announced

that 1t haa taken both medications oft
the market, but In 1984 both medica-
tions were sti11 being sent to Africa,
the Middle East, and Mexico. It can
be presumed that they are sti1l being
used, Also, in 1982, Ciba-Geigy ad-
mitted that It had tested a cancer-
causing pasticide in Egypt on child-
ren and youths.

Birth controi pills were origion-

ally tested In 1956 'n Puerto Rico,
and then E] Salvador to see if there
were any side effects and {f they even
worked! Sometimes this was done with-
out the women's knowladge, These
pills were 20 times stronger than the
oneés on the market today, and as they
can not be used in North Aserica and
Europe, they are still being sold In
these third world countries.

After the post-war baby-boom, when
birth rates declined in the West, in-
fant formula conpanies looked to the
relatively untouched third world mar-
kets. Convinced by aggressive and
oftan unethical advertising practices
that a bottle fed baby would be heal-
thier and zore 1ikely to survive than
3 breastfed baby, millfons of third
world mothers stopped breastfeeding.
Unfortunatly, the sanitary conditions
for mixing and storing the formula
could not be maintatned, Instructions
were often not Included, and the wo-
men could not afford to purchase suf-
ficient quantities of the formula,
The result has been 10 million cases
of severe minutrition each year and
approximatly 3 million Infant deaths.
Nestle generates almost half of al)
Infant formula sales in the third
world and as a result, there has been
a large boycott on the. company.

These pharmaceutical cospanies also
manufacture many pesticides and herb-
acides, The average 00T content in
human blood in Guatemala 's cotton
areas s 520.6 parts per billion con-
trasted with 46.2 in Dade County,
Florida. Common pesticides besides
DOT include Toxaphene and Parathion,
both banned In the U.5. Paration was
developed by the Nazis and is 60
times more toxic than DDT. It causes
80% of Central American poisinings.
In La Flora Guatemala, 30 or 40 cot-
ton workers a day must be treated for
pesticide polsonings. Pesticides In
therU.S. nftan read “for export only”
but frequently do not carry any war-
nings. Pesticide poisoning is a pro-
blem that is coming back to the fiest
world, ODOT applied to cotton in Nic-
gragua showed up in beef carcasses
imported throuch Miams.

OUR DAILY COLABERATION

Most of the food/products which we
use everyday, or atleast are encour-

aged to use, come from the third world.

Our coffee, tea, sugar, tobacco, cot-
ton, rubber, tropical fruits, and some
beaf (especially fn the U.5.) are al)
imported in for us. These are cash
crops - grown not for the people who
provide the slave-labour but for for-
eign consusers. Crops grown for a
large profit.

2 Over forty countries economies de-
pend on coffee export, which Is the
worid's most heavily traded commodity
after oil. In Ethiopia, 75% of the
land s used to grow coffee, which
rakes up 70% of 1ts exports. 80% aof
that i3 received by the U.S. This
coffee 15 grown an land which could
be used for food for the people. Cot-
ton and sugar cane productian are
close to follow the coffee monapolfes.
Eight of the world's ten largest cot-
tan  trading companies are U.S. cor-
porations, Cotton fs £1 Salvador's
second largest crop (next to coffee),
and BOS of It |s exported. (This means
that finished garments are usually im-
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ported back in, at high prices.)
Cattie ranching {s responsible for
the conversion of 20,000 square kilo-
metres of land every year in latin
America. The companies first clear
the land of fts forests (over BOX of
the U.S. hardwood imports come from
these tropical areas), then the area
Is filled with defolfants 1ike 2.4.5-t
the basic Ingredient in Agent Orange,
or other pesticides, and the area is
then used for cattle feeding. After a
few years of feeding and chemizal tre-
atments, these areas become “red des-
erts", completely Infertile. Most of
the beef produced finds 1ts way to
first world countries. Burger outlets

1ike Burger Xing, McDonalds, Wimpys,
etc, get most of their hamburger this
way, While beef consumption within
these third world countries 15 decrea-
sing rapidly (e.qg. in Guatamala, heef
consunption has dropped by 50%), the
exporting of beof has increased by as
much as 5002 In  the last few years.
The beef s also used for hotdogs, pet
food, and other misc!lanious ftems
(e.q. beef fat {n cookies produced by
companies in the area).

Other everyday items obtained from
the third world Include calculators,
computers, typewriters, car tires,
sporting goods, atc. While these
{tems are not “grown" in the devel-
oping world, the resources for them
often are, and it is the people of
these areas that provide the slave-
Tabour which puts the products to-
gether, Often, the factory work con-
ditions have much to be desired. The
electronics fndustry s considered ane
of the safast and cleanest of the fac-
tory industries,and yet toxic chemi-
cals and solvents sit in open contain-
ers filling the afr with powerful
fumes. An American Friends Service
Comnittee worker in northern Mexico
heard about cases wheres 10 or 12 woo-
en passed out at once. In one electro-
nics assembly plant in Penang, Malay-
s1a, workers have to dip circults iInto
apen vats of acid, The workers wear
gloves, but when these lesk, burns are
cormon and occasionally fingers are
Tost, Textile factories pack In wor-
kers and often the temperatures rise
ovar 100F." Textile dust, which causes
permanent lung damage, fi11s the alr
and managemont sometines provides ped
pitls and anphatamine Injections just
5o orders can be filled.

There 15 alot of things In this soc-
{ety that we have 1ittle control of
contributing to (e.g. throuhy taxes),
There are somethings, though, that we
can decide. It 15 up to us as consy-
mers to know what we are buying, how
it got to ws, and the practices of the
company which produces ft. It s of-
ten very hard to find out about com-
panies/products, but once we know this
information it 15 up to us to act on
it. Boycotting Multi-National Cor-
porations is & step in fighting capl-
talisa and third world oppression, and
ane in which we can put our ldeals In-
t0 practice. This i3 scmething we can
choose ourselves.
