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PREFACE.

The edition of " Hymns of the Faith " which is now put before the churches is

not an abridgment of the original edition, but an entirely new arrangement of hymns

and tunes. It fitly retains, however, the same title with its predecessor, as like that

it is based upon and follows the order of the Apostles' Creed. The number of hymns
has been reduced to less than five hundred, the more popular tunes have been fre-

quently repeated, and second tunes added in many cases where old hymns have been

set to new tunes.

Of the 472 hymns, about 150 are set to tunes which are familiar in all churches,

such as Olmutz, Laban, Italian Hymn, and Silver Street. Nearly fifty more are set

to modern music which is quite generally known and can be sung in almost any con-

gregation or prayer-meeting, such as " Abide with me " to Eventide, " Holy, holy,

holy, Lord God Almighty " to Mcaea, " Jerusalem the golden " to Ewing, and " On-
ward Christian soldiers " to St. Gertrude. Nearly half the tunes, therefore, are at

once available in almost any church. The new tunes which are offered have been

chosen for their melody, sweetness, plaintiveness, vivacity, force, or dignity, accord-

ing to the character of the various hymns to which they are set. The following are

a few examples of the character of the new music : Beatitude, 11, 66, 249 ; Mar-
shall, 15, 74 ; Mirfield, 20 ; Corona, 26, 112 ; Humility, 8, 9, 327 ; St. Saviour, 44,

108, 109 ; Manger, 53 ; St. Denys, 87 ; Koenig, 123^; Alleluia, 126 ; Dismission,

180, 187 ; Amerton, 192 ; Ellacombe, 195 ; Greenland, 199 ; Munus, 201, 322

Service, 209, 250 ; Waltham, 217, 316 ; St. Edith, 245, 376 ; Invitation, 264 ; Vox

the tunes under " Evening " and " The Life Everlasting."

The utmost care has been taken to adapt the music to the sentiment and rhythm
of the hymns. Some hymns which have heretofore been set to unsuitable tunes
have been recovered by appropriate adaptations, and some have been given a new
tune when the old has been retained, such as " Rock of Ages, cleft for me " to Rock
of Ages, " There is a fountain filled with blood " to St. Agnes, " Stand up, stand up
for Jesus" to Greenland, "Nearer my God to Thee" to Kedron, "Just as I am,
without one plea" to Penitence, "O holy Saviour, Friend unseen" to Pascal,
" Majestic sweetness sits enthroned " to St. Leonard, and " Soldiers of Christ, arise

"

to Amerton. The best tunes have been repeated as frequently as practicable. Many
of the tunes, without being trivial or secular, are admirably adapted to meetings of
evangelistic preaching and religious revival. There are also under some of the
topics hymns and tunes for children, besides the choral and animated music which
children love and in which the book abounds.
The Amen is given at the end of every hymn, and the musical notes for singing it
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with every tune. It should become an invariable practice to use the Amen, as the

singing thus becomes more significant as worship, and does not end abruptly.

In order to give the proper movement the number of quarter notes to be sung in

a minute is indicated at the beginning of each tune. This is of great service to or-

ganists and leaders, as a given mark, 65, 90, 112, shows at a glan^ the time which

should be taken, whether slow or fast or moderate. The effectiveness of many
tunes, especially those which require a quick movement, is lost if the rate is taken

slowly, and stately, solid, choral tunes may be spoiled by too rapid singing.

In making a popular edition of " Hymns of the Faith," the compilers have not al-

lowed themselves to lower the standard of hymnology or of church music which they

at the first adopted. The present book is not designed to be inclusive of such hymns
and tunes as have simply a transient popularity. Neither is it designed to compete

with books which have a special object, like well known collections of Revival Melo-

dies, or Sunday-school Hymnals, or the books of particular societies, like the Society

of Christian Endeavor. Any or all of these may be used to supplement the working

hymn-book of the church, but they cannot take the place of it. That book, as the

compilers believe, has a distinct office to fulfill, which cannot be met if it is con-

structed with a view to satisfy every special use and to cater to every taste. The
hymn-book of the church, it is assumed, should represent the church in its entire Hfe,

its faith, its experience, its devotion, and its work, but it should represent it con-

sistently. There seems to be no reason w hy the hymns or the music of the church

should be on a lower grade or have less educating and stimulating power than the

sermon, or the instructions of the Sunday-school, or the devotions of the prayer-

meeting. And it is believed that the church has in its possession hymns and tunes

which are full of inspiration and freedom, of tenderness and persuasion, of incite-

ment and awakening ; and that there is no occasion to resort to the more doubtful

secular music or to imitations of it.

It has been the aim of the compilers to prepare a book which may be used in all

departments of the life and activity of the church, and which may minister to its

spiritual growth and enlargement.

doers, neither be thou envious against

the workers of iniquity.

14 For they shall soon be cut down
like the grass, and wither as the green

herb.

15 Trust in the Lord, and do good
;

so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily

thou shalt be fed.

16 Delight thyself also in the Lord
;

and he shall give thee the desires of thine

heart.

17 Commit thy way unto the Lord
;

trust also in him ; and he shall bring it to

pass.

18 And he shall bring forth thy right-

eousness as the light, and thy judgment

as the noon-day.

17 For the Lord loveth judgment, and

forsaketh not his saints ; they are pre-

served for ever : but the seed of the

wicked shall be cut off.

18 The righteous shall inherit the land,

and dwell therein for ever.

19 The mouth of the righteous speak-

eth wisdom, and his tongue talketh of

judgment.

20 The law of his God is in his heart
;

none of his steps shall slide.

21 The wicked watcheth the righteous,

and seeketh to slay him.

22 The Lord will not leave him in his

hand, nor condemn him when he is

judged.

23 Wait on the Lord, and keep his

way, and he shall exalt thee to inherit

the land : when the wicked are cut off,

thou shalt see it.

24 I have seen the wicked in great

power, and spreading himself like a green

bay tree.

25 Yet he passed away, and, lo, he was

not : yea, I sought him, but he could not

be found.

26 Mark the perfect man, and behold

the upright : for the end of that man is

peace.

27 But the transgressors shall be de-

stroyed together : the end of the wicked

shall be cut off.

28 But the salvation of the righteous

is of the Lord : he is their strength in

the time of trouble.

29 And the Lord shall help them, and

deliver them : he shall deliver them from

the wicked, and save them, because they

trust in him.

36 Xow consider this, ye that forget

God, lest I tear you in pieces, and there

be none to deliver.

37 Whoso offereth praise glorifieth

me : and to him that ordereth his con-

versation aright will I shew the salvation

of God.

17 The sacrifices of God are a broken

spirit : a broken and a contrite heart, O
God, thou wilt not despise.

18 Do good in thy good pleasure unto

Zion : build thou the walls of Jerusa-

lem.

19 Then shalt thou be pleased with

the sacrifices of righteousness, with burnt

offering and whole burnt offering : then

shall they offer bullocks upon thine al-

tar.
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Glory be to the Father, and to the Son,

and to the Holy Ghost.

15 The hill of God is as the hill of

Bashan ; an high hill as the hill of Ba-

shan.

16 Why leap ye, ye high hills ? this is

the hUl which God desireth to dwell in
;

yea, the Lord will dwell in it for ever.

17 The chariots of God are twenty

thousand, even thousands of angels : the

Lord is among them, as in Sinai, in the

holy place.

18 Thou hast ascended on high, thou

hast led captivity captive : thou hast re-

ceived gifts for men
;
yea, for the rebel-

29 Because of thy temple at Jeru-

salem shall kings bring presents unto

thee.

30 Rebuke the company of spearmen,

the multitude of the bulls, with the calves

of the people, till every one submit him-

self with pieces of silver : scatter thou

the people that delight in war.

31 Princes shall come out of Egypt

;

Ethiopia shall soon stretch out her hands

unto God.

32 Sing unto God, ye kingdoms of the

earth ; O sing praises unto the Lord

;

33 To him that rideth upon the heav-
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ens of heavens, which were of old ; lo, he

doth send out his voice, and that a mighty

voice.

34 Ascribe ye strength unto God : his

excellency is over Israel, and his strength

is in the clouds.

35 O God, thou art terrible out of thy

holy places : the God of Israel is he that

giveth strength and power unto his peo-

ple.
