In 1977, Pat Thompson became the editor of the Canadian Film Digest Yearbook, 
which made its first appearance in 1952 as the Year Book of the Canadian Motion 
Picture Industry (originally published by the legendary Nat Taylor, under the editorship 
of the energetic Hy Bossin). In 1985, with Nat in retirement, Pat purchased the rights 
to the publication, formed her own company, Cine-Communications, and carried on 
with her “labour of love” as Film Canada Yearbook has often been characterized. 

Pat’s quick wit, inimitable style and independent spirit will be missed by everyone who 
knew her — we still can’t quite believe she’s gone. The Yearbook remains as a fitting 
tribute to her love of film and her unbounded enthusiasm for the industry that defined 
her.

During 1996 there were 656 motion picture theatres (658 in 1995) of which 587 were regular motion picture 
theatres (584 in 1995) and 69 were drive-in theatres (74 in 1995). Receipts from admissions (excluding taxes) 
amounted to $440.8 million, an increase from the amount of $417.3 million reported in 1995. Receipts from regular 
motion picture theatres accounted for $427.9 million of this amount. Amusement taxes increased to $19.7 million 
from $18.5 million in 1995. The number of paid admissions was reported at 91.8 million, an increase from 87.3 
million in 1995.

The Theatres Act gives the Ontario Film Review 
Board the responsibility of reviewing all films 
publicly exhibited or distributed in the Province 
of Ontario and to assign a classification it feels 
reflects the content. To do this, the Board uses 
guidelines which in their opinion accurately 
reflect the level of tolerance indicated by the 
community standards of the Ontario public. 
These guidelines are under continual 
reassessment and review. 

The Board classifies film into four categories: 
¢ Family — Should be suitable for unattended 

children in the theatre. 
¢ Parental Guidance — Parents cautioned that 

content may not be suitable for all children. 
e Adult Accompaniment — Film appropriate for 

14 and over and also suitable for viewing by 
children under 14 accompanied by an adult. 

* Restricted — Film restricted to persons 18 
years of age and over. 
Eliminations — Each film is judged on its own 
merit. The Board may prohibit or require 
eliminations in a film based on the criteria set 
out in the regulations to the Theatres Act.

The Canadian Audio-Visual Certification Office 
(CAVCO) and the Canada Customs and 
Revenue Agency (CCRA) jointly administer the 
A Canadian Film or Video Production Tax Credit 
(CPTC) and the Film or Video Production 
Services Tax Credit (PSTC) 

Canadian Film or Video Production Tax 
Credit Program (CPTC) 

Under the Canadian Film or Video Production 
Tax Credit program, CAVCO performs two dis- 
tinct functions: 1) Canadian content recognition, 
and 2) estimation of the eligible expenses of 
production. The responsibilities of the CCRA 
are to provide assistance to claimants; to inter- 
pret and apply section 125.4 and all other provi- 
sions of the Income Tax Act and the Income 
Tax Regulations that may have an impact on 

the CPTC; review or audit the film tax credit 
claims within a reasonable time frame; and pro- 
vide timely refund cheques. 
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The CPTC is available at a rate of 25% of eligi- 

ble salaries and wages expended after 1994. 
Eligible salaries and wages qualifying for the 
new credit may not exceed 48% of the cost of 
the production, net of assistance, as certified by 
the Minister of Canadian Heritage. Therefore, 
the tax credit could provide assistance of up to 
12% of the cost of production, net of assistance. 

However, the tax credit may not be claimed in 
respect of a Canadian certified production any 
part of the cost of which is financed by flowing- 
out capital cost allowance or other deductions to 
investors. 

Film or Video Production Services Tax Credit 
Program (PSTC) 
CAVCO's role under the new Film or Video 
Production Services Tax Credit is to determine 
the eligibility of the production and to issue an 
Accredited Film or Video Production Certificate 
on behalf of the Minister of Canadian Heritage. 
The CCRA's role is to provide assistance to 
claimants; interpret and apply section 125.5 and 

all other provisions of the Income Tax Act and 
the Income Tax Regulations that may have an 
impact on the PSTC; review or audit the film tax 
credit claims within a reasonable time frame; 
and provide timely refund cheques. 

The PSTC is a tax credit equal to 11% of salary 
and wages paid to Canadian residents or 
taxable Canadian corporations (for amounts paid 
to employees who are Canadian residents) for 
services provided to the production in Canada. 
This refundable tax credit has no cap on the 
amount which can be claimed and it is available 
to taxable Canadian corporations or foreign- 
owned corporations with permanent 
establishments in Canada.
