Eligible new media projects (new media 
component) must be a new media project 
deliverable on a digital network with an 
emphasis on interaction, compelling video 
animation or other graphic and sound 
content. Industrial, corporate or promotional 
websites, arcade games and stand-alone 
CD-ROMs are not eligible. 

Development Program 
Grants for new media content development 
(which are associated with a television 
production) are available to a maximum of 
$50,000, which may not exceed 75% of the 
costs of development. A maximum of 25% of 
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the budget will be allowed as deferrals. 
Projects with committed funding from a third- 
party source will receive a bonus in the 
evaluation process. 

Application deadlines are February 1, May 1, 
October 1. Decisions are generally made 
within six — eight weeks of receipt of 
completed applications.

The Canadian Audio-Visual Certification 
Office (CAVCO) and the Canada Revenue 

Agency (CRA) jointly administer the Canadian 
Film or Video Production Tax Credit (FTC) and 
the Film or Video Production Services Tax 

Credit (PSTC). 

The FTC is a refundable tax credit available at 
arate of 25% of qualified labour 
expenditures. Labour expenditures qualifying 
for the credit may not exceed 48% of 
production cost at the end of the year, net of 
assistance, for productions with a 
commencement time before November 14, 
2003, and 60% if the commencement time is 
on or after that date (there's an election 
period; to know more about it you can call 
CAVCO at their toll-free number above). The 
FTC is available to prescribed taxable 
Canadian corporations whose activities 
throughout the year consist primarily of 
conducting a Canadian film or video 
production business through a permanent 
establishment in Canada. CAVCO's role 
under the FTC program is to certify that a 
production is a Canadian film or video 
production and to issue certificates (Part and 
Part B) so that Canadian producers can claim 
the FTC. CRA’s role is to help applicants, 

interpret legislative provisions affecting the 

FTC, review/audit FTC claims, assess 

corporation income tax returns, and issue 

timely refund cheques. 

The PSTC is a refundable tax credit provided 

at the rate of 16% (11% before February 19, 

2003) of qualified Canadian labour 

expenditures, net of any assistance, in 

respect of an accredited production for 

services rendered in Canada by Canadian 

residents. There is no cap on the amount of 

PSTC that can be claimed, and it is available 

| to corporations whose activities throughout 

the year consist primarily of conducting a film 

or video production business or a film or 

video production services business through a 

permanent establishment in Canada. 

CAVGCO's role under the PSTC program is to 

determine the eligibility of the production and 

to issue an Accredited Film or Video 

Production Certificate on behalf of the 

Minister of Canadian Heritage. CRA‘s role is 

to help applicants, interpret legislative 

provisions affecting the PSTC, review/audit 

PSTC claims, assess corporation income tax 

returns and issue timely refund cheques.

The Film Classification Office regulates the 
public exhibition, rental and distribution of films 
and videos in British Columbia. All films shown 
publicly and all adult videos sold or rented 
through video retail outlets must be viewed and 
classified by the Film Classification Office, 
which has the authority to: 
e approve or refuse the exhibition or 

distribution of a film or adult video 
© order removal of prohibited material 
e assign advisory captions that appear in all 

newspaper advertising of a film 
The Film Classification Office also: 
e licenses theatres, films and video 

distributors and video retailers, and 
conducts regular inspections of theatres 
and video outlets 

e is responsible for maintaining community 
standards in film and video products 
distributed in B.C. 

e monitors legislation, programs and court 
cases relating to film classification, 
censorship and obscenity across Canada 

The Film Classification Office in B.C. was the 
first in Canada to adopt the new classification 
nomenclature developed by provincial 
classification authorities for the Canadian film 
and home video industry. 
On October 1, 1997, the Province of British 
Columbia entered into an agreement under 
which the Province of Saskatchewan 
recognizes the classifications of films and 
approvals of adult video products issued by 
the B.C. Film Classification Office. 

Classification 

(a) General — Suitable for viewing by 
persons of all ages. Occasional violence, 
swearing and coarse language and the 
most innocent of sexually suggestive 
scenes and nudity are permitted in this 
category. 

(b) Parental Guidance — Parental guidance 
advised. Theme or content may not be

suitable for all children although there is 
no age restriction. Motion pictures in this 
category may contain less-subtle sexually 
suggestive scenes and nudity and a more 
realistic portrayal of violence than in the 
General category; coarse language may 
occur more often than in the General 
category. 

(c) 14A — Suitable for persons 14 years of 
age or older. Persons under the age of 
14 must view these motion pictures 
accompanied by an adult. Motion 
pictures in this category may contain 
violence, coarse language or sexually 
suggestive scenes, or any combination of 
these. 

(d) 18A — Persons under 18 years of age 
must view these motion pictures 
accompanied by an adult. Motion 
pictures in this category will contain 
horror, explicit violence, frequent coarse 
language, or scenes that are more 

sexually suggestive than in the 14A 
category, or any combination of these. 

(e) Restricted — Restricted to persons 18 

years of age and over. Persons under 18 
years of age are not permitted to attend 
under any circumstances. These motion 
pictures are “adult motion pictures,” as 
defined in the Motion Picture Act, and 
may contain explicit sexual scenes, 
violence or scenes referred to in section 
5(3) of the Act, or any combination of 
these. The director will assign this 
classification to motion pictures if the 
director considers that the theme, subject 
matter or plot of the adult motion picture 
is artistic, historical, political, educational 
or scientific. 

(f) Adult — Restricted to persons 18 years 
of age and over. Persons under 18 years 
of age are not permitted to attend under 
any circumstances. These motion 
pictures are “adult motion pictures,” as 
defined in the Act, and may contain 
explicit sexual scenes or scenes of 
brutality or torture to persons or animals, 
or any combination of these, that are 
portrayed in a realistic and explicit 
manner; however, the scenes would, in 
the director's opinion, be tolerable to the 
community. 

Licensing 

(1) Unless the director otherwise orders, no 
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film classification 

person shall carry on the business of a 
motion picture distributor, adult film 
distributor, video distributor, adult film 
retailer, video retailer or theatre unless 
licensed to do so by the director in 
respect to each location from which the 
business is carried on. 

(2) Where a licensee 
(a) contravenes this Act, the Regulations 

or a decision of the director made 
under this Act or under the 
Regulations, or 

(b) is convicted of an offence under this 
Act, the director may suspend or 
cancel a licence that has been issued. 

(8) A motion picture distributor shall not 
distribute a film to a person who carries 
on business as a theatre unless that 
person holds a valid licence issued under 
subsection (1). 

(4) An adult film distributor shall not distribute 
an adult film to an adult film retailer unless 
that retailer holds a valid licence issued 
under subsection (1).

The Ontario Film Review Board (OFRB) 

receives its mandate through the Film 

Classification Act, 2005 and its regulation and 

operates as an arms-length agency reporting 

to the Minister of Government Services. The 

Film Classification Act 2005, andits — 

Regulation gives the Board the authority to 

review and classify film that is exhibited, 

rented or sold in Ontario. The Board 

members take into account the general 

character and integrity of each film in its 
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entirety and use the Film Classification Act, 
2005 its Regulation and a set of guidelines 
established by the Board to determine the 
films classification and approval of adult sex 
films. The Ontario Film Review Board’s 
objective is to classify film and thereby 
provide the public with sufficient information 
to make informed viewing choices for 
themselves and for their children.
