Development Program 
Grants for new media content development 
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are available to a maximum of $50,000, 
which may not exceed 75% of the costs of 
development. A maximum of 25% of the 
budget will be allowed as deferrals. Projects 
with committed funding from a third-party 
source will receive a bonus in the evaluation 
process. 

Application deadlines are February 1, May 1, 
October 1. Decisions are generally made 
within six weeks of receipt of completed 
applications.

The Film Classification Office was the first 
province in Canada to adopt the new 
classification nomenclature developed by 
provincial classification authorities for the 
Canadian film and home video industry. 
On October 1, 1997, the Province of British 
Columbia entered into an agreement under 
which the Province of Saskatchewan 
recognizes the classifications of films and 
approvals of adult video products issued by 
the B.C. Film Classification Office. 

Classification 
(a) General — Suitable for viewing by persons 

of all ages. Occasional violence, swearing 
and coarse language and the most 
innocent of sexually suggestive scenes 
and nudity are permitted in this category. 

(b) Parental Guidance — Parental guidance 
advised.

Motion 
pictures in this category will contain horror, 
explicit violence, frequent coarse 

language, or scenes that are more 
sexually suggestive than in the 14A 
category, or any combination of them. 

(e) Restricted — Restricted to persons 18 
years of age and over. Persons under 18 

years of age are not permitted to attend 
under any circumstances. These motion 
pictures are “adult motion pictures”, as 
defined in the Motion Picture Act, and may 
contain explicit sexual scenes, violence or 
scenes referred to in section 5(8) of the 
Act, or any combination of them.

The Ontario Film Review Board (OFRB) 
receives its mandate through the Theatres 
Act and operates as an arms-length agency 
reporting to the Minister of Consumer & 
Business Services. The Theatres Act gives 
the Board the authority to review and classify 
any film that is exhibited, rented or sold in 
Ontario. The Board Members take into 
account the general character and integrity of 

each film in its entirety and use the Theatres 
Act and a set of guidelines to determine the 
film classification. The Ontario Film Review 
Board’s objective is to classify films and 

videos and thereby provide the public with 
sufficient information to make informed 
viewing choices for themselves and for their 
children.

These films have a 
mature theme and may contain cruelty, 
violence, strong language or other scenes 
which may offend. Parents cautioned. 

¢ 18A — Suitable for viewing by those over 
18 years of age.

age must be accompanied by an adult as 
the film will contain explicit violence, 
frequent coarse language, sexual activity or 
horror. Parents strongly cautioned. 

¢ Restricted — No person under the age of 
18 years may attend.

Credit Program (CPTC) 
Under the Canadian Film or Video Production 
Tax Credit program, CAVCO performs two 
distinct functions: (1) Canadian content 

recognition, and (2) estimation of the eligible 
expenses of production. The responsibilities of 

the CCRA are to provide assistance to 
claimants; to interpret and apply section 125.4 
and all other provisions of the Income Tax Act 
and the Income Tax Regulations that may have 
an impact on the CPTC; review or audit the 
film tax credit claims within a reasonable time 
frame; and provide timely refund cheques. 

| The CPTC is available at a rate of 25% of 

eligible salaries and wages expended after 
1994. Eligible salaries and wages qualifying for 
the credit may not exceed 48% before 
November 14, 2003 and 60% after this date. 
(There's an election period, to know more 
about it you can call CAVCO at their toll-free 
number above) of the cost of the production, 
net of assistance, as certified by the Minister of 
Canadian Heritage. Therefore, the tax credit 
could provide assistance of up to 12% (or 
15%) of the cost of production, net of 
assistance. However, the tax credit may not 
be claimed in respect of a Canadian 

production if any part of the cost is financed by 
flowing-out capital cost allowance or other 
deductions to investors. 

Film or Video Production Services Tax 
Credit Program (PSTC) 
CAVCO's role under the Film or Video 
Production Services Tax Credit is to determine 

the eligibility of the production and to issue an 
Accredited Film or Video Production Certificate 

on behalf of the Minister of Canadian Heritage. 
The CCRAS role is to provide assistance to 
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claimants; interpret and apply section 125.5 
and all other provisions of the Income Tax Act 
and the Income Tax Regulations that may have 
an impact on the PSTC; review or audit the 
film tax credit claims within a reasonable time 
frame; and provide timely refund cheques. 

The PSTC is a tax credit equal to 16% since 
Feb. 19, 2003 of salary and wages paid to 
Canadian residents or taxable Canadian 
corporations (for amounts paid to employees 
who are Canadian residents) for services 
provided to the production in Canada. This 
refundable tax credit has no cap on the 
amount that can be claimed, and it is available 
to taxable Canadian corporations or foreign- 
owned taxable corporations with a permanent 
establishment in Canada.

| To encourage the hiring of New Brunswick 
residents, New Brunswick Film manages a 
refundable labour-based film tax credit that 
provides a rebate to a maximum of 40% of 
eligible salaries paid to New Brunswick 
residents. Eligible wages cannot exceed 50% 
of the total costs of production. The value of 

| this Labour Tax Credit may be included as 
part of the calculation of a production 
company’s equity in a production. When New 
Brunswick Film determines that it is in the 
best interest of the Province, New Brunswick 
Film may waive the requirement that the NB 
Film Labour Tax Credit apply only to wages of 
New Brunswick residents. This may occur 
when in the opinion of New Brunswick Film, 

| there is no qualified NB worker available to 
perform the specific function; and the out-of- 
province worker fulfilling this function is 
mentoring a New Brunswick resident. In 
addition, when, in the opinion of New 
Brunswick Film the overall economic benefits 

| to the Province are such that a waiver is 
warranted. In order to receive a waiver, the 

producer must demonstrate that each 
individual waived is mentoring a New 
Brunswick worker and each trainee has a 

| training plan and evaluation process in place 
that is approved by New Brunswick Film. The 
determination of the applicability of the tax 
credit to a specific project is fully at the 
discretion of NB Film.
