Steinberg MR Editor enables you to perform all settings on the MR816 CSX/MR816 X (including basic 
parameters and system-related parameters), allowing you to remotely control the MR816 CSX/MR816 X from the computer and 
save parameter settings for the MR816 CSX/MR816 X as a file. Steinberg MR Extension enables you to use the Link function 
between the MR816 CSX/MR816 X and versions of Cubase that are compatible with this function, such as Cubase 4.5/Cubase 
AI4.5. The TOOLS for MR Installer installs these three software components.
