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PREFACE

This third volume of American Fuller Genealogy contains genea-

logical data concerning descendants of Captain Matthew Fuller, John

Fuller of Newton, John Fuller of Lynn, John Fuller of Ipswich, and

Robert Fuller of Dorchester and Dedham, immigrants who came to

America before 1650.

By correspondence with descendants ; from items found in published

family genealogies ; and from examination of unpublished records, these

genealogical lines have been extended from certain sources of infor-

mation used as a basis, to the extent shown in the following pages.

These sources were, in general, the manuscripts of Prof. H. W.
Brainard of Hartford. Ct., Jackson's History, and the published and

unpublished vital records of Newton, the vital records of Lynn, of

Ipswich, and those of Dorchester and Dedham.

The compiler feels quite sure that in a work of so much detail, there

must be many errors, but hopes by careful attention given to have re-

duced them to the least that could be expected. .

The writer takes this opportunity to thank all those who have helped

in any way the preparation of this volume.

Supplements to Vols. I and II contain much additional information,

and research workfers should not fail to examine them.

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AMERICAN FULLER GENEALOGY.

CAPTAIN MATTHEW FULLER LINE.

Matthew* Fuller, b. in England; d. in Barnstable, Aug., 1678;
m. , Frances ; b. , in England ; d. in Barnstable.

Matthew* Fuller probably b. 1603 in Redenhall Parish, in Harleston,
Norfolk Co., England, came to America and settled in Plymouth, in

1640.

At this time he was married, and a parent. Of his early history,

little is known, but he was doubtless acquiring the knowledge of

surgery and military affairs which he afterwards put to good use. In

April, 1642, ten acres of land were granted him in Plymouth, and in

the same year he was juryman and propounded freeman of the

Colony, but was not sworn and admitted until June 7, 1653. In 1643.

he was appointed sergeant in the military company of the Colony, of

which Miles Standish was captain. About 1650, he removted to

Barnstable. In 1653, he represented that town in the Colony Court,

and was already lieutenant of the militia there. June 20, 1654, he was

appointed lieutenant under Capt. Standish of the Company of fifty

men, the quota of Plymouth Colony, in the proposed expedition against

the Dutch at Manhattan. All preparations had been made, when news

of peace arrived and further service became unnecessary. Oct. 2, 1658,

he was elected one of the Council of War, and in 1671 its chairman,

and one of the magistrates of the Colony, and in the same year lieu-

tenant of the forces to be sent against the Saconet Indians. Dec. 17.

1673, he was appointed Surgeon-General of the Colony troops, and

also of those of Massachusetts, if that Colony approved. For this ser-

vice he was allowed 4 shillings a day. In King Phillip's War he was

captain of the Plymouth forces. In the Quaker controversy, Capt.

Fuller took a noble stand in favor of religious toleration. He lived

near neighbors to some of the most prominent of the Quakers, and

was connected by marriage alliances with some who felt the severity

of the laws passed against the sect. He went so far as to censure this

law in strong terms in public. For this he was fined by the magistrates.

Though indiscreet in speech, the court continued to confer offices of
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trust and honor upon him,—a most unusual course which shows that

his honor and bravery were never doubted. In his public and private

life he was a man of sound judgment, of good understanding, faithful

in performance of duty, liberal in politics, tolerant in religion. Captain

Fuller was also the first regular physician settled in Barnstable. His

homestead was in the northwest corner of Barnstable, at Scorton Neck.

He also possessed large tracts in Falmouth and Middleboro, granted

for the eminent services he had rendered the Colony. His will was

dated July 25, 1678, and was proved Oct. 30th following. His estate

was appraised at £1667,04,06, a very large amount for those times.

Among the items is the following: "Pearls, precious stones and dia-

monds, at a guess, £200."

DESCENDANTS.

John* Fuller, one of the first settlers of Cambridge Village, was born

in England in 1611, came to America about 1635, and settled in Cam-
bridge Village—now called Newton—about 1644.

Newton was established as a town in 1691, and in 1873 was incor-

porated as a city.

In December. 1658, John' Fuller bought 750 acres of land for about

$1.00 per acre, the tract beiuR bounded on the north and west by Charles

River. Later he increased his holdings to upwards of 1,000 acres, and

became one of the two largest land owners in the village. His tract was
long known as the "Fuller Farm."

He divided his land among his children in his lifetime, confirming

the division by his will, with the proviso that they should not sell to

any stranger, until they, or their next relation, should have the offer of

it. Twenty-two of his descendants, it is said, went into the army of

the Revolution. Pope in his "Pioneers of Massachusetts" says he was
a farmer and a maltster.

He made his will in 1696, and died "Feb. 7, 1697-8, aged 87," according

to his gravestone record.

His wife's name was Elizabeth . She d. Apr. 13, 1700.

Volume 12 of Town Papers of N. H. mentions Hezekiah Fuller as a

signer of a road petition in 1778 and Volume 13 as a signer of a

petition in Stratford, N. H., in 1791.

The U. S. Census of 1790 mentions no Fuller families in Lancaster,

but gives 12 persons in the family of Hezekiah Fuller of Stratford.

Records of deeds in Lancaster show dealings in lands in Stratford by
Hezekiah, and by Luther Fuller of Brunswick, Orange Co., Vt.

Hammond's "Town Papers of New Hampshire," referring to a peti-

tion by 12 signers in Lancaster, asking the authorities for assistance on
account of an Indian raid and their capture of two men, says "the two
men referred to were Joseph Barlow and Hezekiah Fuller." What dis-

position their captors made of them we do not know. Their names
figure in business transactions at a subsequent date, from which we may
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infer that they either escaped or were ransomed. It was a matter of

frequent occurrence for towns to pay the ransom of such captures.

The Berlin (N. H.) "Independent" of Feb. 16, 1898, printed portions

of an address including mention of the family of Hezekiah Fuller and

Tryphena Lamkin as follows :

"Hezekiah and Luther, sons of William, settled in Stratford, N. H.,

Joseph Fuller, died in Providence, Apr. 7, 1815, aged 71," and

also mention the marriage of Dea. Joseph Fuller and Mrs. Ann Walker,

in Providence, June 19, 1817, by Rev. Mr. Osborne.

Dea. Joseph Fuller was a Trustee of the Chestnut St. M. E. Church

from Jan. 2, 1819, to May 3, 1822, date of his decease.

Vol. 18 of Arnold's V. R. of R. I. states that Dea. Joseph Fuller was

second in command in the battle of Rhode Island.

"The Gazettee" of Providence, Saturday morning, May 4, 1822, gives

an obituary notice as follows : "Died, in this town, yesterday morning,

the day that ended his 76th year, Mr. Joseph Fuller, who, for more

than 60 years has been a follower of the meek and lowly Jesus, and

for many years deacon and father of a church in this town.

"He bore a long and distressing sickness with Christian patience,

and died in the assurance of entering into that rest which remains for

the children of God.

"The friends of the deceased are requested to meet at his late resi-

dence in Westminster St. at half past two o'clock tomorrow, from

whence his remains will be carried to the Methodist Chapel, where a

discourse will be delivered on the occasion."

"The Gazette" of May 18, 1822, contains an auctioneer's notice of

sale, the same day, at the late residence of Mr. Joseph Fuller in West-

minster St. of furniture, tools, and stock of a tool maker's shop.

Children : I find no mention of children born to Dea. Joseph Fuller,

but a letter to Prof. H. W. Brainard of Hartford from a N. Y. gene-

alogical correspondent, dated Mar. 22, 1904, says: "A brother of my

grandfather was adopted by Dea. Joseph Fuller of Providence, R. I..

and changed his name from Joseph Field to Joseph Fuller."

It seems quite probable that the Joseph Fuller, Jr., who was mar-

ried Sept. 30, 1794, in Providence, by Elder James Wilson of the

Beneficent Congregational Church to Lucy Potter was this adopted

son, and also that the Abby P. Fuller, "only daughter of Joseph Ful-

ler." who was married Aug 22, 1816, by the same Elder, in the same

place, to .Anthony B. Arnold, was the granddaughter of Dea. Joseph*

Fuller by his adopted son.
