SOLUTION: An oscillator 2 is provided within the arm g
part 1b of an operating device for a game machine by i T
fixing with a screwing, etc. An electrical signal is 7
inputted to the oscillator 2 at a proper timing
according to the development of the picture
displaying content of the game machine to oscillate to’
transmit oscillation to a player through the part 1b.
This oscillator 2 consists of the cylindrical coil and

the yoke incorporating a magnet inside and at the i
time of energizing the coil by a square current at a ZEEER
prescribed frequency, the switching of the energizing
direction vertically moves the yoke with respect to

the coil to generate oscillation. Consequently this

square current is made to flow at a proper timing

according to the de‘velopment of the game to generate oscillation to improve presence.
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
