PROBLEM TO BE SOLVED: To provide a solid-liquid separation filtering device for soil water and
waste water which has sufficient filtering performance, and can be easily manufactured and further can
be reused by backfiow, in case a filter is clogged after a tong time of use. SOLUTION: Frame-like

cross frames 2 of a circular or an annular shape are aranged at an appropriate interval, and at the
same time, longitudinal bars 3 are arranged perpendicularty with the cross bars 2 at plural positions in
the peripheral direction of the cross frames 2 In addition, the crossover points of the cross frames 2

and the longitudinal bars 2 are joined to form a Inner cage 1. Further, filaments 4 are wound sround the
inner cage 1 to constitute a hollow filtering member 6 with a peripheral wall § having appropriate gaps.
Soil water or waste water passes through the peripheral wall 5 and circulates the the inside and the
outside of the hollow filtering member 6.
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
