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.|REAT pain¢ have been taken in the construc- 

tion of this work, to give the narrative the 

roundness, unity, and fluency that are so es- 

sential to the interest and picturesqueness of 

the story, and to a conception of the life of 

the Lord Jesus in its oneness and consecu- 

tiveness. Without doubt the best way to 

study Christ is to read each of the Gos- 

pels in its unity. Supplementary to this the 

scholar is able to construct for himself, by 

a laborious study of learned works and a 

diligent comparison of the several Gospels, 

a conception of the life of Christ as a 

whole. It is to assist the general reader in 

forming such a conception that the present 

consolidation is made. 

It is now two hundred and twenty years since the learned Dr. 

Lightfoot published his celebrated harmony of the four Gospels ; 

and very many others have labored in this field during these two 

But the plan and purpose of the present work differs 

in some regards from all that have gone before. [or this is not 
iii 
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a harmony, properly so called. No endeavor has been made to 

reconcile apparent discrepancies. Where there were variations in 

the minor details of an incident as given in the Gospels, I have. 

followed that which was the fullest and the most vivid. I might 

have gone further in piecing together the narratives, but this sort 

of patchwork has been often made at the expense of fluency and 

interest in the history. To have woven into the narrative all the 

varying phrases of the four historians, even at the expense of clear- 

ness and grammatical construction, would have been to sacrifice ° 

to a masoretic veneration for the letter of the sacred text the in- 

terest and usefulness of the work. All marginal readings, and 

all references to the several Gospels, and all marks of chapters and 

verses in the Gospels, have been cfrefully omitted, that the atten- 

tion of the reader might never be diverted from the narrative itself, 

and that the picture of Christ’s life might be presented with that 

unbroken continuity to which we are accustomed in reading mod- 

ern books. The preface to Luke, as pertaining to but one Gospel, 

and the two genealogies, have been omitted; since, however valu- 

able they may be in their places, they would not help, but rather 

hinder, the purpose of this compilation. The present arrangement, 

therefore, is in the exact words of the authorized version of the 

Gospels ; there is nothing added, nothing changed. But it makes 
no pretension to include every word of all the Gospels. It is bet- 
ter to be useful than ingenious. 

The order of time is chiefly that marked out by Dr. Ellicott in 

his Hulsean Lectures. In minor arrangements and adaptations of 

the text much assistance has been derived from an anonymous 

Diagesseron published in Oxford in 1837. |

Jesus saith unto her, ‘Woman, what have J to do with 
thee? mine hour is not yet come.” 

His mother saith unto the servants, “ Whatsoever he saith unto you, 
do it.” 

And there were set there six water-pots of stone, after the manner of the 
purifying of the Jews, containing two or three firkins apiece. ,,... smswa. 

Jesus saith unto them, “Fill the water-pots with water.” And ‘tite wine 

they filled them to the brim. And he saith unto them, “ Draw out now, 
and bear unto the governor of the feast.” 

And they bare it. When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that 

was made wine, and knew not whence it was (but the servants which drew 
the water knew), the governor of the feast called the bridegroom, and saith 
unto him, “Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and 
when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but thou hast kept 

the good wine until now.” 
This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and manifested 

forth his glory; and his disciples believed on him. 
After this he went down to Capernaum, he, and his mother, and his 

brethren, and his disciples; and they continued there not Many’ gojoums in ca- 
days. And the Jews’ passover was at hand, and Jesus went up 

to Jerusalem, and found in the temple those that sold oxen and sheep and 

doves, and the changers of money sitting; and when he had qerrsos ine 

made a scourge of small cords, he drove them all out of the “™"'* 

temple, and the sheep, and the oxen; and poured out the changers’ money, 

and overthrew the tables; and said unto them that sold doves, ‘‘ Take these 

things hence; make not my Father’s house a house of merchandise.” And

his disciples remembered that it was written, “The zeal of thine house hath 
eaten me up.” 

Then answered the Jews and said unto him, “ What sign showest thou 
unto us, seeing that thou doest these things ?” 

Jesus answered and said unto them, “ Destroy this temple, and in three 
days I will raise it up.” 

Then said the Jews, “ Forty-and-six years was this temple in building, 
and wilt thou rear it up in three days?” 

But he spake of the temple of his body. When therefore he was risen 
from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this unto them; 
and they believed the scripture, and the word which Jesus had said. 

Now when he was in Jerusalem at the passover, in the feast-day, many 
believed in his name, when they saw the miracles which he did. But Jesus 

did not commit himself unto them, because he knew all men, and needed 

not that any should testify of man: for he knew what was in man. 

There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the 

Jews: the same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, “ Rabbi, we 

know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can 

do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.” 

Jesus answered and said unto him, ‘ Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 
Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 
~ Nicodemus saith unto him, “ How can a man be born when he is old? 

Can he enter the second time into his mother’s womb, and be born?” 

Jesus answered, “Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born 

of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That 
which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is 
spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again. The 
wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst 

not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is 

born of the Spirit.” | 

Nicodemus answered and said unto him, ‘“‘ How can these things be?” 

Jesus answered and said unto him, “Art thou a master of Israel, and 

knowest not these things? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that 

we do know, and testify that we have seen; and ye receive not our wit- 

ness. If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye 

believe, if I tell you of heavenly things? And no man hath ascended up to 

heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is 

in heaven. And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so 

must the Son of man be lifted up: that whosoever believeth in him should 

not perish, but have eternal life. For God so loved the world, that he gave 

his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, 

but have everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to

condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. He 
that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is con- 
demned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only 

begotten Son of God. And this is the condemnation, that light is come 
into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their 

deeds were evil. For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither 
cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved. But he that 
doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, 
that they are wrought in God.” 

After these things came Jesus and his disciples into the land of Judea; 
and there he tarried with them, and baptized. And John also was bap- 
tizing in Atnon, near to Salim, because there was much water pes into 
there: and they came, and were baptized. For John was not 7““** 
yet cast into prison. 

Then there arose a question between some of John’s disciples and the 
Jews about purifying. . And they came unto John, and said unto him, 
“Rabbi, he that was with thee beyond Jordan, to whom thou bearest 

witness, behold, the same baptizeth, and all men come to him.” 

John answered and said, ‘‘ A man can receive nothing, except it be given oO) 

him from heaven. Ye yourselves bear me witness, that I said, The answer of 

I am not the Christ, but that I am sent before him. He that ciples 

hath the bride is the bridegroom: but the friend of the bridegroom, which 
standeth and heareth him, rejoiceth greatly because of the bridegroom’s 
voice: this my joy therefore is fulfilled. He must increase, but I must 
decrease. He that cometh from above is above all: he that is of the earth 
is earthly, and speaketh of the earth: he that cometh from heaven is above 
all. And what he hath seen and heard, that he testifieth; and no man re- 
ceiveth his testimony. He that. hath received his testimony hath set to his 
seal that God is true. For he whom God hath sent speaketh the words 
of God: for God giveth not the Spirit by measure unto him. The Father 
loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his hand. He that believeth 

on the Son hath everlasting life; and he that believeth not the Son shall 

not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.”

Kae “ RSE EN therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had 
f\\GHY heard that Jesus made and baptized more disciples than 

John (though Jesus himself baptized not, but his dis- 
ciples), he left Judzea, and departed again into Galilee. 

ed xz And he must needs go through Santi Then cometh 
he to a city of Samaria, which is called Solar near to the parcel of 
ground that Jacob gave to his son J oseph. Now Jacob’s well was there. 
Jesus therefore, being wearied with his journey, sat thus on the well: and 
it was about the fee hour. 

There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, 

Jesus talks Give me to drink.” (For his disciples were gone away unto 
tan woman. the city to buy meat.) 

Then saith the woman of Samaria unto him, ‘ How is it that thou, being 
a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for the Jews 
have no dealings with the Samaritans.” 

Jesus answered and said unto her, “If thou knewest the gift of God, and 
who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink ; thou wouldst have asked of 

him, and he would have given thee living water.” 

The woman saith unto him, ‘Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, and 

the well is deep: from whence then hast thou that living water? Art thou 
greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and drank thereof 

himself, and his children, and his cattle?” 

Jesus answered and said unto her, ‘‘ Whosoever drinketh of this water 
shall thirst again; but whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give 
him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him 

a well of water springing up into everlasting life.” 
The woman saith unto him, “Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, 

neither come hither to draw.” 

Jesus saith unto her, “Go, call thy husband, and come hither.” 
The woman oe and said, ‘I have no husband.” . 

Jesus saith unto her, ‘Thou hast well said, I have no husband: for thou

hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: 

in that saidst thou truly.” — 
The woman saith unto him, “ Sin, I perceive that thou art a prophet. 

Our fathers worshiped in this mountain; and ye say that in Jerusalem is 

the place where men ought to worship.” ' 

Jesus saith unto her, “ Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye 

shall neither in this mountain nor yet at Jerusalem worship the Father. 

Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship; for salvation 

is of the Jews. But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worship- 

ers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh 

such to worship him. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must 

worship him in spirit and in truth.” 
The woman saith unto him, “I know that Messias cometh, which is 

called Christ; when he is come, he will tell us all things.” 
Jesus saith unto her, “I that speak unto thee am he.” 
And upon this came his disciples, and marveled that he talked with the 

woman: yet no man said, “‘ What seekest thou?” or, ‘Why talkest thou 

with her?” 
The woman then left her water-pot, and went her way into the city, and 

saith to the men, ‘‘Come, see a man which told me all things that ever I 

did: is not this the Christ?” Then they went out of the city, and came 
unto him. 

In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, ‘“ Master, eat.” 
But he said unto them, “I have meat to eat that ye know not of.” 

Therefore said the disciples one to another, ‘‘ Hath any man brought 
him aught to eat?” 

Jesus saith unto them, ‘‘My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, 
and to finish his work. Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then 

cometh harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on 

the fields; for they are white already to harvest. And he that reapeth 
receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto life eternal: that both he that 
soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice together. And herein is that say- 
ing true, One soweth, and another reapeth. I sent you to reap that where- 
on ye bestowed no labor: other men labored, and ye are entered into their 
labors.” 

And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying 
Many Samari- Of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did.. 
verted. So when the ae eee were come unto him, they besought 
him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two days. an 
many more believed because of his own word; and said unto the woman, 
“Now we believe, not because of thy saying: for we have heard him 
ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the 
world.”

Now after two days he departed thence, and went into Galilee, preaching 
the gospel of the kingdom of God, and saying, ‘The time is fulfilled, 
and the kingdom of God is at hand: repent ye, and believe the 5... ume to 
gospel.” And there went out a fame of him through all the S* 
region round about. For Jesus himself testified, ‘that a prophet hath no 
honor in his own country.” Then when he was come into Galilee, the 

Galileans received him, having seen all the things that he did at Jerusalem 
at the feast: for they also went unto the feast. 

So Jesus came again into Cana of Galilee, where he made the water 
wine. And there was a certain nobleman, whose son was sick 4, jn 

at Capernaum. When he heard that Jesus was come out of "”’™rss™ 
Judzea into Galilee, he went unto him, and besought him that he would 
come down, and heal his son: for he was at the point of death. 

Then said Jesus unto him, “ Except ye see signs and wonders, ye will 
not believe.” 

The nobleman saith unto him, ‘“ Sir, come down ere my child die.” 

Jesus saith unto him, “Go thy way; thy son liveth.” 
And the man believed the word that Jesus had spoken unto him, and he 

went his way. And as he was now going down, his servants met him, and 
told him, saying, ‘Thy son liveth.” Then inquired he of them the hour 

when he began to amend. And they said unto him, “ Yesterday at the 
seventh hour the fever left him.” So-the father knew that it was at the 
same hour in the which Jesus said unto him, Thy son liveth: and himself 
believed, and his whole house. This is again the second miracle that Jesus 
did, when he was come out of Judea into Galilee.

Jesus saith unto him, “ Rise, take up thy bed, and walk.” 

And immediately i man was made whole, and took up his bed, onl 
walked: and on the same day was the Sabbath. 

The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, “It is the Sabbath 

day; it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed.” 

He answered them, ‘“‘He that made me whole, the same said unto me, 

‘Take up thy bed, and walk.” 
Then asked they him, “ What man is that which said unto thee, Take up 

thy bed, and walk?”

"Then answered Jesus and said unto them, ele verily, I say unto 

you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do; 

for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise. For 

the Father loveth the Son, and showeth him all things that himself doeth: 

and he will show him greater works than these, that ye may marvel. For 
as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them; even so the Son 

quickeneth whom he will. For the Father judgeth no man, but hath 
committed all judgment unto the Son: that all men should honor the Son, 
peclareth his «= VEN as they honor the Father. He that honoreth not the Son 

» ewndignity. -_honoreth not the Father which hath sent him. Verily, verily, I 
say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent 

me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is 

passed from death unto life. Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour is 

coming, and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God; 
and they that hear shall live. For as the Father hath life in himself, 

so hath he given to the Son to have life in himself; and hath given him 
authority to execute judgment also, because he is the Son of man. Marvel 
not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves 
shall hear his voice, and shall come forth; they that have done good, unto 

the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection 
of damnation. I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge; and 
my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the 
Father which hath sent me. 

“Tf I bear witness of myself, my witness is not true. There is another 
that beareth witness of me; and I know that the witness which he wit- 

nesseth of me is true. Ye sent unto John, and he bare witness unto the 

truth. But I receive not testimony from man: but these things I say, that 
ye might be saved. He was a burning and a shining light; and ye were 
adil: for a season to rejoice in his light. 

“But I have greater witness than that of John: for the works which the 
Father hath given me to finish, the same works that I do bear witness of 
me, that the Father hath sent me. And the Father himself, which hath sent 
me, hath borne witness of me. Ye have neither heard his voice at any 
time, nor seen his shape. And ye have not his word abiding in you: for 
whom he hath sent, him ye believe not. Search the Sari puree for in 
them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me. 
And ye will not come to me, that ye might JG life.

ples to the sea: and a great multitude from Galilee followed him, and 

from Judeea, and from Jerusalem, and from Idunzea, and from beyond 

Jordan; and they about Tyre and Sidon, a great multitude, when they 

heard what great things he did, came unto him. And he spake to his 

Many miractes , 8Ciples, that a small ship should wait on him because of the 

eee. multitude, lest they should throng him. For he had healed 

many; insomuch that they pressed upon him for to touch him, as many 

as had plagues. And unclean spirits, when they saw him, fell down before 

him, and cried, saying, ‘Thou art the Son of God.” And he straitly 

charged them that they should not make him known. 
That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, 

saying, “ Behold my servant, whom I haye chosen; my beloved, in whom 

my soul is well pleased: I will put my 

spirit upon him, and he shall shew judg- 
ment to the Gentiles.

But the Pharisees and lawyers rejected 
the counsel of God against themselves, being not baptized of him.

And Jesus answering said unto him, “Simon, I have somewnat to say 
unto thee.”

her head. Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came 
in hath not ceased to kiss my feet. My head with oil thou didst not anoint: 

but this woman hath anointed my feet with ointment. Wherefore I say 
unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much: 

but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little.” 
And he said unto her, ‘‘ Thy sins are forgiven.” 
And they that sat at meat with him began to say within themselves, Who 

is this that forgiveth sins also? 
And he said to the woman, ‘ Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.” 
And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their syna- 

gogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sick- 
ness and every disease among the people. And the twelve were with him, 
and certain women, which had been healed of evil spirits and infirmities, 
Mary called Magdalene, out of whom went seven devils, and Joanna the 

wife of Chuza, Herod’s steward, and Susanna, and many others, which 

ministered unto him of their substance. 

Then was brought unto him one possessed with a devil, blind, and dumb: 

and he healed him, insomuch that the blind and dumb both , a+ anaaump 

spake and saw. And all the people were amazed, and said, “ Is eS a 

not this the son of David?” 

But when the Pharisees heard it, they said, ‘This fellow ,,, pharisces 

doth not cast out devils, but by Beelzebub the prince of the "™Phene 

devils.” 

And Jesus knew their thoughts, and said unto them, “ Every Rano 

divided against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or rere 

The two debtors. 
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divided against itself shall not stand: and if Satan cast out. Satan, he is 

divided against himself; how shall then his kingdom stand? And if I by 
Beelzebub cast out devils, by whom do your children cast them out? therefore 
they shall be your judges. But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of God, 
then the kingdom of God is come unto you. Or else how can one enter 
into a strong man’s house, and spoil his goods, except he first bind the 
strong man? and then he will spoil his house. He that is not with me is 
against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad. | 

“Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be 
forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be 
forgiven unto men. And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of 
man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy 
Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the 

world to come: because they said, He hath an unclean spirit. 
“Hither make the tree good, and his fruit good; or else make the tree 

corrupt, and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit. O gener- 
ation of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good things? for out of the 

abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh. A good man out of the good 

treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the 
evil treasure bringeth forth evil things. But I say unto you, That every 
idle word that men shall speak, they shall give.account thereof in the day 
of judgment. For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words 
thou shalt be condemned.” |

HE same day went Jesus out of the house, and sat by the 
; seaside. And he began again to teach by the seaside: 

and there was gathered unto him a great multitude, -so 
that he entered into a ship, and sat in the sea; and the 
whole multitude was by the sea on the land. 

And he taught them many things by parables, and said 
unto them in his doctrine, ‘“‘ Hearken; Behold, there went out a 

sower to sow: and it came to pass, as he sowed, some fell by

And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it 
yielded no fruif. And other fell on good ground, and did yield fruit that 
sprang up and increased; and brought forth, some thirty, and some sixty, 
and some an hundred.” 

And when he had said joo things, he cried, ‘“‘ He that hath ears to hear, 
let him hear.” 
And when he was alone, they that were about him with the twelve asked 

of him the parable, saying, “ What might this parable be? and why 

speakest thou unto them in parables?” 
And he said unto them, ‘‘ Unto you it is given to know the mystery of 

the kingdom of God: but unto them that are without, all these.) sesus taught 
things are done in parables. For whosoever hath, to him shadl eerables. 

be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, 
from him shall be taken away even that he hath. Therefore speak I to 

them in parables, that seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing 

they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be con- 

verted, and their sins should be forgiven them. And in them is fulfilled the 

prophecy of Isaiah, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not 

understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive: for this

people’s heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull éf hearing, and their 

eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes, 

and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should 

be converted, and I should heal them. But blessed are your eyes, for they 

see: and your ears, for they hear. For verily I say unto you, That many 

prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, 

and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have 

not heard them.” 
And he said unto them, “ Know ye not this parable? and how then will 

ye know all parables? Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower. 
The interpreta: The sower soweth the word. When any one heareth the word . 
ble of thesower. of the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the 
wicked one, and catcheth away that which was sown in his heart. This 

is he which received seed by the wayside. But he that received the seed

into stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy 
receiveth it; yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for 

when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he 

is offended. He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth 

the word; and the cares of this world, and the deceittulness of riches, and 

the lusts e other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh un- 
fruitful. But he that received seed into good ground is he that heareth the 
word, and receiveth it in an honest and good heart and understandeth it; 
which also beareth fruit, with patience, and bringeth forth, some an hundred 
fold, some sixty, some thirty. 

‘No man, when he hath lighted a candle, covereth it with a vessel, or 
putteth it under a bed; but-setteth it on a candlestick, that they which 
All hidden things eniter in may see the light. For nothing is secret, that shall 
lished. not be made manifest; neither anything hid, that shall not be 
known and come abroad. Take heed therefore how ye hear: for whoso- 
ever hath, to him shall be given; and whosoever hath not, from him shall 
be taken even that which he seemeth to have.” 
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Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, “The kingdom of heaven 
is likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field: but while men 
slept his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and ,,, <r oe 
went his way. But when the blade was sprung up, and brought *! 
forth fruit, then appeared the tares also. So the servants of the house- 
holder came and said unto him, “Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy 
field? from whence then hath it tares?” He said unto them, “An enemy 
hath done this.”. The servants said unto him, “ Wilt thou then that we go 
and gather them up?” But he said, ‘Nay; lest while ye gather up the 
tares, ye root up also the wheat with them. Let both grow together until 
the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye 
together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather 
the wheat into my barn.” 

And he said, “So is the kingdom of God, as if a man should cast seed 
into the ground; and should sleep, and rise night and day, and the seed 

should spring and grow up, he knoweth ,,, ..., a

All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude 

in parables; as they were able to hear it. But 

without a parable spake he not unto them: and when they were alone, he 

expounded all things to his disciples: that it might be fulfilled which was 

spoken by the prophet, saying, ‘I will open my mouth in parables; I will 

utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.” 

Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his 

disciples came unto him, saying, “ Declare unto us the parable of the tares 

of the field.” He answered and said unto them, “‘ He that soweth the good

on a pillow: and they awake him, and say unto him, ‘ Master, carest thou 
not that we perish?” And he arose, and rebuked the wind, and said unto 
the sea, ‘‘ Peace, be still.” 

And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm. And he said unto 
them, ‘‘Why are ye so fearful? how is it that ye have no faith?” And 

they feared exceedingly, and said one to another, ‘‘ What manner of man is

And they came over unto the other side of the sea, into the country of the 

Gadarenes, which is over against Galilee. And when he was come out of

passion on thee.” And he departed, and began to publish in Decapolis how 
great things Jesus had done for him: and all men did marvel. 

And he entered into a ship, and passed over, and came into his own city. 

And much people gathered unto him, for they were all waiting for him.

And he took the damsel by the hand, and said unto her, “Talitha cumi”; 
(which is, being interpreted, ‘‘ Damsel, I say unto thee, arise.” 
And straightway the damsel arose, and walked; for she was of the age 

of twelve years. And they were astonished with a great astonishment. 
- And he charged them straitly that no man should know it; and commanded 

that something should be given her to eat. And the fame hereof went 
abroad into all that land. 

And when Jesus departed thence, two blind men followed him, crying, 

and saying, “Thou son of David, have mercy on us.” And when he was 

come into the house, the blind men came to him: and Jesus saith unto 

them, “Believe ye that I am able to do this?” They said unto him, 

“Yea, Lord.” Then touched he their eyes, saying, “ Accord- yo. mon 
ing to your faith be it unto you.” And their eyes were opened; *°*"* 
and Jesus straitly charged them, saying, “See that no man know it.” But

As they went out, behold, they brought to him a dumb man _ possessed

And he went out from thence, and came into his own country; and his 

disciples follow him. And when the sabbath day was come, he began to 
teach in the synagogue: and many hearing him were aston- 
ished, saying, “‘ Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these 
mighty works? Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called 

Mary ? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas? and 

his sisters, are they not all with us?

power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of 
sickness and all manner of disease. And he began to send them forth by 
two and two; and commanded them, s saying, ‘Go not. into the we senaetn out 
way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter id cavern 
ye not: but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. And as ye 
go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. Heal the sick, 
cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, 
treely give. Provide neither gold, nor silver, nor brass in your purses, .nor 
scrip for your journey, nor yet staves, eine two coats, neither shoes, but 
be shod with sandals: for the workman is worthy 
of his meat. And into whatsoever city or town 

ye shall enter, inquire who in it is worthy ; and 

there abide till ye go thence. And when ye come 

into an house, salute it. And if the house be 

worthy, let your peace come upon it: but if it 

be not worthy, let your peace return to you. 
And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear 

your words, when ye depart out of that house or 

city, shake off the dust of your feet, for a testi- 

mony against them. Verily I say unto you, It 

shall be ‘more tolerable for the land of Sodom 

and Gomorrah in the day of judgment, than for 

that city. 

“ Behold, I send you forth as sheep in the 
midst of wolves; be ye therefore wise as ser- 

pents, and harmless'as doves. But beware of 
men; for they will deliver you up to the coun- 

cils, nd they will scourge you in their syna- 

gvogues; and ye shall be Sa before governors and kings for my sake, 

for a testimony against them and the Canties But when they deliver 

you up, take no ee how or what ye shall speak : for it shall be given 

you in that same hour what ye shall speak. For it is not ye that speak, but 

the Spirit of your Father which speaketh in you. And the brother shall 

deliver-up the brother to death, and the father the child: and the children 

shall rise up against their parents, and cause them to be put to death. And 

ye shall be oo of all men for my name’s sake: but he that endureth to the 

end shall be saved. But when they persecute you in this city, flee ye into 

another: for verily I say unto you, Ye shall not have gone over the cities 

of Israel, till the Son of man be come. The disciple is not above his mas- 

ter, nor the servant above his lord. It is enough for the disciple that he be 

as his master, and the servant as his lord. If they have called the master of 

the house Beelzebub, how much more shall they call them of his household?

“Fear them not therefore: for there is nothing covered, that shall not be 
revealed ; and hid, that shall not be known. What I tell you in darkness, 
that speak ye in light: and what ye hear in the ear, that preach ye upon 
the house-tops.

“Think not that Iam come to send peace on earth: I came not to send 
peace, but a sword. For Iam come to set a man at variance against his 

father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter-in-law 

against her mother-in-law. And a man’s foes shall be they of his own 
household. He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of 
me; and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. 
And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of 

me. He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for 
my- sake. shall find it. 3 

“ He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth 

him that sent me. He that receiveth a prophet in the name of a prophet 
shall receive a prophet’s reward; and he that receiveth a righteous man: in 

the name of a righteous man shall receive a righteous man’s reward. And 
whosoever shall give to drink unto one of these little ones a cup of cold 
water only in the name of a disciple, verily I say unto you, he shall in no 

wise lose his reward.” .

And others said, “That it is a prophet, 

or as one of the prophets.” But when Herod heard thereof, he said, ‘ It 

is John, whom I beheaded: he is risen from the dead.” 

For Herod himself had sent forth and laid hold upon John, and bound 

him in prison for Herodias’s sake, his brother Philip’s wife; for he had

married her. For John had said unto Herod, ‘‘It is not lawful for thee 

wheimprison. 12 Lave thy brother’s wife.” Therefore Herodias had a quarrel 
ment of John, against him, and would have killed him; but she could not: 

For Herod feared John, knowing that he was a just man and a holy, and 
observed him; and when he heard him, he did many things, and heard him 

gladly. 
And when a convenient day was come, that Herod on.his birthday made 

a supper to his lords, high captains, and chief estates of Galilee; and 
when the daughter of the said Herodias’ came in, and danced, and pleased 
Herod and them that sat with him, the king said unto the damsel, “ Ask of 
me whatsoever thou wilt, and I give it thee.” And he sware unto her, 
‘‘Whatsoever thou shalt ask of me, I will give it thee, unto the half.of my 
kingdom.” And she went forth, and said unto her mother, ‘‘ What shall I 
ask?” And she said, “The head of John the Baptist.” And she came in- 
straightway with haste unto the king, and asked, saying, I will that thou 

give me by and by in a charger the head of John the Baptist. 
And the king was exceeding sorry; yet for his oath’s sake, and for 

their sakes which sat with him, he would not reject her. And immediately 

Thedeath o¢jonn th king sent an executioner, and commanded his head to be 

ag tao brought: and he went and beheaded him in the prison. And 
brought his head in a charger, and gave it to the damsel; and the damsel 
gave it to her mother. 

And when his disciples heard of it, they came and took up his corpse, 
and laid it in the tomb. 

And the apostles, when they were returned, gathered themselves together 

The apostles re. UNto Jesus, and told him all things, both what they had done, 

wae and what they had taught. And he said unto them, “Come 
ye yourselves apart into a desert place, and rest awhile”: for there were 
many coming and going, and they had no leisure so much as to eat.

THE FEEDING OF THE FIVE THOUSAND. 

ND Jesus went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of 

Tiberias, into a desert place belonging to the city called 

Bethsaida. And a great multitude followed him, because 
they saw his miracles which he did on them that were 
diseased. And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there 
he sat with his disciples. And the passover, a feast of 

the Jews, was nigh. When Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and saw a great 
company come unto him, he was moved with compassion toward them, 
J ti ti Jesus retires to because they were as sheep not having a shepherd: and he 

the multitudes,” began to teach them many things, and healed them that had 
need of healing. 

And when the day was now far spent, he saith unto Philip, ‘‘ Whence 
shall we buy bread, that these may eat?” And this he said to prove him: 
for he himself knew what he would do. Philip answered him, “Two hun- 

dred pennyworth of bread is not sufficient for them, that every one of them 
may take a little.” One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, 

saith unto him, ‘There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and 
two small fishes: but what are they among so many?” And 
Jesus said, “Make them sit down by fifties in a company.” 

Now there was much grass in the place. So the men sat down, in number 
about five thousand. : 3 

Then he took the five loaves and the two fishes, and looking up to heaven, . 
he blessed them, and brake, and gave to the disciples to set before the 
multitude. And they did eat, and were all filled. When they were filled, he 
said unto his disciples, “Gather up the fragments that remain, that Soibiee 
be lost.” Therefore they gathered them together, and filled ievelyé baskets 
with the fragments of the five barley loaves, which remained over. and 
above unto them that had eaten. Then those men, when they had seen the 
miracle that Jesus did, said, “This is of a truth that prophet that should 
come into the world.” 

When Jesus therefore perceived that they would come and take him by

force, to make him a king, he departed again into a mountain himself alone. 

And when even was now come, his disciples went down unto the sea, and 

entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward Capernaum. And it was 

now dark, and Jesus was not come to them. But the ship was now in the 

midst of the sea, tossed with waves: for the wind was contrary. And he 

saw them toiling in rowing, for the wind was contrary unto them. And in- 

curist wakea on tH fourth watch of the night Jesus went unto them, walking on 

canes the sea. And when the disciples saw him walking on the sea, 

they were troubled, saying, ‘It is a spirit”; and ‘they cried out for fear. 

But straightway Jesus spake unto them, saying, “ Be of good cheer; it is 
I; be not afraid.” And Peter answered him and said, “ Lord, if it be thou, 

bid me come unto thee on the water.” And he said, ‘‘ Come.” 

And when Peter was come down out of the ship, he walked on the water, 
to go to J esus. But when he saw the wind boisterous, he was afraid; and 

beginning to sink, he cried, saying, ‘‘ Lord, save me.” And immediately 

Jesus stretched forth his hand, and caught him, and said unto him, ‘‘O thou 

of little faith, wherefore didst thou doubt?” 

And when they were come into the ship, the wind ceased, and imme- 
diately the ship was at the land whither they went. Then they that were 

in the ship came and worshiped him, saying, ‘‘ Of a truth thou art the Son 
of God.” ; 

And when they had passed over, they came into the land of Gennesaret, 
"and drew out to the shore. And when they were come out of the ship, 

straightway they knew him, and ran through that whole region round 
Hehealeth mmy about, and began to carry about in beds those that were sick, 
Gennesaret. where they heard he was. And whithersoever he entered, into 
villages, or cities, or country, they laid the sick in the streets, and besought 

him that they might touch if it were but the border of his garment: and 
as many as touched him were made whole. 

The day following, when the people which stood on the other side of the 
sea saw that there was none other boat there, save that one whereinto his 

disciples were entered, and that Jesus went not with his disciples into the 

boat, but that his disciples were gone away alone; (howbeit there came 

other boats from Tiberias nigh unto the place where they did eat bread, 
after that the Lord had given thanks:) when the people therefore saw that 
Jesus was not there, neither his disciples, they also took shipping, and came 
to Capernaum, seeking for Jesus. And when they had found him on the 
other side of the sea, they said unto him, ‘Rabbi, when camest thou 
hither?” Jesus answered them and said, ‘Verily, verily, I say unto youy, | 
ye seek me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye did eat. of the bi 
loaves, and were filled. Labor not for the meat which perisheth, but for 
that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall 
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[oe THE BREAD FROM HEAVEN. 

give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed.” Then said they unto 

him, “ What shall we do, that we might work the works of God?” Jesus 

answered and said ‘unto them, “ This is the work of God, that ye believe on | 

him whom he hath sent.” 

They said therefore unto him, ‘‘ What sign shewest thou then, that we 

may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work? Our fathers did eat 

the tread from Wanna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from 

sesh ice heaven to eat.” Then said Jesus unto them, ‘“ Verily, verily, I 

say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my 

Father giveth you the true bread from heaven. For the bread of God is he 

which cometh down'from heaven, and giveth life unto the world.” Then 

said they unto him, “‘ Lord, evermore give us this bread.” And Jesus said 
unto them, ‘““I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never 

hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. But I said unto 

you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not. All that the Father giv- 

eth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast 

out. For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will 

of him that sent me. And this is the Father’s will which hath sent me, that 

of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up 

_ again atthe last day. And this is the will of him that sent me, that every 

one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: 
and I will raise him up at the last day.” 

The Jews then murmured at him, because he said, I am. the bread which 

came down from heaven. And they said, “Is not this Jesus, the son of 

Joseph, whose father and mother we know? how is it then that he saith, 
I came down from heaven?” Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, 

‘Murmur not among yourselves. No man can come to me, except the 

Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last 

day. It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. 
Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, com- 

eth unto me. Not that any man hath seen the Father, save he which is of 

God, he hath seen the Father. Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that 

believeth on me hath everlasting life. I am that bread of life. Your 
fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, and are dead. This is the bread - 
which cometh down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof and not die. . 
I am the living bread which came down from heayen: if any man eat of 
this bread, he shall live forever: and the bread that I will ¢ give is my flesh, 
which I will give for the life of the world.” 

The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, “How can this 
man give us his flesh to eat?” Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, 
I say unto youy Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his 
blood, ye have no life in you. Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my

blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. For my 

flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. He that eateth my 

flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and Iin him. As the living 

Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even 
he shall live by me. This is that bread which came down from heaven: 
not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this 

bread shall live forever.” “These things said he in the synagogue, as he 
taught in Capernaum. 

Many therefore of his disciples, when they had heard of this, said, “This 
Many diseipes 18 @0 hard saying; who can hear it?” When Jesus knew in 
forsake him. himself that his disciples murmured at it, he said unto them, 
“Doth this offend you? What and if ye shall see the Son of man ascend 
up where he was before? it is the spirit that quickeneth ; the flesh profiteth 
nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life. 
But there are some of you that believe not.” For Jesus knew from the 

beginning who they were that believed not, and who should betray him. 
And he said, “ Therefore said I unto you, that no man can come unto me, 

except it were given unto him of my Father.” 
From that time many of his disciples went back, and walked no more 

with him. Then said Jesus unto the twelve, “‘ Will ye also go 
away?” Then Simon Peter answered him, “ Lord, to whom 

shall we go? thou hast the words of eternal life. And we believe and are 
sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of the living God.” Jesus answered 
them, “‘ Have not I chosen you twelve, and one of you isa devil?” He 
spake of Judas Iscariot the son of Simon: for he it was that should betray 
him, being one of the twelve. . 

Atice these things Jesus walked in Galilee: for he would not walk in 
Jewry, because the Jews sought to kill him.

Ks Te aay ae came together unto him the Pharisees, and certain 
(BOA ey. > of the scribes, which came from Jerusalem. And when 

they saw some of his disciples cut bread with The Pharisees 
defiled, that is to say, with unwashen, hands, find fault. 

GSE they found fault. For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, 
artes ie wash their hands oft, eat not, holding the tradition of the 
elders. And when they come fromthe market, except they wash, they eat 
not. And many other things there be, which they have received to hold, 
as the washing of cups, and pots, and brazen vessels, and of tables. Then 

the Pees and scribes asked him, ‘“ Why walk not thy disciples ac- 
cording to the tradition of the elder: 8 but eat bread with unwashen 
hands ?” 

He answered and said unto them, ‘“‘ Well hath Isaiah prophesied of you 
hypocrites, as it is written, ‘This people honoreth me with their nerebuxetn them 
lips, but their heart is far from me. Howbeit in vain do they traditions. 
worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.’ For laying 

aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, as the wash- 
ing of pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do.” And _ he 
said unto them, “ Full well ye reject the commandment of God, that ye 

may keep your own tradition. For Moses said, ‘ Honor thy father and thy 
mother’; and, ‘Whoso curseth father or mother, let him die the death’; 

but ye say, ‘If a man shall say to his father or mother, It is Corban, that is 

to say, a gift, by whatsoever thou mightest be profited by me’; he shall be 
free. And ye suffer him no more to do aught for his father or his mother ; 
making the word of God of none effect through your tradition, which ye 

have delivered: and many such like things do ye.” 
And when he: had called all the people unto him, he said unto them,

him: but the things which come out of ne those are they that defile the

man. If any man have ears to hear, let him hear.” And when he was 

entered into the house from the people, his disciples said unto him, “ Know- 

est thou that the Pharisees were offénded, after they heard this saying?” 

But he answered and said, ‘Every plant, which my heavenly Father hath 

not planted, shall be rooted up. Let them alone: they be blind leaders of 

the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.” 

Then answered Peter and said unto him, ‘ Declare unto us this parable.” 

And Jesus said, “ Are ye also yet without understanding? Do ye not per- 

ceive, that whatsoever thing from without entereth into the man, it cannot 

defile him; because it entereth not into his heart, but into the belly, and 

goeth out into the draught, purging all meats?” And he said, “That which 
cometh out of the man, that defileth the man. For from within, out.of the 
heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, thefts, 

covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, 

pride, foolishness: all these evil things come from within, and defile the 
man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man.” 

And from thence he arose, and went into the borders of Tyre and Sidon, 

Thedemoniag gud entered into an house, and would have no man know it: 

Syréthenian DUt he could not be hid. For a certain woman, whose young 
Erect saat: daughter had an unclean spirit, heard of him, and came and fell 

at his feet: the woman was a Greek, a Syrophenician by nation; and she 
besought him that he would cast forth the devil out of her daughter. But 
he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, 
saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. But he answered and said, 

“Tet the children first be filled: for it is not meet to take the children’s 
bread, and to cast it unto the dogs.” And she said, “Truth, Lord: yet the 
dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their ‘master’s table.” Then Jesus 
answered and said unto her, “O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee 
even as thou wilt.” And her daughter was made whole from that very 
hour. 

And again, departing from the coasts of Tyre and Sidon, he came unto 

the sea of Galilee, through the midst of the coasts of Decapolis.. And they 
bring unto him one that was deaf, and had an impediment in his speech; 
and they beseech him to put his hand upon him. And he took him aside 
from the multitude, and put his fingers into his ears, and he spit, and 
He healeth a deat touched his tongue; and looking up to heaven, he sighed, and 

saith unto him, “ Ephphatha,” (that is, “Be opened.”) And 
straightway his ears were opened, and the string of his tongue was loosed, 
and he spake plain. And he charged them that they should tell no man: 
but the more he charged them, so much the more a great deal they pub- 
lished it; and were beyond measure astonished, saying, He hath done all 
things wells he maketh both the deaf to hear, and the dumb to speak.

Vaan those days the multitude being very great, and having nothing to. eat, 
~ Jesus called his disciples unto ae and aaith unto hon et! ies com- 
passion on the multitude, because they continue with me now three days, 
and have nothing to eat: and I will not send them away fasting, lest they 
faint in the way: for divers of them came from far.” And his disciples say 
unto him, ‘‘ Whence should we have so much bread in the wilderness, as to 

fill so great a multitude?” And Jesus saith unto them, ‘‘ How many loaves 
have ye?” And they said; ‘‘ Seven, and a few little fishes.” And he com- 
manded the multitude to sit down on the ground. And he took the seven 
loaves and the fishes, and gave thanks, and brake them, and gave to his 

_ disciples, and the disciples to the multitude. And they did all eat, and 
were filled: and they took up of the broken meat that was left pour thousand 
seven baskets full. And they that did eat were four thousand tee 
men, beside women and children. And he sent away the multitude, and 

took ship, and came into the coasts of Magdala and Dalmanutha.

= y HE Pharisees also with the Sadducees came, and tempt- 

yy, ing desired him that he would shew them a sign from 
hod, He answered and said unto them, he Pharisces 

‘When it is evening, ye say, It will be fair oy ae 
weather: for the i is red. And in the morning, It 

will be foul weather to-day: for the sky is red and lowering. O ye 
hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky; but can ye not discern the 
signs of the times? A wicked and adulterous generation seeketh after a 
sign; and there shall no sign be given unto it, but the sign of the prophet 
Jonas.” 

And he left them, and departed. And when his disciples were come to 
the other side, they had forgotten to take bread, neither had they in the 
ship with them more than one loaf. Then Jesus said unto them, “Take 
heed and beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the Sad- 9, asciptes 
ducees.” And they reasoned among themselves, saying, “It is Fapecsenny | 
because we have no bread.” And when Jesus knew it, he saith ""°*

behind me, Satan: thou art an offence unto me: for thou savorest not the 

things that be of God, but those that be of men.” 
And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he 

said unto them, ‘“‘ Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and 
take up his cross daily, and follow me.

And straightway 

all the people, when they beheld him, were greatly amazed, and running to 

Heheatethaae. Bim saluted him. And he asked the scribes, ‘ What question 

ag ees ye with them?” And there came to him a certain man, kneel- 

ing down to him, and saying, “ Lord, have mercy on my son: (for he is 

mine only child :) for he is lunatic, and sore vexed: for ofttimes he falleth 

into the fire, and oft into the water.” And, lo, a spirit taketh him and tear- 

eth him: and he foameth, and gnasheth with his teeth, and pineth away: 

and I spake to thy disciples that they should cast him out; and they could 

not.” He answereth him, and saith, ‘‘O faithless generation, how long shall 
I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him unto me.” And 
they brought him unto him; and when he saw him, straightway the spirit 

tare him; and he fell on the ground, and wallowed foaming. And he asked 

his father, “‘ Héw long is it ago since this came unto him?” And he said, 
‘Of a child. And ofttimes it hath cast him into the fire, and into the 

waters, to destroy him: but if thou canst do anything, have compassion 

on us, and help us.” Jesus saith unto him, “If thou canst believe, all 

things are possible to him that believeth.” And straightway the father of 
the child cried out, and said with tears, “‘ Lord, I believe: help thou mine 

unbelief.”

fish that first cometh up; and when 
thou hast opened his mouth, thou shalt

And being in the house he asked 

them, “‘ What was it that ye disputed 

among yourselves by the way?” But 

they held their peace: for by the way they had disputed among them- 
selves, who should be the greatest.

saith unto them, “If any man desire to be first, the same shall be last of 
all, and servant of all.” And he took a child, and set him in the midst of 
them: and when he had taken him in his arms, he said unto them, “ Verily 
I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, 

ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. Whosoever theretore 

shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the king- 

dom of heaven. And whoso shall receive one such little child in my name 

receiveth me: ae whosoever shall receive me, receiveth not me, but him 

that sent me.’ 

And John answered him, saying, “ Master, we saw one casting out devils

followeth not us.” But Jesus said, “‘ Forbid him not: for there is no man 

The man easting Which shall do a miracle in my name, that can lightly speak evil 

out devs? of me. For he that is not against us is on our part. For whoso- 

ever shall give you a cup of water to drink in my name, because ye belong 

to Christ, verily I say unto you, he shall not lose his reward. And who- 

soever shall offend one of these little ones that believe in me, it 

is better for him that a millstone were hanged about his neek, 

and he were cast into the sea. And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is 

better for thee to enter into life maimed, than having two hands te go into 

hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched: where their worm. dieth 
not, and the fire is not quenched. And if thy foot offend thee, cut it off: it 
is better for thee to enter halt into life, than having two feet to be cast into 
hell, into the. fire that never shall be quenched: where their worm dieth 
not, and the fire is not quenched. And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it 
out: it is better for thee to enter into the kingdom of God with one eye, 
than having two eyes ‘to be cast-into hell-tire: where their worm dieth not, 
and the fire is not quenched. For every one shall be salted with fire, and 
every sacrifice shall be salted with salt. Salt is good: but if the salt have 
lost his saltness, wherewith will ye season it? Have salt in yourselves, and _ 
have peace one with another. 3 

“Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones ;: for. I say 
of despising - WHtO you, That in heaven their angels do eae behold the 
rate ge face of my Father which is in heaven. For the Son of man is 
come to save that which was lost. How think ye? if a man have an hun- 

dred sheep, and one of them be gone astray, doth he not leave 
the ninety and nine, and goeth into the mountains, and seeketh 

that which is gone astray? and if so be that he find it, verily I say unto 

you, he rejoiceth more of that sheep, than of the ninety and nine which 
went not astray. Even so it is not the will of your Father which is in 
heaven, that one of these little ones should perish. 

‘* Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his 
Treatment ofan 22UIt between thee and him alone: if he shall hear thee, thou 
ofending Prothers Hast gained thy brother. But if he will not hear thee, then take 
with thee one or two more, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses 
every word may be established. And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell 
it unto the church: but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto 
thee as an heathen man and a publican. Verily I say unto you, Whatso- 
ever ye shall bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever ye 
shall loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. Again I say unto you, That 
Ofaskinganad if two of you shall agree on earth as touehing anything that 
ee they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my Father which is 
in heaven. For where two or three are gathered together in my name, 
there am I in the midst of them.”

/}OW the Jews’ feast of tabernacles was at hand. His 
¢ brethren therefore said unto him, ‘Depart hence, and go 

into Judea, that thy disciples also may see the works that 

thou doest. For there is no man that doeth anything in 
secret, and he himself seeketh to be known openly. If 
thou do these things, show thyself to the world.” For 

neither did his brethren believe in him. Then Jesus said unto His brethren urge 
them, ‘My time is not yet come: but your time is alway feast, 

ready. The world cannot hate you; but me it hateth, because I testify 
of it, that the works thereof are evil. Go ye up unto this feast: I go not 
up yet unto this feast; for my time is not yet full come.” When he had 
said these words unto them, he abode still in Galilee. But when his 

brethren were gone up, then went he also up unto the feast, not openly, 
but as it were in secret.

And Jesus said unto him, “No man, having’ 

put his hand to the plow, and looking back, is fit for the kingdom of 

God.” 
Then the Jews sought him at the feast, and said, ‘‘ Where is he?” And 

there was much murmuring among up people concerning him: 

for some said, “He is a oad man”: others said, “Nay; but 

he deceiveth the people.” Howbeit no man spake openly of him for fear of 

the Jews. 
Now about the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple, and 

taught. And the Jews marveled, saying, “‘ How knoweth this man letters, 

having never learned?” Jesus answered them, and said, “‘ My 

doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me. If any man will do 

his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I 

speak of myself. He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but 
he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unright- 
eousness is in him.

Then said Jesus again aes them, “I go my way, and ye shall seek me, 
and shall die in your sins: whither I go, ye cannot come.” Then said the 
Jews, “Will he kill himself? because he saith, Whither I go, ye cannot 

come.” And he said unto them, ‘ Ye are from beneath; I am from above: 
ye are of this world; I am not of this world. I said therefore unto you, 

that ye shall ae in your sins: for if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall 

_ die in your sins.” 

Then said they unto him, ‘Who art thou?” And Jesus saith unto them, 

“Even the same that I said unto you from the beginning. I have many 

things to say and to judge of you: but he that sent me is true; and I

Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your 

father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not

in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he 

speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. And because I 

tell you the truth, ye believe me not. Which of you convinceth me of sin? 

He that is of God 
heareth God’s words: ye therefore hear them not, because ye are not of 

God.” 

Then answered the Jews, and said unto him, “ Say we not well that thou 

art a Samaritan, and hast a devil?” Jesus answered, “I have not a devil; 

but I honor my Father, and ye do dishonor me. And I seek not mine own 
glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth. Verily, verily, I say unto 
you, If a man —— my saying, he shall never see death.” Then said the 
Jey -s unto him, “ Now we ge. that thou hast a devil.

ND as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from 
his birth. And his disciples asked him, saying, ‘“ Master, 
who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born 
blind?” Jesus answered, ‘“ Neither hath this man sinned, 

nor his parents: but that the works of God should be | 
made manifest in him. I must work the works of him 

that sent me, while it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work. 
As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world.” When he had 
thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he 

anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay, and said unto him, ‘“ Go, 
wash in the pool of Siloam,” (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went 
his way therefore, and washed, and came seeing. ‘The neigh- The man bom 
bors therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was sett. 

blind, said, “Is not this he that sat and begged?” Some said, ‘‘This is — 
he”: others said, ‘‘ He is like him”: but he said, ‘‘I am he.” Therefore 

said they unto him, “How were thine eyes opened?” He answered and 
said, ‘‘ A man that is called Jesus made clay, and anointed mine eyes, and 

said unto me, Go to the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I went and 

washed, and I received sight.” Then said they unto him, ‘‘ Where is he?” 
He said, ‘I know not.” 

Then they brought to the Pharisees him that aforetime was blind. 
And it was the sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his 
eyes. The Pharisees also asked him how he had received his ‘ight. 
He said unto them, “He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed, and do - 
see.” Therefore said some of the Pharisees, ‘This man is not of God, 
because he keepeth not the sabbath day.”

and received his sight, until they called the parents of him that had. re- 
ceived his sight. ne they asked them, saying, ‘Is this your son, who ye 
say was born blind? how then doth he now see?” His parents te man is ex 
answered them and said, ‘‘ We know that this is our son, and communicated. 

that he was born blind: but by what means he now seeth, we know not ; 

or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of age; ask him.: he 
shall speak for himself.” These words spake his parents, because they 
feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did 

confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue. 
Therefore said his parents, “He is of age; ask him.” 

Then again called they the man that was blind, and said ‘unto him, 

“Give God the praise: we know that this man is a‘sinner.”. He answered 
and said, ‘‘Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know, 

that, whereas I was blind, now I see.” ‘Then said they to him again, 
“What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes?” He answered them, 
“T have told you already, and ye did not hear: wherefore would ye hear it 

again? will ye also be his disciples?” Then they reviled Mim, and said, 
iz iho art his disciple ; but we are Moses’ disciples. We know ae God 
spake unto Moses: as for this fellow, we know not from whence he is.” 

The man answered and said unto them, ‘ Why herein is a marvelous 

thing, that ye know not from whence he is, and yet he hath opened mine 

eyes. Now we know that God heareth not sinners: but if any man be a 
worshiper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth. Since the world 
began was it not heard that any man opened the eyes of one that was born 
blind. If this man were not of God, he could do nothing.” They answered 
and said unto him, “Thou wast ee bern in sins, and dost thou teach 
us?”

notwithstanding be ye sure of this, that the 
kingdom of God is come nigh unto you. But 

say unto you, that it shall be more tolerable 
in that day for Sodom, than for that city.

from heaven. Behold, I give unto you power 
to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over 
all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall 
by any means hurt you. Notwithstanding in 
this rejoice not, that the spirits are atid 
unto you; but rather rejoice, because your

names are written in heaven.” ~ 

In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit, and said, “I thank thee, O Father, 
Lord of heaven and earth, that thou hast hid these things from 

the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes: even 
so, Father; for so it seemed good in thy sight.

An ROP : 

ND he was casting out a devil, and it was dumb. ~And it 

came to pass, when the devil was gone out, the dumb 

spake ; and the people wondered. But some of them said, 

‘He casteth out devils through Beelzebub the chief of the 

devils.” And others, tempting him, sought of him a sign 

from heaven. But he, knowing their thoughts, said unto 
them, “ Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation; and 
a house divided against a house falleth. : If Satan also be divided against 
himself, how shall his kingdom stand? because ye say that I cast out devils 

through Beelzebub. And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils, by 

whom do your sons cast them out? therefore shall they be your 

judges. But if I with the finger of God cast out devils, no doubt the king- 
dom of God is come upon you. When a strong man armed keepeth his 
palace, his goods are in peace: but when a stronger than he shall come 
upon him, and overcome him, he taketh from him all his armor wherein he 

trusted, and divideth his spoils. He that is not with me is against me; and 
he that gathereth not with me scattereth. When the unclean spirit is gone

ROB oer ing, “For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy ;

I say unto you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over one sinner that 
repenteth, more than over ninety and nine just persons, which need no 
repentance. a 

‘Hither what woman having ten pieces of silver, if she lose one piece, 

doth not light a candle, and sweep the house, and seek diligently till she 
eee find it? and when she hath found it, she calleth her friends and 

be her neighbors together, saying, Rejoice with me; for I have 
found the piece which I had lost. Likewise, 1 say unto you, there is joy 
in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner that repenteth.”

And 

I say unto you, Make to yourselves friends of the mammon of unrighteous-

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ness; that, when ye fail, they may receive you into everlasting habitations. 

He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in much: and he 

that is unjust in the least is unjust also in much. If therefore ye have not 

been faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who will commit to your trust 

the true riches? And if ye have not been faithful in that which is another 

man’s, who shall give you that which is your own? No servant can serve 

two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he 

will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and 

mammon.” 

And the Pharisees also, who were covetous, heard all these things: and 
they derided him. And he said unto them, “ Ye are they which 

justify yourselves before men; but God knoweth your: hearts: 
for that which is highly esteemed among men is abomination in the sight 
of God. The law and the prophets were until John: since that time the 
kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it. And it is 
easier for heaven and earth to~pass, than one tittle of the law to fail. 

Whosoever putteth away his wife, and marrieth another, com- 
mitteth adultery: and whosoever marrieth her that is put away 

from her husband committeth adultery.. 

“There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine 

The rich man ang Hen, and fared sumptuously every day: and there was a 

beach certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, 
full of sores, and desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from 

the rich man’s table: moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. And 

it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels 

into Abraham’s bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; and in 

hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, 

and Lazarus in his bosom. And he cried and said, Father Abraham, 

have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his 

finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. 

But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy 

good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, 
and thou art tormented. And beside all this, between us and you there 
is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you 
cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence. Then 
he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send: him to my 
father’s house: for I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, 
lest they also come into this place of torment. Abraham saith unto him, 
They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear them. And he said, 
Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead, they will 
repent.

Then said he unto the disciples, “It is impossible but that offenses will

Take heed to yourselves: if thy brother trespass against thee, rebuke him ; 
and if. he repent, forgive him. And if he trespass*against thee seven times 
in a day, and seven times in a day turn again to thee, saying, I repent; 
thou shalt forgive him.” 

And the apostles said unto the Lord, “Increase our faith.” And the 
Lord said, “If ye had faith as a grain of mustard-seed, ye 

might say unto this sycamine-tree, Be thou plucked up by 
the root, and be thou planted in the sea; and it should obey you.

-OW a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Bethany, 

the town of Mary and her sister Martha. (It was that 

Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped 

his feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.) 
Therefore his sisters sent unto him, saying, 1, cmos ana 
“Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest is sick.” ath of Lazarus. 

When Jesus heard that, he said, ‘This sickness is not unto death, but 
for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby.” 

Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus. When he had 

heard therefore that he was sick, he abode two days still in the same place 

where he was. Then after that saith he to his disciples, “Let us go into 
Judza again.” His disciples say unto him, “ Master, the Jews of late 

sought to stone thee; and goest thou thither again?” Jesus answered, 
‘Are there not twelve hours in the day? If any man walk im the day 
he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world. But if a man 
walk in the night, he stumbleth, because there is no light in him.” These 
things said he: and after that he saith unto them, “Our friend Lazarus 
sleepeth; but [ go, that I may awake him out of sleep.” Then said his 
disciples, ‘‘ Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well.” Howbeit Jesus spake of 
his death: but they thought that he had spoken of taking of rest in sleep. 
Then said Jesus unto them plainly, “ Lazarus is dead. And Iam glad for 

your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may believe; neverthe- 
less let us go unto him.” Then said Thomas, which is called Didymus, 
unto his fellow-disciples, “Let us also go, that we may die with him.” 

Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days- 

already. Now Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen a, ming of 

furlongs off: and many of the Jews came to Martha and Mary, **™* 

to comfort them concerning their brother. Then Martha, as soon as she 

heard that Jesus was coming, went and met him: but Mary sat still in the 

house. ‘Then said Martha unto Jesus, “ Lord, if thou hadst been here, my 

brother had not died. But I know, that even now, whatsoever thou wilt 
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ask of God, God will give it thee.” Jestis saith unto her, ‘Thy brother 

shall rise again.” Martha saith unto him, “I know that he shall rise again 

in the resurrection at the last day.” Jesus said unto her, “I am the resur- 

rection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet 

shall he live: and whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. 

Believest thou this?” She saith unto him, ‘Yea, Lord: I believe that thou 
art the Christ, the Son of God, which should come into the world.” And 

when she had so said, she went her way, and called Mary her sister 

secretly, saying, “The Master is come, and ealleth for thee.” As soon as 
she heard that, she arose quickly, and came unto him. Now Jesus was not 

yet come into the town, but was in that place where Martha met him. The 
Jews then which were with her in the house, and comforted her, when they 

saw Mary, that she rose up hastily and went out, followed her, saying, 

‘She goeth unto the grave to weep there.” Then when Mary was come 
where Jesus was, and saw him, she fell down at his feet, saying unto him, 

‘Lord, if thou hadst been here,my brother had not died.”

And he spake this parable unto certain which trusted in themselves 

that they were righteous, and despised others: “Two men went up 

epee a: Unto) the temple to pray; the one a Pharisee, and the other 

the publican. ~~» publican. The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with him- 

self, God, I thank thee, that I am not as other men are, extortioners, 

unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican. I fast twice in the week, 
I give tithes of all that I possess. And the publican, standing afar off, 
would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his 
breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner. I tell you, this man. 
went down to his house justified rather than the other: for every one 
that exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth himself 

shall be exalted.” 
The Pharisees also came unto him, tempting him, and saying unto him, 

“Ts it lawful for a man to put away his wife for every cause?” And he 
answered and said unto them, ‘‘ Have ye not read, that he which made 
them at the beginning made them male and female, and said, For this 
cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: 

and they twain shall be one flesh? wherefore they are no more twain, 
but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man 

put asunder.” They say unto him, ‘Why did Moses then 
command to give a writing of divorcement, and to put her 

away?” He saith unto them, ‘‘ Moses, because of the hardness of your > 

hearts, suffered you to put away your wives: but from the beginning 
it was not so. And I say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his 
wife, except it be for fornication, and shall marry another, committeth 

adultery: and whoso marrieth her which is put away doth commit adul- 
tery.” His disciples say unto him, “If the case of the man be so with

And he, casting away his garment, rose, and came to Jesus. he heating of 

And Jesus ateoredl and said unto him, “ What wilt thou that >in Bartimous 
I should do unto thee?” The blind man said unto him, “ Lord, that I 
might receive my sight.” So Jesus had compassion, and said unto him, 

“Receive thy sight: thy faith hath saved thee”. And immediately he 
received his sight, and followed him, glorifying God: and all the people, 
when they saw it, gave praise unto God. 

And, behold, there was a man named Zaccheus, which was the chief 

among the publicans, and he was rich. And he sought to see Jesus who 
he was; and could not for the press, because he was little of stature. And 
he ran before, and climbed up into a sycamore-tree to see him: for he was 
to pass that way. And when Jesus came to the place, he looked up, and 
saw him, and said unto him, “ Zaccheus, make haste, and come , ooo. ine 

down; for to-day I must abide at thy house.” And he made P*?"™ 

haste, and came down, and received him joyfully. And when they saw it, 
they all murmured, saying, “‘ That he was gone to be guest with a man that 
is a sinner.” And Zaccheus stood, and said unto the Lord: ‘ Behold, Lord, 

the half of my goods I give to the poor; and if I have taken anything from 
any man by false accusation, I restore him fourfold.” And Jesus said unto 

him, “This day is salvation come to this house, forsomuch as he also is a 

son of Abraham. For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that 

which was lost.” 
And as they heard these things, he added and spake a parable, because 

he was nigh to Jerusalem, and because they thought that the kingdom of 

God should immediately appear.

reign over us. And it came to pass, that when he was returned, having 

received the kingdom, then he commanded these servants to be called unto 
him, to whom he had given the money, that he might know how much every 
man had gained by trading. Then came the first, saying, Lord, thy pound 
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hath gained ten pounds. And he said unto him, Well, thou good servant: 

because thou hast been faithful in a very little, have thou authority over ten

Thou knewest that I was an austere man, taking up 
that I laid not down, and reaping that I did not sow: wherefore then gavest 
not thou my money into the bank, that at my coming I might have re- 
quired mine own with usury? And he said unto them that stood by, 

Take from him the pound, and give it to him that hath ten pounds. And 
they said unto him, Lord, he hath ten pounds. (For I say unto you, 

That unto every one which hath shall be given; and from him that hath 
not, even that he hath shall be-taken away from him.) But those mine 
enemies, which would not that I should reign over them, bring hither, and 

slay them before me.” And when he had thus spoken, he went before, 
ascending up to Jerusalem. 

And the Jews’ passover was nigh at Said: and many went out of the 
country up to Jerusalem before the passover, to purify themselves. Then 

sought they for Jesus, and spake among themselves, as they 
stood in the temple, ‘‘ What think ye, that he will not come to 

the feast?” Now both the chief priests and the Pharisees had given a com- 
mandment, that, if any man knew where he were, he should show it, that 
they might take him. 

Then Jesus six days before the passover came to Bethany, where Lazarus 
was which had been dead, whom he raised from the dead. 

- Now when Jesus was in Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper, there 
they made him a supper; and Martha served: but Lazarus was one of 
them that sat at the table with him. Then took Mary a pound of ointment 
Thealabaster box Of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and 

ate wiped his feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the 

odor of the ointment. But when his disciples saw it, they had indignation. 
Then saith one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son,.which should 

betray him, “ Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and 
given to the poor?” This he said, not that he cared for the poor; but 
because he was a thief, and had the bag, and bare what was put therein. 
Then said Jesus, “‘ Let her alone: against the day of my burying hath she 
kept this. For the poor always ye have with you; but me ye have not 
always. She hath done what she could: she is come aforehand to anoint 
my body to the burying. Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel 

The Jews seek 
him at the feast. 
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shall be preached throughout the whole world, this also that she hath done 
shall be spoken of for a memorial of her.” 

Much people of the Jews therefore knew that he was there: and they 
came not for Jesus’ sake only, but that they might see Lazarus The chief priests 
also, whom he had raised from the dead. But the chief priests to death. 
consulted that they might put Lazarus also to death; because that by 
reason of him many of the Jews went away, and believed on Jesus. 



CHAPTER XXXII. 

CHRIST’S TRIUMPHAL ENTRY, AND THE EVENTS WHICH FOLLOWED. 

N the next day much people that were come to the feast, 

when they heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, 

took branches of palm-trees, and went forth to meet him. 

\ fp And it came to pass, when he was come nigh to Beth- 

— Ker phage and Bethany, at the mount called the mount of 
Olives, he sent two of his disciples, saying, “‘Go ye into 

the village over against you; in the which at your entering ye shall find a 
colt tied, whereon yet never man sat: loose him, and bring him hither. 
And if any man ask you, Why do ye loose him? thus shall ye say unto 
him, Because the Lord hath need of him.” And they that were sent went 
their way, and found even as he had said unto them. And as they were 

loosing the colt, the owners thereof said unto them, ‘‘Why loose ye the 

colt?” And they said, ‘The Lord hath need of him.” And they brought 

him to Jesus: and they cast their garments upon the colt, and they set 
Jesus thereon; as it is written, ‘Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy 

King cometh, sitting on an ass’s colt.” These things understood not: his 
disciples at the first: but when Jesus was glorified, then remembered they 
that these things were written of him, and that they had done these things 
unto him.

and cried, ‘Hosanna: Blessed is the King of Israel that cometh in 
the name of the Lord. Blessed be the kingdom of our father Dayid, 
that cometh in the name of the Lord: Hosanna in the highest.” And 
some of the Pharisees from among the multitude said unto him, “ Mas- 
ter, rebuke thy disciples.” And he answered and said unto them, “TI tell

D they come again to Jerusalem: as he taught the people 

in the temple, and preached the gospel, there came to him 

the chief priests, and the scribes, and the elders, and say 

unto him, “By what authority doest thou these things? 

and who gave thee this authority to do these things?” 
And Jesus answered and said unto them, ‘I will also ask 

of you one question, and answer me, and I will tell you by what author- 
ity I do these things. The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or of 
The Sanhedrin men? answer me.” And they reasoned with themselves, saying, 

authority. “Tf we shall say, From heaven; he will say, Why then did 

ye not believe him?

repented not afterward, that ye might believe him. : 
‘Hear another parable: There was a certain householder, which planted 

a vineyard, and hedged it round about, and digged a wine-press in it, and 
Theparableof the built a tower, and let it out to husbandmen, and went into a far 
tohusbandmen. country. And at the season he sent a servant to the husband- 

men, that they should give him of the fruit of the vineyard: but the hus- 

bandmen beat him, and sent him away empty. And again he sent another

servant: and they beat him also, and entreated him shamefully, and sent 
him away empty. And again he sent a third: and they wounded him also, 

and cast him out. Having yet therefore one 
son, his well-beloved, he sent him also last 
unto them, saying, They will reverence my 
son, when they see him. But when the hus- 

bandmen saw him, they reasoned among them- 
selves, saying, This is the heir: come, let us 
kill him, that the inheritance may be ours. 

So they cast him out of the vineyard, and 
killed him. What therefore shall the lord of 

“ws the vineyard. do unto them? he shall come 
and destroy these husbandmen, and _ shall 

give the vineyard to others.” And when they heard it, they said, ‘God 

forbid.” And he beheld them, and said, ‘‘ What is this then that is written, 
The stone. which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of 

the corner? this is the Lord’s doing, and it is marvelous in our eyes?

Then went the Pharisees, and took counsel how they might entangle him 

in his talk. And they sent out unto him their disciples with the Herodians, 

that they might take hold of his words, that so they might deliver him unto, 

the power and authority of the governor. And they asked him, saying, 

“Master, we know that thou art true, and teachest the way of God in truth, 

neither carest thou for any man: for thou regardest not the person of men. 

Tell us therefore, What thinkest thou? Is it lawful to give tribute unto 

Cesar, or not?” But Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, “ Why

unto his brother. Now there were with us seven brethren: and the first, 
when he had married a wife, deceased, and, having no issue, left his wife 

unto his brother: likewise the second also, and the third, unto the seventh. 
And last of all the woman died also. Therefore in the. resurrection whose 
wife shall she be of the seven? for they all had her.” Jesus answered and 
said unto them, “ Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of 
God. The children of this world marry, and are given in marriage: but 

they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and 
the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in 

marriage: neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the 
angels ; and are the children of God, being the children of the resurrection. 
And as touching the dead, that they rise: have ye not read in the book of 
Moses, how in the bush God spake unto him, saying, I am the God of 
Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? He is not the 
God of the dead, but the God of the living: ye therefore do greatly err.” | 
And when the multitude heard this, they were astonished at his doctrine. 

But when the Pharisees had heard that he had put the Sadducees to 

Pf ohcien silence, they were gathered together. Then one of them, which 
commandment of was a lawyer, asked him a question, tempting him, and saying, 

‘Master, which is the first commandment of all?” And Jesus 
answered him, ‘The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel;

The Lord our God is one Lord: and thou shalt love the. Lord thy God 
with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with 

all thy strength: this is the first commandment. And the second is like, 
namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself, On these two com- 
mandments hang all the law and the prophets.” And the scribe said unto 
him, ‘Well, Master, thou hast said the truth: for there is one God; and 
there is none other but he: and to love him with all the heart, and with all- 

the understanding, and with all the soul, and with all the strength, and to 
_ love his neighbor as himself, is more than all whole burnt-offerings and 

sacrifices.” And when Jesus saw that he answered discreetly, he said unto 
him, “Thou art not far from the kingdom of God.” 

While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them, saying, 

He asketh the “What think ye of Christ? whose son is he?” They say unto 
cerning Christ. him, ‘The son of David.” He saith unto them, ‘‘ How then 

doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying, The Lorp said unto my Lord, 
Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool? If 
David then call him Lord,:how is he his son?” And no man was able to 

answer him a word, neither durst any man from that day forth ask him 

any more questions. And the common people heard him gladly.

x \ HEN spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples, 

yy? saying, “The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ 
seat: all therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that 

observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for 

GSE they say, and do not. For ee bind heavy burdens 
and priovous to be borne, and lay them on men’s shoulders; but they 
themselves will not move them with one of their fingers. But all their 
works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylac- 
teries, and enlarge the borders of their gar- 
ments, and love the uppermost rooms at 

feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues, 

and greetings in the markets, and to be called as 
of men, Rabbi, Rabbi.. But be not ye called ee ee 

Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren. And 
call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is 
in heaven. Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even 

Christ. But he that is greatest among you 
shall be your servant. And whosoever shall 
exalt himself shall be abased; and he that 

shall humble himself shall be exalted. But 

woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypo- 
i < crites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven 

VA \ against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, 
y), \ neither suffer ye them that are entering to go 

Rake wate in. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, 

WORN ON'FOREHEAD, hypocrites! for ye devour widows’ houses, and 
for a pretense make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the greater 
damnation. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites ! for ye 
compass sea and land to make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye 
make him twofold more the child of hell than yourselves. Woe unto 
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JESUS DENOUNCES THE PHARISEES. 203 

you, ye blind guides, which say, Whosoever shall swear by the temple, 
it is nothing; but whosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he is 
a debtor! Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gold, or the 
temple that sanctifieth the gold? And, Whosoever shall swear by the 
altar, it is nothing; but whosoever sweareth by the gift that is upon it, he 

is guilty. Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gift, or the altar 
that sanctifieth the gift? whoso therefore shall swear by the altar, sweareth 
by it, and by all things thereon. And whoso shall swear by the temple, 
sweareth by it, and by him that dwelleth therein. And he that shall swear 
by heaven, sweareth by the throne’ of God, and by him that sitteth thereon. 

Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint 
and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, 
judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave 

the other undone. Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a 
-camel. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean 
the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extor- 
tion and excess. - Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the 

cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also. Woe unto you, 
scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchers, 
which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men’s 

bones, and of all uncleanness. Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous 
unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity. Woe unto you, 
scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of the proph- 
ets, and garnish the sepulchers of the righteous, and say, If we had been in 
the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in the 
blood of the prophets. Wherefore ye be witnesses unto yourselves, that 
ye are the children of them which killed the prophets. Fill ye up then the 
measure of your fathers. Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can 

ye escape the damnation of hell? Wherefore,.behold, I send unto you 
prophets, and wise men, and. scribes: and some of them ye shall kill 
and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in your synagogues, 
and persecute them from city to city: that upon you may come all the 
righteous blood shed upon the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel 
unto the blood of Zacharias, son of Barachias, whom ye slew between 
the temple and the altar. Verily I say unto you, All these things shall 
come upon this generation. O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that Lamentation over 
killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto sem. 
thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a 
hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not! Behold, 
your house is left unto you desolate. For I say unto you, Ye shall not 
see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the 

name of the Lord.”

And Jesus sat over against the treasury, and beheld how the people — 

cast money into the treasury: and many that 

were rich cast in much. And there came a cer- 

tain poor widow, and she threw in two. mites, 

Thetwomites or Which make a farthing. And he called 
apoorwidow. unto him his disciples, and saith unto 
them, “Verily I say unto you, That this poor 

widow hath cast more in, than all they which have cast into the treasury : 

for all they did cast in of their abundance; but she of her want did cast in 

all that she had, even all her living.” 

And there were certain Greeks among them that came up to worship at 

the feast: the same came therefore to Philip, which was of Bethsaida of 

Galilee, and desired him, saying, Sir, we would see Jesus.

seek to see Jesus. And Jesus answered them, saying, ‘‘The hour is come, that the 
Son of man should be glorified. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a 
corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it 

bringeth forth much fruit. He that loveth his life shall lose it; and he 

that hateth his life in this world shall keep it unto life eternal. If any man 
serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant 
be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honor. Now is my soul 
troubled ; and what shall I say? Father, save me from this hour: but for 

this cause came I unto this hour. Father, glorify thy name.” Then came 
there a voice from heaven, saying, “I have both glorified it, and will 
glorify it again.” The people therefore, that stood by, and heard it, said 
that it thundered : others said, ‘‘An angel spake to him.” Jesus answered 
and said, “This voice came not because of me, but for your sakes. Now is 

the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out. 
And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.” This 

he said, signifying what death he should die. The people answered him, 
‘“We have heard out of the law that Christ abideth forever: and how 
sayest thou, The Son of man must be lifted up? who is this Son of man?” 

Then Jesus said unto them, “ Yet a little while is the light with you. Walk 
while ye have the light, lest darkness come upon you: for he that walketh 
in darkness knoweth not whither he goeth.

praise of God. 
Jesus cried and said, ‘“‘ He that believeth on me, believeth not on me, but 

on him that sent me. And he that seeth me seeth him that sent me. I am 
come a light into the world, that whosoever believeth on me should not 
He that believes abide in darkness. And if any man hear my words, and believe 
on God. not, I judge him not: for I came not to judge the world, but 
to save the world. He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, hath 
one that judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge 
him in the last day. For I have not spoken of myself; but the Father 
which sent me, he gave me a commandment, what I should say, and what 

I should speak. And I know that his commandment is life everlasting:

And as he sat upon the mount of Olives over against the temple, Peter 

and James and John and Andrew asked him privately, “Tell us, when shall 

these things be? and what shall be the sign of thy coming and of the end 

Prophecy concem- Of the world?” And Jesus answering them began to say, 
tn of Jerusaiom. “Take heed lest any man deceive you: for many shall come 
in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many: and the time 
draweth near: go ye not therefore after them. But when ye shall hear of 
wars and commotions, be not terrified: for these things must first come to 
pass; but the end is not by and by.” Then said he unto them, “ Nation 
shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and great earth- 
quakes shall be in divers places, and famines, and pestilences; and fearful 

sights and great signs shall there be from heaven. hese are the begin- 
nings of sorrows. Then shall many be offended. But take heed to your- 
selves; for before all this they shall deliver you up to councils and into 
prisons, and in the synagogues ye shall be beaten, and ye shall be brought 
before kings and rulers for my name’s sake.

he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. And this 

gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness 

unto all nations; and then shall the end come. 

“When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of 

by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him 

understand:) then let them which be in Judzea flee into the mountains: let 

him which is on the house-top not come down to take anything out of his 

house: neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes. 

For these be the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may 
be fulfilled. And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give 
suck in those days! But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, 
neither on the sabbath day: for in those days shall be affliction, such as 

was not from the beginning of the creation which God created unto this 
time, neither shall be. And they shall fall by the edge of the sword, 

and shall be led away captive into all nations: and Jerusalem shall be 
trodden down of the Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles be fulfilled. 

And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved : 
but for the elect’s sake those days shall be shortened. Then if any man 
shall say unto you, Lo, here is Christ, -or there; believe it not. For there 
shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall show great signs and 

wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very 

elect. Behold, I have told you before. Wherefore if they shall say unto 

you, Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: Behold, he is in the secret 

chambers; believe it not. For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and 
shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. 
For wheresoever the carcass is, there will the eagles be gathered together. 
Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, 

and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, » 
And there shall be upon the earth distress of nations, with perplexity; the 
sea and the waves roaring; men’s hearts failing them for fear, and for look- 
ing after those things which are coming on the earth: for the powers of 
heaven shall be shaken. And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man 
in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall 

see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great 
glory. And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and 
they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of 
heaven to the other. And when these things begin to come to pass, then 
look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh.

But as the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of the Son 
of man be. For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating 
and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah 
entered into the ark, and knew not until the flood came, and took them all 
away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. Then shall two be 
in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left. Two women shall 

be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left. And 
take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be overcharged with 
surfeiting, and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and so that day come 
upon you unawares. For as a snare shall it come on all them that dwell 
on the face of the whole earth. Watch therefore: for ye know christ cometh as 
not what hour your Lord doth come. But know this, that if night. 
the goodman of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, 
he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be 

broken up. Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think 
not the Son of man cometh. Who then is a faithful and wise ope faithful ana 

servant, whom his lord hath made ruler over his household, to “°°” 
give them meat in due season? Blessed is that servant, whom his lord 
when he cometh shall find so doing. Verily I say unto you, That he shall 
make him ruler over all his goods. But and if that evil servant shall say 
in his heart, My lord delayeth his coming; and shall begin to smite his 
fellow-servants, and to eat and drink with the drunken; the lord of that 

servant shall come in a day when he looketh not for him, and in an hour 

that he is not aware of, and shall cut him asunder, and appoint him his 

portion with the hypocrites: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 
Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house cometh, 

at even, or at midnight, or at the cock-crowing, or in the morning: lest 
coming suddenly he find you sleeping. And what I say unto you I say 

unto all, Watch. 
“Then shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which 

‘took their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom. And five of them 

were wise, and five were foolish. They that were foolish took their lamps, 

and took no oil with them: but the wise took oil in their vessels with their 

lamps. While the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and 
slept. And at midnight there was a cry made, Behold, the 

bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him. Then all those virgins arose, 

and trimmed their lamps. And the foolish said unto the wise, Give us of 

your oil; for our Jamps are gone out. But the wise answered, saying, 

Not so; lest there be not enough for us and you: but go ye rather to

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them that sell, and buy for yourselves. And while they went to buy, the 

bridegroom came; and they that were ready went in with him to the mar- 

riage: and the door was shut. Afterward came also the other virgins, say- 

ing, Lord, Lord, open to us. But he answered and said, Verily I say 

unto you, I know you not.’ Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day” 

nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh.” 

“For the kingdom of heaven is as a man traveling into a far country, who 

called his own servants, and delivered unto them his goods. And unto one 

Shi aa e he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one; to every 

egloute. man according to his several ability; and straightway took his 

journey. Then he that had received the five talents went and traded with 

the same, and made them other five talents. And likewise he that had 

received two, he also gained other two. But he that had received one 
went and digged in the earth, and hid his lord’s money. After a long time 

the lord of those servants cometh, and reckoneth with them. And so he 

that had received five talents came and brought other five talents, saying, 

Lord, thou deliveredst unto me five talents: behold, I have gained beside 
them five talents more. His lord said unto him, Well done, thou good and 
faithful servant: thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee 
ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord. He also that 
had received two talents came and said, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me two 

talents: behold, I have gained two other talents beside them. His lord said 
unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant: thou hast been faithful 

over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into 
the joy of thy lord.

of the world: for I was anhungered, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, 
and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: naked, and 
ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye 
came unto me. Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when 

saw we thee anhungered, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink? 
when saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed 
thee? or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? And 
the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inas-

y)ND it came to pass, when Jesus had finished all these say- 
oe he said unto his disciples, “Ye know that after two 
days is the feast of the passover, and the Son of man is 
betrayed to be crucified.” 

Then assembled together the chief priests, and the 
scribes, and the elders of the people, unto the palace of 

the high-priest, who was called Caiaphas, and consulted that they might 
take Jesus by subtilty, and kill him. But they said, “Not on the feast- 
day, lest there be an uproar among the people.” 

Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed Iscariot, being of the number 
of the twelve. And he went his way, and communed with the ne treachery of 

chief priests and captains, how he might betray him unto them. 7““* 
And he said unto them, “What will ye give me, and I will deliver him

And he will show you a large 
upper room, furnished and prepared: there make ready for us.” And his 
disciples went forth, and came into the city, and found as he had said 

unto them: and they made ready the passover.

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Now when the even was come, Jesus sat down with the twelve. And 
when he knew that his hour was come that he should depart 
out of this world unto the Father, having loved: his own which 
were in the world, he loved them unto the end. And he said unto them, 
“ With desire I have desired to eat this passover with you before I suffer: 
for I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in 
the kingdom of God.” 

And supper being ended, there was also a strife among them, which of 
them should be accounted the greatest. Jesus knowing that the Father 
had given all things into his hands, and that he was ‘come from God, and 
went to God; he riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took 
a towel, and girded himself. After that he poureth water into a. Jesus washes the

basin, and began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them «les 
with the towel wherewith he was girded. Then cometh he to Simon Peter: 
and Peter saith unto him, ‘Lord, dost thou wash my feet?” Jesus an- 

swered and said unto him, “ What I do thou knowest not now; but thou 

shalt know hereafter.” Peter saith unto him, ‘Thou shalt never wash my 
feet.”

And when he had thus spoken, one of the officers 

which stood by struck Jesus with the palm of his hand, saying, ‘‘ Answerest 

thou the high-priest so?” Jesus answered him, “If I have spoken evil, 

bear witness of the evil: but if well, why smitest thou me?” 

And as soon as it was day, the elders of the people and the chief priests 
and the scribes came together, and led him into their council. And the 
chief priests and all the council sought for witness against Jesus*to put him 
to death; and found none. For many bare false witness against him, but 

their witness agreed not together. And there arose certain, and bare false 
witness against him, saying, ‘“‘ We heard him say, I will destroy this temple 

that is made with hands, and within three days I will build another made 

without hands.” But neither so did their witness agree together. And the 
high-priest stood up in the midst, and asked Jesus, saying, ‘‘ Answerest 
He is examined thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?” 
drim. But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high- 
priest asked him, and said unto him, ‘I adjure thee by the living God, that 
thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.” Jesus saith unto 

him, “I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of 
power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.” Then said they all, “ Art 
thou then the Son of God?” And he said unto them, ‘ Ye say that I am.” 

Then the high-priest rent his clothes, saying, ‘‘He hath spoken blas- 
phemy; what further need have we of witnesses? behold, now ye have 
heard his blasphemy. What think ye?” They answered and said, “He 
is guilty of death.” 

And the men that held Jesus mocked him, and smote him. And some 

began to spit on him, and to cover his face, and.to buffet him, 
and to say unto him, “ Prophesy unto us, thou Christ, who is 

he that smote thee?” And many other things blasphemously spake they 
against him. 

When the morning was come, all the chief priests and elders of the 
Heis accused people took counsel against Jesus to put him ‘to death: and 
governor. when they had bound him, they led him away from Caiaphas 
unto the hall of judgment: and delivered him to Pontius Pilate the gov- 
ernor. And they themselves went not into the judgment hall, lest they 
should be defiled; but that they might eat the passover. Pilate then went 
out unto them, and said, “What accusation bring ye against this man?” 
They answered and said unto him, “If he were-not a malefactor, we would

not have delivered him up unto thee.” hen said Pilate unto them, ‘‘ Take 

ye him, and judge him according to your law.” The Jews therefore said 

unto him, “It is not lawful for us to put any man to death”: that the say- 

ing of Jesus might be fulfilled, which he spake, signifying what death he 

should die. And they began to accuse him, saying, ‘ We found this fellow 

perverting the nation, and forbidding to give tribute to Cesar, saying that 

he himself is Christ a king.” Then Pilate entered into the judgment hall 

again, and called Jesus, and said unto him, “ Art thou the King of the 

Jews?” Jesus answered him, ‘Sayest thou this thing of thyself, or did 

others tell it thee of me?” Pilate answered, ‘‘AmIaJew? ‘Thine own 

nation and the chief priests have delivered thee unto me: what hast thou 
done?” Jesus answered, ‘“ My kingdom is not of this world: af my king- 

dom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be 

delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.” Pilate 
therefore said unto him, “ Art thou a king then?” Jesus answered, ‘Thou 

sayest that lam aking. To this end was I born, and for this cause came 
I into the world, that’ I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one 

that is of the truth heareth my voice.” Pilate saith unto him, ‘ What is 
truth?” And when he had said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and 
saith unto them, “I find in him no fault at all.” And they were the more 
fierce, saying, “‘ He stirreth up the people, teaching throughout all Jewry, 
beginning from Galilee to this place.” 
When Pilate heard of Galilee, he asked whether the man were a Gali- 

pie senastim lean. And as soon as he knew that he belonged unto Herod’s 

piers jurisdiction, he sent him to Herod, who himself also was at 
Jerusalem at that time. And when Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding 

glad: for he was desirous to see him of a long season, because he had 
heard many things of him; and he hoped to have seen some miracle done 
by him. Then he questioned with him in many words; but he answered 
him nothing. And the chief priests and scribes AOE and vehemently 
accused him. And Herod with his men of war set him at naught, and 
mocked him, and arrayed him in a gorgeous robe, and sent him again to 
Pilate. And the same day Pilate and Herod were made friends topeey 
for before they were at enmity between themselves. 

And Pilate, when he had called together the chief priests and the rulers 
Pilate secksto and the people, said unto them, “Ye have brought this man 

rere vor unto me, as one that perverteth the people: and, behold, I, 
having examined him before you, have found no fault in this man touching 
those aienes whereof ye accuse him: no, nor yet Herod: for I sent you to 
him; and, iy nothing worthy of death is done unto him. I will therefore 
chastise rot and release him.” 
Now at that feast the governor was wont to release unto the people a

prisoner, whom they would. And there was one named Barabbas, which 

lay bound with them that had made insurrection with him, who had com- 

mitted murder in the insurrection. And the multitude crying aloud began 

to desire him to do as he had ever done unto them. But Pilate answered 

them, saying, ‘‘ Whom will ye that I release unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus 

which is called Christ?” For he knew that for envy they had delivered 

him. When he was set down on the judgment seat, his wife sent unto him, 

saying, ‘Have thou nothing to do with that just man: for I have suffered 
many things this day in a dream because of him.” But the chief priests 

~ and elders persuaded the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and 

destroy Jesus. The governor answered and said unto them, “ Whether of 
The multitude the twain will ye that I release unto you?” They said, “ Ba- 
shall be crucified. rabbas.” Pilate saith unto them, “What shall I do then with 

Jesus which is called Christ?” But they cried, saying, ‘“Crucify him, 

crucify him.” And he said unto them the third time, “ Why, what evil 

hath he done? I have found no cause of death in him: I will therefore 
chastise him, and let him go.” And they cried out the more exceedingly, 

“Crucify him.” And the voices of them and of the chief priests prevailed. 
Then Pilate therefore took Jesus, -and scourged him. And the soldiers 

of the governor took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto him 
Jesus is scourgea 12 Whole band of soldiers. And they stripped him, and put 
and mocked. on him a scarlet robe. And when they had platted a crown of 
thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they 
bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, “ Hail, king of the 

Jews!” And they spit upon him, and took the reed, and smote him on the 
head. | 

Pilate therefore went forth again, and saith unto them, “ Behold, I bring 

him forth to you, that ye may know that I find no fault in him.” Then 

eee came Jesus forth, wearing the crown of thorns, and the purple 

torelease him. ~~ robe. And Pilate saith unto them, “‘ Behold the man!” When the 

_ chief priests therefore and officers saw him, they cried out, saying, ‘Crucify 
him, crucify him.” Pilate saith unto them, ‘Take ye him, and crucify him: . 

for I find no fault in him.” The Jews answered him, ‘ We have a law, and 

by our law he ought to die, because he made himself the Son of God.” 
When Pilate therefore heard that saying, he was the more afraid; and 

went again into the judgment hall, and saith unto Jesus,’ “ Whence art 
thou?” But Jesus gave him no answer. Then saith Pilate unto him, 
“Speakest thou not unto me? knowest thou not that I have power to 
crucify thee, and have power to release thee?” Jesus answered, “Thou 
couldest have no power at all against me, except it were given thee from 
above: therefore he that delivered me unto thee hath the greater sin.” And 
from thenceforth Pilate sought to release him: but the Jews cried ont,

saying, “If thou let this man go, thou art not Ceesar’s friend: whosoever 
maketh himself a king speaketh against Ceesar.” 
When Pilate therefore heard that saying, he brought Jesus forth, and sat 

down in the judgment seat in a place that is called the Pavement, but in 
the Hebrew, Gabbatha. And it was the preparation of the passover, and 
about the sixth hour: and he saith unto the Jews, “Behold your King!” 
But they cried out, ‘‘ Away with him, away with him, crucify him.” -Pilate 

saith unto them, ‘Shall I crucify your King?” The chief priests an- 
swered, “We have no king but Ceesar.” 
When Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but that rather a tumult 

was made, he took water, and washed his hands before the multitude, say- 
ing, “I am innocent of the blood of this just person: see ye to it.” Then 
answered all the people, and said, ‘His blood be on us, and on our children.” 
Jesusisdetiverea MUA he released unto them him that for sedition and murder 
tobe crucified. was cast into prison, whom they had desired; but he delivered 

Jesus to their will) And after that they had mocked him, they took the 
robe off from him, and put his own raiment on him, and led him away to 
crucify him. 

Then Judas, which had betrayed him, when he saw that he was con- 

demned, repented himself, and brought again the thirty pieces of silver to 
the chief priests and elders, saying, ‘I have sinned in that I have betrayed 
the innocent blood.” And they said, ‘What is that to us? see thou to 
Sndas commie tnat.” And he cast down the pieces of silver in the temple, 
Hee and departed, and went and hanged himself. And the chief 
priests took the silver pieces, and said, “It is not lawful for to put them 
into the treasury, because it is the price of blood.” And they took counsel, 
and bought with them the potter’s field, to bury strangers in. Wherefore 
that field was called, ‘The field of blood,” unto this day. Then was ful- 
filled that which was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying, “ And they 
took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of him that was valued, whom 
they of the children of Israel did value; and gave them for the potter's 
field, as the Lord appointed me.” 
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CHAPTER XL. 

CRUCIFIXION, DEATH, AND BURIAL OF JESUS. 

“ND Jesus, bearing his cross, went forth. And as hee 
led him away, they laid hold upon one Simon a Cyre- 
nian, who passed by, coming out of the country, the 
father of Alexander and Rufus, and on him they laid 

the cross, that he might bear it after Jesus. And there 
followed him a great company of people, and of women, 

which also bewailed and lamented him. But Jesus turning unto them 
said, ‘‘ Daughters of Jerusalem, weep: not for me, but weep for yourselves, 

and for your children. For, behold, the days are coming, in 

the which they shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the 

wombs that never bare, and the paps which never gave suck. Then 
shall they begin to say to the mountains, Fall on us; and to the hills, 

Cover us. For if they do these things in a green tree, what shall be 
done in the dry?” And there were also two other, malefactors, led with 
him to be put to death. And when they were come unto a place called 
Golgotha, that is to say, a place of a skull, they gave him vinegar to drink 
mingled with gall: and when he had tasted thereof, he would not drink. 

And the soldiers crucified him, and took his garments, and made four 
parts, to every soldier a part; and also his coat: now the coat was with- 
out seam, woven from the top throughout. They said therefore among 

themselves, ‘Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, whose it 

shall be”: that the scripture might be fulfilled, which saith, 

“They parted my raiment among them, and for my vesture they did cast 
lots.” These things therefore oe eRe did. And Pilate wrote a title, 
and put it on hes cross. And the writing was, 

JESUS OF NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEWS. 

Jesus is led awa: 
to Golgotha. 

He is crucified. 

This title then read many of the Jews: for the place where Jesus was 
crucified was nigh to the city: and it was written in Hebrew, and 
Greek, and Latin. Then said the chief priests of the Jews to Pilate, 
“Write not, The King of the Jews; but that he said, I am King of the

Jews.” Pilate answered, “What I have written I have written.” And 

it was the third hour, and they crucified him. And with him they 

crucify two thieves; the one on his right hand, and the other on his left. 

And the scripture was fulfilled, which nae “ And he was numbered with 

ee kn the transgressors.” Then said Jesus, ‘‘ Father, forgive them; 

iene for they know not what they do.” And they paael his raiment, 

and cast lots. And the people stood beholding. And they that passed by 
reviled him, wagging their’ heads, and saying, ‘Thou that destroyest the 

temple, and buildest it in three days, save thyself. If thou be 
the Son of God, come down from the cross.” Likewise also the 

chief priests mocking him, with the scribes and elders, said, ‘He saved 
others; himself he cannot save. If he be the King of Israel, let him now 

come down from the cross, and we will believe him. He trusted in God; 

let him deliver him now, if he will have him: for he said, I am the 

Son of God.” And the soldiers also mocked him, coming to him, and 
offering him vinegar, and saying, ‘If thou be the king of the Jews, save 

thyself” - 
And one of the malefactors which were hanged railed on him, saying, 

“Tf thou be Christ, save thyself and us.” But the other answering rebuked 
him, saying, “Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in the 
same condemnation? and we indeed justly; for we receive the 

due reward of our deeds: but this man hath done nothing amiss.” And he 
said unto Jesus, ‘‘ Lord, remember me when thou comest into thy king- ~ 

dom.” And Jesus said unto him, “ Verily I say unto thee, To-day shalt 
thou be with me in paradise.” 
Now there stood by the cross of Jesus his mother, and his mother’s sister, 

Mary the wife of Cleophas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus therefore 
Jesus shows a = SAW his mother, and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, 
mother. he saith unto Me mother, ‘ Woman, behold thy son!” Then 
saith he to the disciple, ‘“ Behold thy nee !” And from that hour that 
disciple took her unto his own home. 
Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the 

ninth hour. And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, say- 
ing, “Eh, Eli, lama sabachthani?” that is to say, “My God, 

my God, why hast thou forsaken me?” Some of them that 
stood there, when they heard that, said, ‘This man calleth for Elijah.” 
After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the 

scripture might be fulfilled, saith, ‘I thirst.” Now there was set a vessel 
full of vinegar: and straightway one of them ran, and took a sponge, and 
filled it with vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink. The 
rest said, “ Let be, let us see whether Elijah will come to save him.” 
Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, said, ‘It is finished ; 

He is mocked.

Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit”: and having said thus, he 

bowed his head, and gave up the ghost. ° 

And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the 

bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; and the graves were 

opened ; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose, and came out of 

Weduatwiae «te graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, 
sats and appeared unté many. Now when the centurion, and they 

that were with him, watching Jesus, saw the earthquake, and that he so 
cried out, and gave up the ghost, they feared greatly, saying, “ Truly this 

was the Son of God.” And all the people that came together to that sight, 
beholding the things which were done, smote their breasts, and returned. 

And all his acquaintance, and the women, stood afar off, beholding these 
things, among which was Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James 

and Joses, and the mother of Zebedee’s children, which followed Jesus from 

Galilee, ministering unto him: and many other women which came up with 
‘him unto Jerusalem. 

The Jews therefore, because it was the preparation, that the bodies 
should not remain upon the cross on the sabbath day, (for that sabbath day 
was an high day,) besought Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that 
they might be taken away. Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs of 
the first, and of the other which was crucified with him. But when they 

came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake 

not his legs: but one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his 
side, and forthwith came thereout blood and water. And he that saw it 

bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that 

ye might believe. Tor these things were done, that the scripture should be 
fulfilled, “A bone of him shall not be broken.” And again another scrip- 
ture saith, “They shall look on him whom they pierced.” 

And now when the even was come, there came a rich man named Joseph, 

of Arimathea, a city of the Jews: a counselor; and he was a good man, 

and a just: who also himself waited for the kingdom of God: (the same 
had not consented to the counsel and deed of them.) Joseph being a dis- 
ciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews, came, and went in boldly ~ 

unto Pilate, and craved the body of Jesus. And Pilate marveled if he 

were already dead: and calling unto him the centurion, he asked him 
whether he had been any while dead. And when he knew it of the cen- 
turion, he gave the body to Joseph. He came therefore, and took the body 

of Jesus. And there came also Nicodemus, which at the first 

came to Jesus by night, and brought a mixture of myrrh and 
aloes, about an hundred pound weight. Then took they the body of Jesus, 
and wound it in linen clothes with the spices, as the manner of the Jews is 
to bury.

Now in the place where he was crucified there was a garden; and in 
the garden a new sepulcher, hewn out of a rock, wherein was never 
man yet laid. There laid they Jesus therefore because of the Jews’ prep- 

aration day. And Joseph rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulcher, 
and departed. And the women also, which came with him from Galilee, 
followed after, and beheld the sepulcher, and how his body was laid. And 
they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath 
day according to the commandment. And there was Mary Magdalene, and 
the other Mary, sitting over against the sepulcher. 

Now the next day, that followed the day of the preparation, the chief 

priests and Pharisees came together unto Pilate, saying, “Sir, we remem- 

ber that that deceiver said, while he was yet alive, After three days 

I will rise again. Command therefore that the sepulcher be made 
sure until the third day, lest his disciples come by night, and steal him 

away, and say unto the people, He is risen from the dead: so the last 
A guard placed CTTOY shall be worse than the first.” Pilate said unto them, 

cher. “Ye have a watch: go your way, make it as sure as ye 
can.” So they went, and made the sepulcher sure, sealing the stone, 
and setting a watch. 
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CHAPTER X2i- 

THE RESURRECTION, 

Y$ND when the sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and 

Mary the mother of James, and Salome, had bought sweet 

spices, that they might come and anoint him. And very 

early in the morning the first day of the week, they came 

> unto the sepulcher at the rising of the sun. And, behold, 

there was a great earthquake: for the angel of the Lord 
descended from heaven, and came and rolled back the stone from the 

door, and sat upon it. His countenance was like lightning, and 
his raiment white as snow: and for fear of him the keepers did 

shake, and became as dead men. , 
And they said among themselves, “Who shall roll us away the stone 

from the door of the sepulcher?” And when they looked, they saw that 
the stone was rolled away: for it was very great. And entering into the 
sepulcher, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, clothed in a 
long white garment; and they were affrighted. And he saith unto them, 

‘Be not affrighted. Ye seek Jesus of Nazareth, which was crucified: he is 
risen; he is not here: behold the place where they laid him. But go your 

way, tell his disciples and Peter that he goeth before you into Galilee: 
there shall ye see. him, as he said unto you.” And they departed quickly 
from the sepulcher with fear and great joy; and did run to bring his dis- 
ciples word. 

Then [Mary Magdalene] cometh to Simon Peter, and to the other 
disciple, whom Jesus loved, and saith unto them, ‘They have taken 

away the Lord out of the sepulcher, and we know not where they have 
laid him.” : 

Peter therefore went forth, and that other disciple, and came to the sepul- 
cher. So they ran both together: and the other disciple did outrun Peter, 
and came first to the sepulcher. And he stooping down, and looking in, saw 

the linen clothes lying; yet went he not in. Then cometh 

Simon Peter following him, and went into the sepulcher, and 
seeth the linen clothes lie, and the napkin, that was about his head, not

lying with the linen clothes, but wrapped together in a place by itself. 

Then went in also that other disciple, which came first to the sepulcher, 

and he saw, and believed. For as yet they knew not the scripture, that 

he must rise again from the dead. 

Then the disciples went away again unto their own home. But Mary 

stood without at the sepulcher weeping: and as she wept, she stooped 
down, and looked into the sepulcher, and seeth two angels in white sitting, 
the one at the head, and the other at the feet, where the body of Jesus had 

lain. And they say unto her, “Woman, why weepest thou?” She saith 
unto them, ‘Because they have taken away my Lord, and I know not 
where they have laid him.” And when she had thus said, she turned her- 

self back, and saw Jesus standing, and knew not that it was Jesus. Jesus 
Jesus appearsto S@ith unto her, ‘Woman, why weepest thou? whom seekest 
Mary Magdalene. thoy?” She, supposing him to be the gardener, saith unto him, 
‘Sir, if thou have borne him hence, tell me where thou hast laid him, and 

I will take him away.” Jesus saith unto her, “ Mary.” She turned herself, 

and saith unto him, ‘ Rabboni”; (which is to say, ‘‘ Master.”) Jesus saith 
unto her, ‘Touch me not; for lam not yet ascended to my Father: but 

go tony brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father, and your 
Father ; and to my God, and your God.” 

It was Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and Mary the mother of James, 

and other women that were with them, which told these things unto the 
apostles. And as they went to tell his disciples, behold, Jesus met them, 
saying, “ All hail.” And they came and held him by the feet, and wor- 

shiped him. Then said Jesus unto them, ‘Be not afraid: go 

tell my brethren that they go into Galilee, and there shall they 
see me.” And their words seemed to them as idle tales, and they believed 

them not. é 

Now some of the watch came into the city, and showed unto the chief 

priests all the things that were done. And when they were assembled with 
the elders, and had taken counsel, they gave large money unto 
the soldiers, saying, ‘‘ Say ye, His disciples came by night, and 

stole him away while we slept. And if this come to the governor's ears, 
we will persuade him, and secure you.” So they took the money, and did 
as they were taught :. and this saying is commonly reported among the 
Jews until this day. 

And, behold, two of the disciples went that same day to a village called 
Emmaus, which was from Jerusalem about threescore furlongs. And they 
talked together of all these things which had happened. * And it came to 
pass, that, while they communed together and reasoned, Jesus himself drew 
near, and went with them. But their eyes were holden that they should 
not know him. And he said unto them, ‘“‘ What manner of communications

are these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad?” And the 

jesus appearsto one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answering said unto 

theiwaytoFo him, “Art thou only a stranger in Jerusalem, and hast not 

known the things which are come to pass there in these days?” And he 

said unto them, ‘ What things?” And they said unto him, “Concerning 

Jesus of Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in deed and word before 

God and all the people: and how the chief priests and our rulers delivered 
him to be condemned to death, and have crucified him. .But we trusted 

that it had been he which should have redeemed Israel: and beside all this, 

to-day is the third day since these things were done. Yea, and certain 

women also of our company made us astonished, which were early at the 

sepulcher; and when they found not his body, they came, saying that they 
had also seen a vision of angels, which said that he was alive. And cer- 

tain of them which were with us went to the sepulcher, and found it even 

so as the women had said: but him they saw not.” Then he said unto 
them, “O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have 
spoken: ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into 
his glory?” And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded 
unto ghem in all the scriptures the things concerning himself: 

And they drew nigh unto the village, whither they went: and he made 

as though he would have gone further. But they constrained him, saying, 

“Abide with us: for it is toward evening, and the day is far spent.” And 
he went in to tarry with them. And it came to pass, as he sat at meat with 
them, he took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them. And 

their eyes were operied, and they knew him; and he vanished out of their 
sight. And they said one to another, ‘Did not our heart burn within us, 

while he talked with us by the way, and while he opened to us the scrip- 
tures?” And they rose up the same hour, and returned to Jerusalem, and 
found the eleven gathered together, and them that were with them, saying, 
“The Lord is risen indeed, and hath appeared to Simon.” And they told 
what things were done in the way, and how he was known of them in 
breaking of bread. 

And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, 
and saith unto them, “Peace be unto you.” But they were terrified and 
Jesus appears to aftrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit. And he 
others, said unto them, “‘Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts 
arise in your hearts? behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: 
handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me 
have.” And when he had thus spoken, he showed them his hands and his 
feet. And while they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said 
unto them, “Have ye here any meat?” And they gave him a piece of a 
broiled fish, and of an honeycomb. And he took it, and did eat before

them. Then said Jesus to them again, ‘“‘ Peace be unto you: as my Father 

hath sent me, even so send I you.” And when he had said this, he breathed 

on them, and saith unto them, “ Receive ye the Holy Ghost: whosesoever 
sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whosesoever sins ye 

retain, they are retained.” 
But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them 

when Jesus came. The other disciples therefore said unto him, “‘ We have 
seen the Lord.” But he said unto them, ‘‘ Except I shall see in his hands 
the print of the nails, and put my finger into the print of the nails, and 

thrust my hand into his side, I will not believe.” And after eight days 
again his disciples were within, and Thomas with them: then came Jesus, 

the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, “‘ Peace be unto 

you.” Then saith he to Thomas, ‘Reach hither thy finger, and behold 
my hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and 
He appeareth be not faithless, but believing.” And Thomas answered and 

vineeth Thomas. gaid unto him, “My Lord and my God.” Jesus saith unto 

him, “Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed 

are they that have not seen, and yet have believed.” And he upbraided 
them with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed 
not them which had seen him after he was risen. 

And he said unto them, ‘These are the words which I spake unto you, 
while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were 
written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, con- 

cerning me.” ‘Then opened he their understanding, that they might under- 
stand the scriptures, and said unto them, ‘Thus it is written, and thus it 

behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: and that 

repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all 
nations, beginning at Jerusalem. And ye are witnesses of these things. 
Hesendsthem OO ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the 
po eae name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 
teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you. 
He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not 

shall be damned. And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon 
you: and these signs shall follow them that believe: In my name shall 
they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; they shall take 
up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them ; 
they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover. But tarry ye in 
the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high. And, 
lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.”

LAST APPEARANCES AND ASCENSION,

fase Seg {FTER these things Jesus showed himself again to the 

Wa . 62 disciples at the sea of Tiberias; and on this wise showed 
he himself. There were together Simon Peter, and 
Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of Cana in 

Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two other of His 

disciples. Simon Peter saith unto them, ‘I go a fish- 

ing.” They say unto him, “We also go with thee.” They went forth, 
and entered into a ship immediately ; and that night they caught nothing. 

But when the morning was now come, Jesus stood on the shore: but the 
disciples knew not that it was Jesus. Then Jesus saith unto them, ‘ Chil- 
dren, have ye any meat?” They answered him, “No.” And he said unto 

them, ‘Cast the net on the right side of the ship, and ye shall find.” They 
cast therefore, and now they were not able to draw it for the multitude of 

fishes. Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved saith unto Peter, “ It is 
He appears to the Lord.” Now when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, 

the seaof Galilee. he girt his fisher’s coat unto him, (for he was naked,) and did 

cast himself into the sea. And the other disciples came in a little ship; (for 
they were not far from land, but as it were two hundred cubits,) dragging’ 

the net with fishes. As soon then as they were come to land, they saw a 

fire of coals there, and fish laid thereon, and bread. Jesus saith unto them, 

‘Bring of the fish which ye have now caught.” Simon Peter went up, and 
drew the net to land full of great fishes, an hundred and fifty and three: 
and for all there were so many, yet was not the net broken. Jesus saith 

unto them, “Come and dine.” And none of the disciples durst ask him, 
Who art thou? knowing that it was the Lord. Jesus then cometh, and 

taketh bread, and giveth them, and fish likewise. This is now the third 

time that Jesus showed himself to his disciples, after that he was risen from 
the dead. So when they had dined, Jesus saith to Simon Peter, ‘Simon, 
son of Jonas, lovest thou me more than these?.” He saith unto him, “ Yea, 
Lord; thou knowest that I love thee.” He saith unto him, “Feed my 
lambs.” He saith to him again the second time, ‘Simon, son ef Jonas,

lovest thou me?” He saith unto him, “Yea, Lord; thou knowest that I 

love thee.” He saith unto him, ‘Feed my sheep.” He saith unto him the 

third time, “Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me?” Peter was grieved 

because he said unto him the third time, ‘‘ Lovest thou me?” And he said 

unto him, “Lord, thou knowest all things; thou knowest that I love thee.” 

Jesus saith unto him, “Feed my sheep. Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 

When thou wast young, thou girdedst thyself, and walkedst whither thou 
wouldest: but when thou shalt be old, thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, 

and another shall gird thee, and carry thee whither thou wouldest not.” 
This spake he, signifying by what death he should StU God. And 
when he had spoken this, he saith unto him, “Follow me.” ‘Then Peter, 

turning about, seeth the disciple whom Jesus loved following ; which also 
ined on his breast at supper, and said, ‘‘ Lord, which is he that betrayeth 
thee?” Peter seeing him saith to Jesus, ‘ Lord, and what shall this man 
do?” Jesus saith unto him, “If I will that he tarry till I come, what is 

that to thee? follow thou me.” Then went this saying abroad among the 
brethren, that that disciple should not die: yet Jesus said not unto him, 

“He shall not die”; but, “If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that 
to thee?” This is the disciple which testifieth of these things, and wrote 
these things: and we know that his testimony is true. 

Then the eleven disciples went away into Galilee, into a mountain where 
He appears to Jesus had appointed them. And when they saw him, they wor- 
tainin Galilee. shiped him: but some doubted. And Jesus came and spake 
unto them, saying, ‘ All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.” 
He showed himself alive after his passion by many infallible proofs, being 

seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the king- 
dom of God: and, being assembled together with them, commanded them 
that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the ~ 
Father, “which,” saith he, “ye have heard of me.” “For John truly bap- 

tized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many 

days hence.” When they therefore were come together, they asked of 
ne him, saying, “Lord, wilt thou at this time restore again the 
ance of Christ. kingdom to Israel?” And he said unto them, “It is not for 

you to know the times or the seasons, which the Father hath put in his 
own power. But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost. is 
come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me, both in Jerusalem, 
and in all Judeea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of ike 
earth.” And when he had spoken these things, he led them out as far 
as to Bethany, and he lifted up his hands, on blessed them. 

And it came to pass, while they beheld, he was taken up; anda cloud 
received him out of their sight. And he was received up into heaven, 
and sat on the right hand Bf God. And while they looked steadfastly 
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264 THE ASCENSION. 

toward heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in white 

apparel; which also said, ‘Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up 
into heaven? this same Jesus, which is taken up from you into ~ 

heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go 
into heaven.” And they worshiped him, and returned to Jerusalem with 
great joy from the mount called Olivet, which is from Jerusalem a sab- 
bath. day’s journey, and were continually in the temple, praising and 
blessing God. 

And they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with 
them, and confirming the word with signs following. 

And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, 
which are not written in this book, the which, if they should be written 

every one, I suppose that even the world itself could not contain the books 
that should be written. But these are written, that ye might believe that 
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life 
through his name. Amen.
