Special anriLiriltiorL^ depending upon its construction, is designed
for tdrget Indication and correction of fire. Igniting fuel and highly
fnflajnwble objects, and for destroying lightly armored targets-

Tracer cartridges are designed for target indication, fire adjiist-
nent, signal purposes and engaging personnel. Tracer bullets can ig-
nite straw roofs, dry grass, etc The path of the buHet is indicated
by a red flarne- The flane can be seen for i distance of 700 ineters,

AP-incendiary cartridges are used to destroy fuel (kerosene, gaso-
line) and for destroying targets protected by thin armor plating at
ranges up to 30D meters.

Incendiary cartridges are used to destroy fuel in iron tanks up to
3 mill Ineters thick. Incendiary cartridges also contain a tracer ele-
ment. The path of the bullet is Indicated by a red flame which can be
seen day or night.

Training aimunltion Indudei drilled and blank J.GZm rounds, H1943.

Drilled rounds are designed for training loading and firing-
On the body or the cartridge case there are longitudinal grooves, and
on the cartridge case iftouth there are marks from the clamping device.

The prloier is pierced. There 1s no propellant in the cartridge case.

Blank cartridges are designed for simulating fire and are used in
tactical ejtercises- There is no bullet in the blank cartridges. The

mouth is sealed by a star (rosette) crloip. It is dangerous to stand
closer than 10 ineters anay froiri the mlI^e face when blank cartridges
ire being fired.

However, m do recommend that you clean the gas port and Hie gas blocti area regularly
