NURSERY ROSES 
HOW TO PLANT—Upon receipt of plants, open the bundle and 

water thoroughly in a pail or tub of water for a few hours. Don’t 
expose to sun or wind. After removing from the water, trim off 
broken or damaged roots and prune plants to about 18 inches. We 
do this pruning for you before shipment. Soil should be well pre- 
pared before plants arrive. A good garden soil is fine and should be 
spaded or plowed 18 inches deep and Sheep Manure or well rotted 
stable manure thoroughly mixed with the soil. Plant in late after- 
noon on a calm day or on a cloudy or rainy day if possible. Set 
plants of Bush Roses 15 to 24 inches apart except Hybrid Perpetuals, 
which need about 3 feet of space. Climbers need about 6 feet of 
space between plants. 

In planting, dig a hole large enough to spread the roots without 
crowding and deep enough to cover a little deeper than plants were 
in the nursery. Budded or Grafted Roses must be planted so the 
scar or swelling left by bud or graft is beneath the surface. In fill- 
ing with scil, shake plant lightly, so soil gets all around the roots, 
then fill hole completely and firm soil so plant is set solid. Soak 
weil with water. Further pruning back may be done before new 
leaf growth starts in spring.

CAMELLIA JAPONICA 
The well-known Camellias or Japonicas of the South, with thick, glossy, rich green leaves 

and exquisite, perfectly shaped, large waxy flowers on short, thick stems. These are excel- 
lent companion plants for Indian Azaleas in the lower half of the South, but are not hardy 
in the upper South. It is possible to grow them as far north as Atlanta or Birmingham 
but only with winter protection. Along the Carolina and Georgia coasts and in the lower 
South they seem entirely at home, blooming very early, ahead of the Azaleas, and there is}. 
no other flower to approach it in perfection of form. It has no perfume. 

Camellias will grow in full sun if protected the first few summers with a lath frame, but 
a half sunny location is ideal. They do not bloom as freely in dense shade. 

Culture While Camellias are easily grown and many old plants thrive with little care, 
it is hoped that you will take good care of your plants, especially until they 

are well started. Bushy plants and an abundance of bloom require good care. 
In planting, dig holes much larger than ball of roots. Unless soil is very rich, a mixture 

of 4% well-rotted cow manure, 4 peat moss or leaf mold and 4% good garden soil, may be 
made and used. After planting, mulch with peat moss or partly rotted leaves. Always keep 
plants well mulched and watered, which is essential for the first couple years. DEach spring, 
plants should be fertilized with rotted cow manure and it is well to add a little high gradef 
fertilizer. Camellias live for many years so start them right and tend them carefully the 
first few years. This is necessary for success.

SITUATION—Locate your orchard on high ground with good 

soil and air drainage to escape late frosts that are injurious in low 
land or in air pockets. Plant in good soil. It pays. Crop rotation 
and added fertility are good investments. If you want vigorous trees 
and good crops, feed them occasionally with fertilizer, legume crops 
turned under, or both. 
PRUNING—yYoung Apples, Pears, Plums and Cherries are 

pruned alike. Cut side branches to about 6 inch stubs and don't 
leave more than five to a tree to become main branches. These should 
be distributed spirally around the tree. Leaving branches opposite 
each other forms a bad crotch that may later split the trunk. Peach 
trees are more severely pruned. The time to prune is when the tree 
is dormant. Summer pruning may be practiced on peaches but with 
moderation. ; ; : 
CULTIVATION—Keep fruit trees growing. A vigorous tree is 

less likely to be injured by spring frosts. All plants need a dormant 
season for rest but if they go to sleep too early in the fall they will 
likely wake up and start growth too early in spring and frosts will 
damage. Keep leaves on fruit trees as long as you can through cul- 
tivation. Intercropping a young orchard with vegetables or small 
fruits utilizes the ground and cultivates the trees. Don’t let the 

grass or weeds grow near young trees. ) 
SPRAYING—Sprray thoroughly or not at all. The part you miss 

is where the insects stay. Plant enemies are of two Kinds: insects 

and fungus diseases. Biting insects are controlled with stomach 
poisons. Sucking insects are controlled with contact poisons. Fun- 
ens is controlled with fungicides.
