Abrahaii; Beery, the progenitor of this line of history,

cmigrate<i, ;ii. ihe age of eighteen years, from Switzerland,

arriving at Philadelphia, Pa., Oct. 19. U36, and iater set-

tled in Adarns county. He had been persecuted in his

narivc country, not otily from the standpomt of his re-

ligious views, but ^\so from the force of law, which com-
pelled every able-bodied man at the age of c-ighteen years

to do military service. Thi.< induced him to emigrate to

a land of liberty.

During: these perNecmioiis in Switzerland many who
entertained consciePtious scruples suddenly left that do-
main. By private conveyance, or perhaps on foot, chey
came to Holland, where tiiey enjoyed greater liberties of

freedom. Later they left Rotterdam. Holland, and set

sail for America. Then, too. some of them being in very
limited financial circumstances, were compelled to re-

main in Holland for a time, in order to earn money to

pay their passage to America.

This matter is easily explained from
the tact that Rotterdam, in Holland, was the port from
which all emigrants from Switzerland took passage on the

ships sailing to America.

Daring the first hitndred years of their sojourn in

America they were engaged strictly in farming pursuits.

After coming to this country they were compelled to un-

dergo the hardships of pioneer life in the colonial new
world, among wild beasts and savage Indians. They be-

gan in the forest, and by industry and hjiiost methods,
they have changed that wi.ld country into meaJ<')ws. wheat
fields, and happy homes, and secured for their descend-

ar.ts a financial basis far beyond that which they them-
selves had the privilege of beginning with.

Among the Beerys in America there are to-day thou-

sands of their descendants, scattered from the Atlantic to

the Pacific, and from Canada to the arid South. The
great majority of them are a fine people,—a people who
in the past, as well as the present, are devoting their

lives to religious principles. There are included among
them, the various vocations of the business and profes-

sional world.

In this history we find ministers of the Gospel in the

various denominations of to-day. We find doctors, lavv-

yers, teachers, farmers, and intelligent professional men
and women in vast numbers, and yet I cannot understand

why it is that none of these worthy people ever were suf-

ficiently interested in getting up a history of this noted

relationsi::p long, long ago. Indeed the writer feels his

insignificance in doing this work, especially so when h-:-!

The reader will

please bear in mind that, previous to the iineniion of

steam power, the ships were propelled by the prevail-

ing winds, which very often drifted iheni ir. che wrong

direction.

The re'aders o£ this History will please bear in minil

that the ai'.thor's limited education comes far short oi

producing a work equivalent to the erForts of those who
are up-to-date writers for the " press " and the public.

Your unworthy servant, in 1903, completed the long-felt

want of the Wengcr History, alter which he was urgently

pressed into the service of writing the Beery genealogy.

The above Histories should have been produced long

ago. but it appears that no one would un<!ertake the task.

While a Kirc,e number in both lineages arc highly and

thoroughly educated, no one was willing to do this im-

portant work.

I acknowledge that I am an historian, even from child-

hood, yet I consider myself incapable of producing an

up-to-date work, especially so when I compare my ability

with that of my educated relatives. However, I have

given points and dates, and if. in the future, some of the

relined and intelligent relatives wish to add sp:cc and

fluency, they can do so.

Nov. 15, 1905, I will have crossed the milestone of

seventy years, and am nearing the sunset of life, when,

in many cases, fluency and polish in writing have ceased,

at least, to some e.xtent, but I hope that coming genera-

tions will continue these genealogies by beginning where

this History leaves titl. so that, as it grows in numbers,

it may also grow in interest. The author i:^ greatly in-

debted to the many who so faithfully and energetically

contributed to this work, and aided the author in looking

up certain lineages in their vicinities for the benefit of

this Hist-ry.

It is strange that, in the large number of people with
whom I had to deal with in tiiis case, their minds, opinions
and interest run in so many different channels. In a

very great majority of cases the Beery descendants were
exceedingly prompt in repurtmg their family records, and
were overan.xious for the publication of this work. There
were some \vh(j answered only after my contiiuied calls.

Then, again, a very few cuuld not be awakened and never
responded, hence the missing links in those families. It

is supposed that these persons would not appreciate the

History, provided it was donated to them. Indeed, they

are to be pitied, and for these cases of omission I am
n..)t responsiI>!e.

In securing the points of information of these aged an-

cestors and their descendants, it was necessary to inter-

view grandfather? and grandmothers, family Bibles, etc.,

as well as old documents and public records. .\s the in-

formation came in crude form, it was necessary to shape

it l->y rewriting, interlining and correcting, after which it

had to be rewritten, and yet all this was small, compared
with the letter-writing to so many nooks and corners for

information. Some <:>f the answers were nii.xed up and

badly written, which niaLle it difficult to analy.^e. It

is to be wondered whether there is one in a thousand, of

the readers of this History, who realizes the amount of

work connected with the search for the material of this

vast relationship.

The writer wishes the readers to obs'crve that the

object in producing this History is not ^peculation, but

in honor due to my ancestors, and for the purpose of in-

teresting the relatives v. h'> arc thn.> mentiivned. as well as,

perhaps, many of the future generations who may pos-

sibly liiok up-Mi it with interest, to kui'w who tlieir an-

cestiir.v an«l relatives were.

The author d(.>nates his tw.» years' time and work, be-

sides postal and other expenses, and if t!ie sale of the

books will but barely compensate for the printing and
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binding it is all that is expected. Therefore it is to be

hoped that the Beery generations will be liberal and prompt

in purcha>ing books and helping to defray the expenses

of publication. Indeed it was with great difficulty that

ail these available points were obtained, and yet, since

the completion, I accept the results with a feeling of satis-

faction that the hist..ry of our noble ancestors and their

descendants has been recorded.
