“Praise and Be Praised”

Most Navy petty officers do a
good job as professionals and
leaders. This is expected of
them. But when they do more
than is expected they should be
recognized and commended.
This enhances both command
morale and career retention.

It must also be remembered
that men assigned under petty
officers should be recognized for
their achievements,

The average career petty offi-
cer in today’s Navy needs no
reminder of the importance of
his job, He is a professional
sailor who regards his profession-
al competence with pride. Too
often though the urgency of a
task or the command’s desire to
finish a job overshadows that
extra effort on behalf of certain
individuals.

There are many ways to ac-
knowledge a job “well done.” In
most cases it can be accomplish-
ed with a “thank you.” But
where morale and retention are
concerned, a ““thank you’ isn‘t
always enough.

Local commands should
strive to publicize and reward
superior work by means of meri-
torious masts, letters of com-
mendation and recommen-
dations for advancement. When
a_deserving man receives such

recognition his morale and re-
spect for his seniors and the
Navy reach a high point.

Commands should also place
more emphasis on such forms of
recognition as Sailor of the
Month and Petty Officer of the
Month. Any form of acclaim
enhances the pride, esteem and
morale of the individual and
command.

An LCPO or LPO shouldn’t
wait for the command or divi-
sion to recognize a man's
achievements, Leadership re-
sponsibilities include recognition
as well as censure. Besides, who
is in a better position to judge
and realize a subordinate’s
praiseworthy work?

Recognition of exemplary
work by “first-termers” is very
important to retention of
highly-qualified personnel. If we
expect to keep these men in
naval service we can’t afford to
let their efforts go unnoticed.
