PREFATORY NOTES

Thxs part foxms the conclndmg porfion of the second
volume of the great Parasara. Dharma Samhltﬁ wu;h
Sayana Madbavachdrya $ Iearned commentary on if. It
consists ofa single chapter, and trea;s of some of those
queséxonb of dchdra ( usages, customs, and general con-
duct of life ) and prdyadchitta ( atonements and expia-
tory ntes) whxch have not been noticed anywhere in the
precedmg chapters Ip can, therefore, be said to be a
wpplemen}axy chapter on this vast subject of dc(zdra
and prdyaschitta. In fact the aufhor hlmse)f regards
the ciaptcr as such. '

As we have already seen the author has devoted the
first three chapters of the work to dckdra and the next
eight to prdyaschitta. He has thus dealt with these two
d;v1s1ons of the subject almost mdependently of each
other in the main part of the work. But in the present
chapter he has departed from this method ; for instead of
dealing separafely with the two dnnsmns he has inter-
mlxed them, though thereby no mconvemence of any
kmd Iy caused to the rea.del.

For the purpose of collating and editing I have here
used a8 my basis the’ sare ménuscripts ad’ those which
were used by’ mets’ pr pare ‘and edit the first part of this

gecond’ Volame. 'As 'these manuscripts have “all béen
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already described in my prefatory notes to that part, a
repetition of their description is, I think, needless here,

The learned Commentator, Sdyana MAdhavichérya,
quotes copiously from various authors and works in this
part, as he does all throughout the work. I here subjoin,
in alphabetical order, short notes on twenty of them,
they being such authors and works as have not been
previously reicrred to anywhere by the CUommentator
in the course of this work. The other authors and
works I have already briefly noticed clsewhere, as a
reference to my prefatory notes to the preceding parts
will show.

I cannot close these notes without observing that
although our author has now practically concluded the
subject of dchdra and prdyaschitta, he does not feel
satisficd that he has done full justice to it. For, in the
very opening paragraph of this chapter he significantly
remarks :—

sifatearar aRfrert Stagraraun srataamt a frar-
AQATST FEAISHATE AR,
implying thereby that he takes up a few only of those
questions of dechdra and prdyaschitia which have escaped
his notice in the preceding chapters.

I have annexed at the end of this part two appendices
of a general nature :—one, a list of the words occurring
in the text of the two volumes now before the public ;
and the other, a general index to Midhavichirya's
numerous quotations. It is hoped that thesc additional

~appendices will prove to be of use to the reader as a
means to easily find whatever reference he requires from
either the text or the quotations in the commentary. It
was my intention at first to attach these two appendices
to the last (third) volume of the work which is now
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in the press; but upon further consideration I
thought it more proper and expedient to place them
in as close a proximity as possible to that part of
the work wherein the words and the quotations in
question are met. Another reason which induced
me to allot the said place to the appendices is that our
author, the great sage Parfisara, has nothing whatever
to do with the third volume, the same being all
exclusively the work of the Commentator, Siyana
MédhavAcharya. A further reason is that that volume
does not deal with any question of 4chdra or of Prdyas-
chitta, it being solely devoted to questions of Vyavahdra,
or the judicial or legal side of Dharma.* For these
reasons the most appropriate place for the two .ap-
pendices, I thought, was at the end of the second -
volume. That place, therefore, I have assigned
to them.

BRIEF OBSERVATIONS ON SOME OF THE AUTHORS &c.,
QUOTED BY SivaNa MADHAVACHARYA IN HIS
COMMENTARY ON THIS CHAPTER.

(1) =fraran (Abhidhdnam):—I have not come across
any copy of any work on Dharmasastra of this
name printed or manuscript, nor have I been aware of
the existence of any work bearing this title. MAdhavé-
chﬁrya quotea one line under this headmg Exactly

* It willbea mlstake to presume from this that the great Paxﬂiau was
not well versed in Vyavahara, Though disinclined totreat the subjest himself,
he has ‘duly hinted about it. The question then naturally arises, why did he
not take up the subject himselt ? This question I propose to discuss at some
length when a more fitting opporsunity occurs. MAdhavachdrya also slightly
refers to this question in his introduction ta the Commentary almost as.the
very.outset. ( See verses 8:34, pagos 15-18, Part I, Vol, L.),.
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the same line appears, however, in Brahmapurdzla;
(vide also my reference at page 206 of the text).

(2) sgrETara (Uddharanam): — Though not extant
now, at one time this work appears to have been a
standard authority on questions of dharma (religious,
moral, and civic duty). =~ MAdhavichirya in his allusion
to it gives it the epithet “ Sastra.”” He quotes from
it two lines (page 273 ); and the idea conveyed
in them is found expressed in many places in the
Sdntz'parua of the great Hindu epic the Mahdbhdrata.

(3) sghmaraa (Rigvidhdnam) :— I know of only one
manuscript bearing this name. It contains 600 $lokas
(verses) and ends with the colophon “st& {83 snfiasw
ggor Frarhra fafad” which means  transcribed at the
holy place Vitipi on the first of the bright half of
Asvina in the Suka year 1423.” This date proves
that the manuscript is very old. Vatipikshetraf is
perhaps our modern Vai in the Satara District.
Most of the thirty lines quoted by Méadhavichérya
at pages 279-281 as from this work arc found in
this manuseript. I may as well mention that in
my scarch for manuseripts I once came across
one bearing the title gegap@rarmy  (Brihadrigvi-
dhiinam ). This too I found to be a very old
-manuscript, containing 1,000 $lokas(verses), and it bore
the Saka year 1691 as the year of its transcription.

+ The writer of the colophon had perhapsin his mind the Pauranika
gtory of VAtipi and Iivala who lived near the Sahya-mountains. And there
iz no Zshefra near the BSahya-mountains except Vdi which bears a close
resemblance to the word VAtdpi kehetra. The editor is aware that modern

" goholars have triad to identify VitApi with Badimi in the Bijapur District.
But BAdimi was never known asa kshefra, nor can it be said ta be in the
vicinity of the Sahya-mountains.
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None of the lines quoted by the Commentator could,
however, be traced in it.

(4) wwercaven (Chamatkdrakhapdam ):—Thix is a
portion of the great Skanda-purfna. Our Commentator,
Médhavachirya, also says so when he quotes from it. He
borrows twenty-two lines from it at pages 220-221.
What part this Chamatkdrakhanda forms of Skanda-
purfina it is not possible to say. The Purdpa itself con-
sists of six volumes called samhitds, each sambhitd
being sub-divided into several parts called khandas.
A complete copy of Skanda-purdpa in any form
has not yet been found anywhere. Some portions of it
are found at one place and sume others at another ; but
all these even if collected and put together can hardly
make up a complete copy of the original voluminous
work. I have seen a manuscript copy of a book styled
Chamatkérakhanda, but Madhavichirya’s quotations
cannot be traced in it.

(5-6)afadrarugwy, dtadmsarar(7 aittiriydranyakam,
Tasttiriyasamhitd) :-- These two works belong to the
Black Yajurveda. I have noticed them clscwhere at
some Jength. Méadhavichirya makes a few quotations
under both these titles at pages 48, 53 and 282.

(7) atRgguumy (Nandi-purdpam) :— It is not possible
to say definitely what author or work our Commentator
exactly alludes to under this title. There is a qfegeRsac
g (NandikeSvarapurdnam), a afeggoy (Nandipu-
rdnam)and a afeept: (Nandidharmah). The first two of
these, differing as they slightly do from each other in
their titles, may after all be identical so far as the
subject they treat of is concerned.
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T have in 'my possession a manuscript entitled
Nandiketvara-purdpa. It is an old manuscript con-
sisting of 76 folios, but it is incomplete and without date
or colophon. Of the seventeen lines quoted by Madhavé-
chérya as from Nandipurina at pages 242 and 243, six
are found in this manuscript. It can, therefore, be
presumed that Nandipurdpe and NandikeSvara-purdna
are one and the same. But at the same time the four
lines which the Commentator quotes at page 375 of
Part 1, Volume 1., of this work as from Affga&saz cannot
be traced in it.

afgel: ( Nandi-dharmah ) cannot surely be a work
of the same class or kind as Nandi-puréna, or Nandike-
gvara-purana, asthe very nameimplies. It has undoubtedly
some reference to dharma or religious and moral conduet.
I regret that I have not been able to find or trace any
copy of any work bearing this name. The only
information that I have about it is from Médhavachérya
himself. From his remarks Nandi appears to be the
name of an author, and in the list of law-givers copied
by him from the A§vamedhika-parva of the Mah&bhérata
the name Nandi occurs ( vide page 109, Part 1,
Vol. I, of this work ). But this name cannot he
found anywhere else among authors -of dharma, and
in the absence of any definite information on the point,
it is impossible to hazard any opinion as to who or what
Nandi is and what is meant by Nandi-dharma. One
surmise, more probable than any other, appears to me
to be that Nandiis a mythological name of God Siva’s
Bull, and not the name of any human person. It
was usunl in old days to introduce, in the course
of big epics and other works dialogues on metaphysical
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theological “or similar other subjects, the persons
taking part in the dialogues being represented us super-
human beings. Such dialogues, when of sufficient
importance and of special interest to the public, were
in course of. time detached from the main work, and
reproduced in the form of an independent work under
the title of the name or the names of one or both of the
persons concerned in the dialogue. In the same way,
Nandidharma, a dialogue between Nand: the Sacred Bull
of Siva and some other mythical person, might have been
detached from a bigger work and made to appear as an
independent treatise under the Sacred Bull’s name.
This view appears to me to be more probable than
the theory that Nandi is any real author or Smritikéra.
Similarly the dialogue between Isvara and Phrvati called
Umi-Mahesvara-sathvada ( SHTASATETT ) in chapter
140 of the Anusésanika (srgamrafs) Parvan of the Méha-
bhérata is an instance of the kind which fully supports
our view.

(8) wnwaeen (Ndgara-khandam) :—This is a portion
of Skandapurdna. I bad a manuscript copy of it in my
collection which I have presented to the Ananddsrama,
founded at Poona by my friend, the late Mr. Mah#deva
Chimn4ji Apte. This copy contains about 4,000 §lokas,
and the lines quoted hy Madhavichérya at page 280 are
found in it, though with a great variation in the reading.

(9) srggum (Ndrada-purdpam) :— There are two
quotations from this work, one of nine lines at page 228,
and the other of six at page 267. I have a manuscript
of this name in my possession. It contains 2,700 $lokas;
it has a colophon and all the semblance of com-
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pleteness. But in my opinion the original work is much
bigger, containing not less; than 9,000 S$lokas. The
various purdpas which refer to the work well nigh
approach the latter figure, although they are not quite
agreed as to its exact extent. )

(10) grratrqguy (Pardsaropa-purdnam):—As the
name itself indicates, this is one of the eighteen Hindu upa
or minor purdpas. Its rcputed author is Vyfsa,* but
Méadhavchérya seems to attribute the authorship to
Pardsara and concludes his quotation withthe remark :—
“agq @9gIgI  quaRer qfwd.” Whoever the real
author may be, whether Vyisa or Pardgara, there
cannot be any harm in adhering to the general view that
Vy#sais the author or composer, and that he wrote it at the
instance and initiative of Parsara his father. The work
has not yet been published, and so far as I am aware,
only a few manuscript copies of it are available. One
copy, I understand, is in the collection of the Govern-
ment of Madras; and another of which I had re-
cently a loan from Benares through Mr. - Sadé-
shiva Kashinth Abhyankar is in the possession
of a Bengalee gentleman. I regret that the latter
copy came to hand some time after the text had passed
through the press, and that I was, therefore, not
able to note any references from it in the body of the work.
This latter manuscript contains 3,000 Slokas, and the
twenty-six lines quoted by Midhavichirya at pages
276-277 are found in it.

(11) qrfer: (Paurdnikds) :— Under this heading

* 1 believe that Vyasa was A real historical person in spite of the contrary
view generally held by critical scholars, and 1 bave got ample evidence in
support of my view.
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Madhavachirya quotes four lines (pages 124-125); but
it is not possible to say from what particular work he
borrows them. The term Paurdnika, however, gives
rise to the conjecture that the Commentator could have
meant by it no others than some renowned and staunch
believers in the teachings of the Purinas and scholarly
expounders of those teachings, and that the lines
quoted by him may be from some of their memorable
sayings.

(12) sg=ms (Bahvrichdh):— There is a long quota-
tion of seven lines at page 2 as from this. The
quotation is obviously from the Rig-veda, as the term
Bahvricha means one conversant with a collection of
Riks from the Rig-veda.

(13) agargaerx: (Brihadydjiavalkya):— Midhavi-
chirya has quoted two lines at page 79 as from this
work. But I have not been able to secure or trace any
manuscript of it. There is a manuscript in the Deccan
College  collection, entitled FEeffaraaesa:, but the
above lines cannot be traced in it. They cannot also be
found in Ydjiiavalkyasmriti (AraaeFaegia) of which
BrihadyAjiiavalkya may be an enlarged edition.

(14) wiegnsw@a, (Bhdradvdja-grihyam):— Midhava-
chiirya has quoted five sentences at page 109 as from this.
I had on loan a manuscript of the work from one
Sadasiva Bhatji Déva of Paithan,in which I could trace
only the first and ‘the last of the sentences. The manu-
seript, though evidently incomplete and incorrect, has
a colophon.

(15) wemmifiver: (Madhyamdngirds):—I have succeeded
in collecting as many as nine different manuseripts of
Angiras-Smriti. Of the two lines quoted at page 64 by
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Médhavichérya and four at page 72, the former alone are
found in one of these manuscripts as verse 36 of its
2nd chapter. The prefixes &g (short or abridged), qvq®
(ordinary or modified), and gga (comprehensive or
enlarged) are added generally to the titles of works
to signify the various forms or recensions they pass
through under the same or different hands, and thus
Madhyamangiras is probably only a modified edition of
Angiras-Smriti and not an independent work.

(16)garareras: ( Vriddhabaudhdyanah):- Baudhdyana-
dharma-Siitra is pretty well-known, and is often quoted
in works on Dharma. It has already been printed in
Europe, and I have noticed the work at some length
in my note at page 1 of Part 1, Vol. I. Nothing, how-
ever, is known, sofaras I am aware, about Vriddha-bau-
dhéiyana. MAdhavAchérya quotes four lines at page 270,
and these are such ordinary lines as can be met with
in most works on Dharma, but in the European
edition of Baudhiyana they do not appear,

(17) gmerdas(Vriddha-hdritah) :—Three lines quoted
at page 116 by the Commentator are found as verses 71 and
72 of chapter 11 of a manuscript which is in the posses-
sion of a gentleman at Prnérin the Ahmednagar Dis-
trict. This manuscript has 13 chapters and 1,723 $lokas
in all. Other manuscripts of this work are also
available. One is in the Deccan College collection, and
another in the Ananddrama Library. Both these are
modern recensions of the work, and are more or less ofa
sectarian nature, particularly the one in the Deccan College
oollection, it being too much in favor of Madhvaism or
Dvaitism as preached by the great Vaishnavite reformer
Madhvichérya. |
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(18) Rramitecy (Siva-dharmébitaram) :— Our Com-
mentator quotes frequently from this work. I found a
manuscript of it at Indore, and another, an incomplete
one, in the Deccan College collection ; but neither of
them contain the lines quoted by Madhavacharya.

(19) w1 Laraveq (Skdnde Revdkhandam) :— This
is a portion of the great Skanda-purina describing the
river Revid or Narmadd and the holy places situated
on its banks. I recently purchased a manuscript
of the work at Milw8 which is still in my possession.
Midhavichirya quotes often from this work, six
lines at page 224, twelve at pages 231-232, one at
page 253, and two at 264; and most of these lines
are found in my manuscript. A printed edition of
Revikhanda, [ understand, isalso available. It is pub-
lished somewhere in Ahmedabad, but I have not been
able to secure a copy of it, and as these pages are now
passing finally through the press, it is too late to try to
get one for reference.

(20) emrearay: (Svapnddhydya-vidah):-Two verses
are found in the commentary at page 3 under this head-
ing., There might have been a collection of select
but stray verses, mostly anonymous, on the subject of
dreams, So also there might have been a class of
persons who had made it their profession to explain the
nature of dreams by interpreting the verses contained in
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such a collection which had special reference to the
dreams in question. As the verses are mostly ano-
nymous the Commentator takes them to be the common
property of these professors, and hence in quoting the
verses he refers to these professors as a class. I recently
obtained from Hyderabad ( Deccan ) a manuseript
entitled &g@meAra  ( Svapniidhyiya ) containing 177
verses. Verses 22nd and 23rd in this manuscript are
the same as those quoted by Madhavicharya.
