the Brigvifgiras, or the Atharvans, and these very titles show
that songs which could be quoted m such a manmer must
have been of ancient date, and must have had 2 lang ife in the

According to Purdnic aceomnt the name of the Atharia Veda
is due to & mythological per<onage, Atharan, the eldest son
of Braluad, to whon, 1t 1s alleged, 1t was first imparted  From

OF other persons, wo
have Angird, Dhingu, Vaswhtha aod other well known Vedie
sages alluded to, but under eicumstances which afford no 1n
formation regardmng their hives. The places mentioned are
Kurn, Piichdla, K4sf, Magadha and other northern p 3
but none beyond the Vindhiyan range

In presenting the the first edition of the Gopathv Lrdhma-
na tothe public I have fo express my regret that it ap-
pears under two very serious disadiantages, 1st, that ab
has no commentary attached to 1t, and 2nd that dferent
portions’ of 1t have been edited by two indivaduals at different
times, without consulting e1ch other
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When the work was first undertaken 1t was expected that
 commentary would somewhere turn up, and that 1t would be
printed along with the text, but careful enquiry at Benares, and,
1n the Madras and the Bombay precidencies showed that none
was extant, and a eomplete edition could not be accomplished
As however several excellent and correct manusenipts of the toxt
came to hand 1n course of the search, 16 ws thought preferablo
toprnt the text alone, rather than drop the undertaking altoge-
ther, particularly s 1t was supposed that the rpe scholarship
and varzed knowledge of the late Pandit arachandra Vidysd-
bhushant who had volunteered to edit the text and supply o
gloss would stand in good stead of a commentary  The Pandit,
however, died soon after tho publ of the first 1
and the MS of lus gloss was not accessible after his death, tho
1de~ of printing a gloss had, thorefore, to be abindoned, and
the wrniter of tlus note confined s labours to the preparation
of an eclectic text, with all the rare lectiones of his codiees
~dded m foot notes, and a free sprinkliag of punctuation to
make the reading easy, the MSS consulted having none
